Reacting to the demand
made by the Goa School

If the number of students
is less by four or five,
then the teacher in given
on contract basis. When
the school is eligible with
the required strength of
students then the teacher
will be appointed on reg-
ular basis. If we appoint a
teacher in the school hav-
ing less of number of stu-
dents and if the number
of students further drop
in the next academic year
then the school will not be
eligible for the appoint-
ment of a full-time teacher”

PAN]JIM: The Anti-Narcotic
Cell (ANC) police conduct-
ed its second raid within
a span of 24 hours again
at Anjuna and arrested a
South Indian man with nar-
cotics worth Rs 2.5 lakh.
The contrabands include
cocaine, charas and DMT.
With this, the total
number of narcotics
seized during the last
two days was totally val-
ued over Rs 1.27 crore.
On Monday night, the
