Mexico counts 24 bodies in latest  
mass grave find
GUADALAJARA: A mass grave discovered last December 
in a suburb of Guadalajara with dozens of bags of 
dismembered body parts contained the remains of 24 
people, Mexican authorities said Sunday. Six of them - a 
woman and five men - have been identified. They were 
reported missing between 2021 and 2023, the office of 
the state prosecutor of Jalisco state said in a statement.
The remaining 18 have yet to be positively identified, and 
a search is under way for the culprits. More than 450,000 
people have been murdered countrywide since Mexico 
launched a major offensive against drug cartels in 2006.
The deaths, as well as the disappearance of tens of 
thousands of others, has been blamed largely on 
organized crime. Jalisco is the Mexican state with the 
highest number of missing persons - 15,382 by the end of 
last year, according to the authorities.

PTI, LONDON: A new case 
of Clade Ib mpox has been 
detected in England but the 
risk to the wider population 
remains low, the UK Health 
Security Agency (UKHSA) 
said on Monday.

The case was detected 
in East Sussex, south-east 
England, and the individual 
who had recently returned 
from Uganda is now under 
specialist care at Guy's and 
St. Thomas' NHS Founda-
tion Trust in London.

In Uganda, there is cur-
rently community trans-
mission of Clade Ib mpox. 
This is the sixth such case 
logged in England since Oc-

tober last year.
It is thanks to clinicians 

rapidly recognising the 
symptoms and the work of 
our specialist laboratory 
that we have been able to 
detect this new case, said 
Dr Meera Chand, Deputy 
Director at UKHSA.

The risk to the UK popu-
lation remains low follow-
ing this sixth case, and we 
are working rapidly to trace 
close contacts and reduce 
the risk of any potential 
spread, she said.

Clade Ib mpox has been 
circulating in several Af-
rican countries in recent 
months and imported 

cases have been detected 
in a number of countries, 
including India, Belgium, 
Canada, France, Germany, 
Sweden and the United 
States.

The UKHSA said close 
contacts of the latest case 
in England are being fol-
lowed up by UKHSA and 
partner organisations. 
Contacts will be offered 
testing and vaccination 
where needed to prevent 
further infections and they 
will be advised on any nec-
essary further care if they 
have symptoms or test 
positive.

Common symptoms of 

mpox include a skin rash 
or pus-filled lesions, which 
can last 2 to 4 weeks. It can 
also cause fever, headaches, 
muscle aches, back pain, 
low energy and swollen 
lymph nodes.

The infection can be 
passed on through close 
person-to-person con-
tact with someone who 
has the infection or with 
infected animals and 
through contact with 
contaminated materials. 
Anyone with symptoms 
should continue to avoid 
contact with other people 
while symptoms persist, 
the UKHSA said.

PTI, KOLKATA:  A Kolkata 
court on Monday sentenced 
Sanjay Roy to life imprison-
ment until death after he 
was convicted of raping and 
murdering an on-duty doc-
tor at the state-run RG Kar 
Medical College and Hospi-
tal, rejecting demands for 
the death penalty saying 
it was not a "rarest of the 
rare" crime.

Additional District and 
Sessions Judge in Sealdah, 
Anirban Das, had on Satur-
day found Roy guilty of com-
mitting the crime against 
the postgraduate trainee 
doctor on August 9 last year. 
The heinous crime triggered 
nationwide outrage and 
prolonged protests in West 
Bengal.

The court also ordered 
Roy to pay a Rs 50,000 fine 
and directed the state gov-
ernment to pay compensa-

tion of Rs 17 lakh to the fami-
ly of the deceased doctor.

Judge Das stated that the 
crime did not fall under the 
"rarest of the rare" catego-
ry, which justified the de-
cision to not give the death 
penalty to the convict.

"The CBI prayed for the 
death penalty. The defence 

lawyer prayed that a jail term 
be given instead of the death 
penalty…This crime does not 
fall under the rarest of the 
rare category," the judge said.

Roy, a former civic volun-
teer with the Kolkata Police, 
was found guilty under Sec-
tions 64 (rape), 66 (pun-
ishment for causing death), 

and 103(1) (murder) of the 
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita 
(BNS).

Roy's mother kept herself 
confined to her home and 
refused to meet reporters to 

comment on the verdict.
"I don't wish to say an-

ything. I am ashamed of 
everything. You please go 
away," she said before bolting 
the main door from inside.

PTI, KOLKATA:  Members of civil society organisations 
and film personalities, who had protested for a long time 
the rape and murder of an on-duty medic in RG Kar hospi-
tal in August last year, on Monday alleged that the CBI did 
not look into the angle of “larger conspiracy in the case 
leading to only one person being punished by a court.

Their accusation came hours after the trial court in Kol-
kata sentenced Sanjay Roy, the sole convict in the case, to 
life imprisonment till death in the case.

They alleged that besides Roy, other people were also 
involved in the crime but the investigating agency did not 
focus on the “larger conspiracy”.

“Only one person could not be behind the crime and 
the punishment of a single person cannot do justice to the 
victim's family,” said Satabdi Das, writer and social activist 
and one of the initiators of a platform that gave the call for 
‘Reclaim the night' by women.

Telangana 
student shot 
dead in US

White House website had a 
new look with the bold ban-
ner headline “America is 
back” seconds after Trump 
was sworn in as the 47th  
president of the United 
States on Monday.

"Every single day I will be 
fighting for you with every 
breath in my body. I will not 
rest until we have delivered 
the strong, safe and pros-
perous America that our 
children deserve and that 
you deserve. This will truly 
be the golden age of Amer-
ica,” is the message with a 
signature from Trump, 78, 
on the front page of the 
White House website.

The social media ac-
counts of the White House – 
X, Facebook and Instagram 
– also had a new look.

The website has brief 
bios of Trump, First Lady 
Melania Trump and Vice 
President J D Vance. The 

White House has posted six 
issues for now.

“During his first ad-
ministration, President 
Donald J. Trump passed 
record-setting tax relief 
for the middle class, dou-
bled the child tax credit, 
and eliminated job-killing 

regulations at a historic 
rate," it said.

The American people 
saw more money in their 
pockets, witnessed re-
cord low poverty in his 
first administration, and 
President Trump is com-
mitted to using his second 

term to usher in an eco-
nomic revival by lowering 
taxes and creating more 
jobs for American work-
ers, it said.

“President Trump will
