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Labourer dies after falling off 7-storey

building in Thane

THANE: A 40-year-old labourer died after falling from

a seven-storey building in Maharashtra's Thane district
while cleaning solar panels, police said on Wednesday.
The incident took place on Monday evening at the
building located at Vaylenagar in Shahapur area, they said.
The victim, identified as Yeshwant Gawari, was cleaning
the solar panels atop the building when he slipped and fell
on the ground, an official from Khadakpada police station
said. The labourer’s colleagues rushed him to a nearby
hospital where doctors declared him dead, the police said.
The body was sent to a government hospital for post-
mortem. The Khadakpada police registered a case of
accidental death and were conducting a probe into it, the
official said.

Army troops open fire on Pakistani drone
along LoC in J&K's Poonch

MENDHAR/JAMMU: Army troops opened fire to bring
down a Pakistani drone which entered into the Indian side
from across the Line of Control (LoC) in Poonch district of
Jammu and Kashmir early Wednesday, officials said.
However, the drone returned to Pakistan-occupied
Kashmir (PoK) after hovering briefly over an area near the
border fence in Mendhar sector, they said. The troops
picked up the movement of the drone around 1 am and
fired nearly a dozen rounds. A search operation was
launched with the first light of the day on Wednesday to
ensure there was no airdropping of weapons or narcotics
by the drone, the officials said.

YELLAPURA (KARNATAKA): At least eight persons were
killed and 10 others sustained injuries when the truck

in which they were travelling fell into a 50-metre-deep
Valley near here in the wee hours of Wednesday, a police
officer said. The victims, all fruit vendors, started from
Savanur and were heading towards the Yellapura fair to
sell fruits. They were traveling on the Savanur - Hubballi
road when the accident occurred in a forested section, the
Uttara Kannada Superintendent of Police M Narayana said.
"Around 5.30 am, the truck driver in a bid to give side to
another vehicle went to the extreme left and fell into an
about 50 metre deep Valley," Narayana told PTI.

DMK’S RAJA WRITES TO WAQF PANEL CHIEF TO

DEFER JPC MEETINGS PROPOSED ON JAN 24, 25
PTI, NEW DELHI: DMK MP A Raja on Wednesday wrote
to waqf panel chief Jagdambika Pal on behalf of the op-
position to postpone the proposed sittings of the joint
parliamentary committee proposed on January 24 and
25. In a letter to the waqf parliamentary panel chief,
Raja said it is practically not possible for the members
to recollect the evidence and materials essentially
needed for the moving of the amendments and discus-
sion on the waqf bill at such a short notice. He said dur-
ing the tour programme to meet various stakeholders in
Lucknow on Tuesday, the members had requested Pal
to postpone the meeting of JPC proposed on January
24 and 25 for taking up the bill clause by clause. The
panel is examining the waqf bill after it was introduced
in Lok Sabha during the monsoon session of Parliament

representing various Islam-
ic organisations, Ulemas,
and academic institutions
in Jammu and Kashmir
and Ladakh - believes that
the proposed amendments

threatens the interests of
the Muslim community and
violates fundamental rights.

"The proposed amend-
ments, as outlined in our
previous correspondence,

pose serious challenges to
the autonomy and purpose
of Waqf properties. These
proposed changes have
created widespread dis-
tress and apprehensions
among the Muslims in Jam-
mu and Kashmir," the MMU
letter had stated.

"As a result, it is impera-
tive that these concerns be
addressed through mean-
ingful dialogue rather than
unilateral actions. We be-
lieve that a meeting with
your good self will provide
an opportunity for that,"
it added. The Mirwaiz had
stressed that Jammu and
Kashmir, "being a Mus-
lim-majority state, requires
its concerns to be heard and
addressed thoughtfully”.

18 students hospitalised in
Chhattisgarh, locals blame

PTI, BALODABAZAR: At
least 18 students of a gov-
ernment school were hos-

While officials said the
exact reason behind the
situation was yet to be as-
certained, the authorities
shut down the Alternate
Fuel Resources (AFR) cen-
tre at one cement plant in
the area over the alleged
violation of green norms.
The company said it has
launched an internal probe.

At least 18 students of
Government Higher Sec-
ondary Girls School at
Khapradih village com-

plained of uneasiness and
drowsiness following which
they were shifted to the
Community Health Centre
in nearby Suhela, Balodaba-
zar-Bhatapara Collector Di-
pak Soni told PTI.

Later, six of them were
