PTI, WASHINGTON: US

counterpart Vladimir Putin 
to end the 'ridiculous war' 
in Ukraine or face high tar-
iffs and further sanctions.

Trump, who was sworn in 
as the 47th President of the 
United States on January 20, 
said this on Truth Social on 
Wednesday, a social media 
platform owned by him.

Trump called out Russian 
President Putin by name in 
the social media post, ar-
guing that he always had a 
good relationship with the 
leader, but that it was time to 
settle  “this ridiculous War!” 
Asserting that he is looking 
to hurt Russia, Trump said 
he wants no more lives to be 
lost in the war.

Let's get this war, which 
never would have started if 
I were President, over with! 
We can do it the easy way, 
or the hard way - and the 
easy way is always better. 
It's time to MAKE A DEAL. 
NO MORE LIVES SHOULD 
BE LOST!!! Trump said.

I love the Russian people, 
and always had a very good 
relationship with President 
Putin - and this despite the 
Radical Left's Russia, Russia, 
Russia HOAX. We must never 
forget that Russia helped us 
win the Second World War, 

losing almost 60,000,000 
lives in the process, he said.

He also warned that if 
there was not a ceasefire 
deal soon, he would have 
no other choice but to im-
pose tariffs, taxes and sanc-
tions on anything being 
sold by Russia to the United 
States, and various other 
participating countries.

CHANDOR PROTEST: COPS’ FRESH 
PROBE PLEA A PLOY TO DERAIL TRIAL, 
SAY ACTIVISTS

“The station diary extracts are essential to 
present the truth of the presence of the com-
plainant and witnesses at the time of commis-
sion of the crime,” the application stated.

The investigative scope has dramatically ex-
panded to include unrecorded statements from 
key government officials. The police specifical-
ly noted the necessity of recording testimonies 
from Salcete Joint Mamlatdars Raghuraj Faldes-
sai, Dattaraj K Gauns Dessai, and Gaurav S Gaon-
kar. The application argues that these eye-wit-
ness accounts are “material and essential for 
the Court to effectively adjudicate and evaluate 
the truth in the case”.

In a strongly-worded statement, the police 
application asserted that the additional inves-
tigation is “crucial, essential, and significant for 
effective adjudication” and to “meet the ends 
of justice”. They emphasised that no prejudice 
would be caused to the accused, as the defence 
has not yet been opened or disclosed.

South Goa Congress MP Capt Viriato Fer-
nandes, one of the 10 activists charged, vehe-
mently condemned the move. 

During a press interaction following a court 
hearing, he characterised the development as a 
calculated attempt to derail the trial. 

He said, “Tariq Pe Tariq” (date after date) is a 
systematic effort to prolong the legal proceed-
ings. The government’s actions reveal a deeper 
conspiracy. If there was substance in the case, 
the trial would have started long ago.”

The activists facing charges include Abhijit 
Prabhudesai, Freddy Travasso, Vikas Bhagat, 
John Douglas Coutinho, Diana Tavares, Creson 
Antao, Viriato Fernandes, Royla Fernandes and 
Sabita Mascarenhas. They stand accused of 
forming an unlawful assembly and obstructing 
movement during their protest against the dou-
ble tracking railway project.

The prosecution’s case alleges that on the 
intervening night of November 1-2, 2020, be-
tween 11.30 pm and 5 am, the activists blocked 
the road near the Chandor railway gate, alleg-
edly impeding vehicular and pedestrian move-
ment. They are charged under Sections 143, 
145, 341 read with Section 149 of the Indian 
Penal Code, 1860 – sections typically invoked in 
cases of public disorder and obstruction.

Earlier, the activists had sought discharge 
from the case, arguing that the prosecution 
failed to establish a substantive case against 
them. However, their plea was dismissed by the 
Margao JMFC in mid-July 2023, a decision that 
further intensified the legal battle and under-
scored the complexity of the proceedings.

The police application will come up for ar-
guments at the next hearing scheduled on Feb-
ruary 20, with both sides preparing to present 
their most compelling arguments.

Sources close to the case indicate that the 
application represents an unusual procedural 
step, potentially signalling the intricate and sen-
sitive nature of the protest and its subsequent 
legal aftermath.

The next hearing promises to be a critical 
juncture in a legal battle that has captured the 
attention of activists, environmentalists, and 
citizens concerned about development projects 
in the region.

ANDHRA STUDENT JUMPS TO DEATH, 
CAUGHT ON CCTV

Police said the intermediate student hailed 
from Ramapuram village of Batthenapalli man-
dal in Sri Sathyasai District.

As the investigation continued, the death toll 
was confirmed to be 12 after officials clarified 
that a head and torso, initially believed to belong 
to different individuals, were actually from the 
same person.

A state government official said that earlier 
the figure had been arrived at 13 as a woman's 
body and a head were found at the scene of the 
accident, but a man identified the body parts as 
that of his mother.

OPPN CRACKS SHOW AFTER VENZY 
COMPARES SAWANT TO BANDODKAR

Former State Election Commissioner (SEC) 
Prabhakar Timble said, “Too much should not 
be read into the utterances of the Benaulim 
MLA. Today, people are very selfish and expect 
the MLA to initiate and complete public projects 
in their constituencies. The position of every 
opposition MLA is not a bed of roses and each 
has to strike the golden mean. If they don’t do 
it, the voters will reject them as non-performers 
at the next election. So, they know best what to 
speak, why to speak and when to speak. I don’t 

think that Venzy Viegas is in any way going to go 
slow on his tirade against the government in the 
Assembly because if he does that, his electorate 
will snub him later. So, what Venzy Viegas spoke 
about CM Pramod Sawant and Bhausaheb Ban-
dodkar is for the specific moment and the specif-
ic occasion and could be with some constituency 
issues in mind.”

According to Timble, Fatorda MLA Vijai Sarde-
sai did what is generally expected from him as 
he is known to grab every opportunity coming 
his way to consolidate his public image as the 
most vociferous opposition MLA. He could have 
avoided having a dig at his colleague in the oppo-
sition. But, Vijai probably is in the race to prove 
he is first amongst all other Opposition MLAs. 
All know that his public posturing is always to 
demonstrate that he is the people’s favourite as 
the leader of the opposition. So, Vijai is expected 
to play his political games.

“On the whole, I feel the Opposition MLAs are 
putting up a front that they are united. I would 
describe them as “united Opposition” on the 
floor of the assembly but one does not see them 
together otherwise as individuals. The competi-
tion between them to be the first among equals 
sometimes turns unhealthy,” Timble said.

Political analyst Trajano D’Mello said, “The 
question is when there are so many issues of 
corruption plaguing the State and when the 
Opposition members were supposed to fight 
unitedly they have indulged in mud-slinging. 
This Opposition is not in a position to create 
confidence in the people that they are really one 
and interested in fighting against the ruling BJP. 
Their heart, mind and soul are not together and 
everyone has its own agenda not only within the 
parties but also within MLAs within parties.”

He said, “Rumours that the India Bloc fought 
together and managed to retain the South Goa 
Parliamentary seat is not politically correct be-
cause this seat was won due to consolidation 
of Salcete taluka votes in favour of India Bloc 
candidate. Earlier, eight Congress MLAs desert-
ed the party and joined BJP. So how can people 
trust the Opposition?”

Trajano stated that Opposition parties have 
to declare their seats which they are going to 
fight as of today so that they can work in those 
constituencies to defeat the BJP. The drama by 
Opposition members in the Assembly is not 
convincing to the people who have seen how 
the Opposition members are addressing media 
briefings in different groups after coming out of 
the Assembly hall.

Aam Aadmi Party (AAP) vice president Prof 
Ramarao Wagh claimed, “Benaulim MLA Venzy 
Viegas’s statement was misinterpreted by the 
media. Now things are under control and these 
things will be sorted out. We fought Lok Sabha 
elections together i.e. under India Bloc because 
parameters for Assembly and Lok Sabha polls 
are different. Also every political party has its 
strengths and weaknesses. Dividing and unit-
ing is a better option and when elections are 
around, all are on one page.”

Wagh said, “During the Assembly session all 
Opposition members will put up a united front 
against the government. On main issues the op-
position will work together.”

DELHI COURT ACCEPTS CBI CLOSURE 
REPORT

The report said there was no element of crim-
inality or violation of law.

The CBI claimed in the report that there was 
no collusion or criminal conspiracy or abuse of 
official position by any public servant or officers 
of ICICI bank.

The case was lodged on a complaint from Sanjay 
Dutt of Quantum Securities Limited, who alleged 
that the ICICI Bank sanctioned a loan of Rs 375 
crore in 2008 against the entire 61 per cent share-
holding of the NDTV promoters as collateral.

LOCALS BRACE FOR FIGHT AS BHUTANI 
ROLLS IN WITH MACHINERY, POLICE

“Our patience cannot be played with and we 
are ready to come out again in larger numbers. 
The people of Goa are still with us. This is our 
collective battle,” warned Naik.

Ramesh Construction Company in a Public In-
terest Litigation (PIL) in the High Court of Bom-
bay at Goa, had on December 12, 2024 prayed 
that the Goa Police be directed to provide pro-
tection – due to constant threats in the past – so 
as to carry on soil testing.

Six days later, Justice Nivedita P Mehta and 
Justice Karnik ordered: “Our attention is invited 
to the copy of the representation which has been 
made by the petitioner to the Deputy Inspector 
General (DIG) of Police and other officials at 
page 66 of the petition.”

“Having read the nature of the complaint, the 
respondents are directed to look into the com-
plaint and take the same to its logical conclusion 
in accordance with law, expeditiously.”

That, the police opted to provide police pro-
tection to a company that is allegedly seen to be 
harassing the locals have irked the villagers and 
environmentalists against the project.

“On Wednesday afternoon, we noticed a vehi-
cle trying to enter the property and soon people 
gathered and stopped it from entering. After a 
while, the police appeared and after threatening 
the protester escorted the vehicle in,” recollects 
local Ralph D’souza.

“A PIL has been filed in the High Court to get a 
stay on the project and I’m still in the dark why 
the stay has not been obtained. Whatever tactics 
are used to silence us, we will not back down,” 
claims D’Souza.

Stunned by the police action Peter D’Souza , 
who has filed a petition at the High Court claim-
ing that the project is on its feet with no valid 
permissions, shot of a letter to the IGP objecting 
to the requests made by M/S Parmesh Construc-
tion Company Ltd for police protection. 

“The police have not been ordered to provide 
protection but the DGP has been asked to decide 
and we did not expect our government to decide 
against its own people,” said an exasperated Pe-
ter D’Souza.

“We hereby strongly object to such an arbitra-
tion action against the villagers by allowing po-
lice protection. The said M/s Parmesh Construc-
tion Company ltd have filed false FIRs and are 
trying to use the same to seek police protection 
thereby trying to commence construction which 
lacks proper permissions and the development 
permission issued is illegal and de hors the law 
in force,” read the letter addressed to the IGP 
and signed by four locals of Sancoale.

“We therefore have a strong and reasonable 
apprehension that in the guise of seeking police 
protection, they would abuse such protection, if 
granted, by illegally commencing construction 
activity, leading to law and order situation,” con-
cludes the note.

No activity could be seen on Thursday at the 
site. The guard was seen snoozing through the 
afternoon. “They kept the soil testing machin-
ery on top and that is all,” observed local Yogesh 
Naik.

PARSEKAR PADDING UP WITH EYE  
ON 2027 POLLS?

“Many people went to greet the newly elect-
ed BJP President Damu Naik and I was one of 
them, but my visit is being discussed. It means 
I am still a force to reckon with. I remained 
with the party till the 2022 elections came 
closer, but at the last moment I was denied a 
party ticket saying that I did not have a winna-
bility factor. But I polled 6,000 votes and the 
candidate who was fielded by the party could 
manage to secure 8,000 votes. It means that 
the party can get only 2,000 votes. If I was giv-
en the ticket, I could definitely have won the 
elections, Parsekar said.

The former Chief Minister rued that various 
projects which were initiated during his tenure 
had remained in the same state. "After my defeat 
in 2017, new MLAs were elected and the present 
MLA will shortly complete three years but the 
situation has remained the same. Six lakh square 
metres of land was acquired for the Electronic 
City at Tuem and even a zone was converted for 
that. Road was constructed. Many companies 
had shown interest to invest there but now no-
body cares. It is the duty of the government to 
widen the road if it is narrow."

Parsekar further said that Union Minis-
ter Nitin Gadkari had agreed to have an ele-
vated road there, but no one had pursued it. 
Lamenting that the construction of the Tiracol 
bridge linking Maharashtra is also pending, he 
said, “This bridge is being ignored and PWD 
was supposed to construct it. A rural medical 
dispensary was proposed at Tuem during his 
tenure and the same awaiting its opening. It is 
after all taxpayers' money. If a building can be 
constructed within three years then why is it 
taking eight years to purchase equipment and 
recruit staff?”
