- FATORDA: Hosts FC Goa will

face Chennaiyin FC in the Indian
Super League match, on Janu-
ary 25, at the Nehru Stadium,
here, at 7.30 pm.

FC Goa currently are at
second position on the points
table with 30 points from 16
matches, while Chennaiyin
FC are 10th with 18 points
from 17 games.

The Gaurs have won thrice
in their last five games and
are seven points behind
the top-placed Mohun Ba-
gan Super Giant (37), who
have played an additional
game (17) too. The Manolo
Marquez-coached team will
be buoyed with Jamshedpur

FC losing to Hyderabad FC
on Thursday, since it eas-
es pressure on them at the
second spot, as a win would
have propelled the Red Min-
ers (28) to displace FC Goa in
their position for now.

For Chennaiyin FC, the
equation is fairly straightfor-
ward. The Marina Machans
are trailing the sixth-placed
Odisha FC (24) by seven
points, having played the
same number of games as
them. Form hasn'’t really been
on their side off late, losing
twice and drawing thrice in
their previous five encoun-
ters. In fact, their last three
matches have produced con-
secutive draws, and Owen
Coyle will be hoping to over-
turn this streak in order to get
more points under their belt.
They can ill afford to succumb
