One of Goa’s most prestigious music festivals, the 
Monte Music Festival, organised by Fundação 
Oriente is back with three days of musical 

extravaganza. The 23rd edition of the annual festival will 
be held on January 31, February 1 and 2 at the courtyard 
of the Chapel of Our Lady of the Mount, Old Goa. This 
year, the celebrations are even grander as Fundação 
Oriente Delegation in India celebrates three decades of 
its presence in the country. 

This is the third edition of the festival under Dr Paulo 
Gomes, director of Fundação Oriente, who has been 
assisted by the team at Fundacao Oriente and as promised 
for the last edition, Monte Music Festival will not require 
passes for any of its concerts. However, one will require to 
avail the shuttle service from Gandhi Circle, Old Goa. 

Recognised for its fine selection of multi-genre 
performances including noted Goan, Indian and 
international artistes, this year will be a fusion with 
Goan and Portuguese strings and voices. “On the first 
day, we start with sitarist Asad Khan and Portuguese 
guitarist Ricardo J Martins and Goa’s very own Ekchar 
closing the opening night. On the second day, we will 
start with Krishnendu Saha and his disciples. Krishnendu 
is an Odissi dancer followed by Sharat and his friends 
from Delhi. It's a world violin recital. On the third day, 
we'll start with Manganiar from the Thar desert region 
of Rajasthan. And then we will close the festival with 
Cuca Roseta, the Portuguese singer that will sing Fado, 

some Jazz and her original songs. She sings in Hindi 
and Konkani too. Along with her, she will invite some 
Goan musicians to do a fusion in two or three songs,” 
informs Dr Paulo. 

Two important guests visiting the country and 
who will witness the music magic at Old Goa will be 
Carlos Monjardino, Chairman of the Board of Directors 
of Fundação Oriente and João Amorim, member of the 
Board of Directors.

On February 6, Fundação Oriente, in 
partnership with the Portuguese Embassy 
in India and the Indian Council for Cultural 
Relations (ICCR), will take the Monte 
Festival to New Delhi. “In Delhi, on 
occasion of the 30th anniversary 
of Fundação Oriente and the 50th 
anniversary of the re-establishment 
of the diplomatic relations between 
Portugal and India, we have Ricardo 
J Martins, a Portuguese musician 
with his Portuguese guitar, along 
with Sharat Chandra Srivastava, 
an accomplished Indian violinist, 
will perform together on the same 
stage. It's a Portuguese guitar and 
violin recital, from Portugal and 
from India,” concludes Dr Paulo. 
The violin and Portuguese 
guitar recital will be held at 
the ICCR auditorium, 
New Delhi.
