PTI, WASHINGTON:  A 
group of Republican Sen-
ators has introduced a bill 
in the US Senate to restrict 
birthright citizenship to 
the children of illegal immi-
grants and non-immigrants 
on temporary visas.

According to Senators 
Lindsey Graham, Ted Cruz 
and Katie Britt, who intro-
duced the bill, the exploita-
tion of birthright citizen-
ship is a major pull factor 
for illegal immigration and 
a weakness for national se-
curity. 

The US is one of only 33 
countries in the world with 
no restrictions on birth-
right citizenship, they said.

The legislative move 
comes after an execu-
tive order on the matter, 
signed by President Don-
ald Trump on the first day 
of his presidency, has been 
blocked by a federal judge 

in Washington state. 
The Center for Immi-

gration Studies estimates 
that in 2023, there were 
2,25,000 to 2,50,000 births 
to illegal immigrants, 
amounting to close to seven 
per cent of births in the US.

It is long overdue for the 
United States to change its 
policy on birthright citi-
zenship because it is being 
abused in so many ways, 
said Graham.

“One example is birth 
tourism, where wealthy 
individuals from China 
and other nations come to 
the United States simply 
to have a child who will be 
an American citizen. When 
you look at the magnets 
that draw people to Amer-
ica, birthright citizenship is 
one of the largest,” he said.

“I also appreciate Pres-
ident Trump's executive 
order to address birthright 

citizenship. It is time for 
the United States to align 
itself with the rest of the 
world and restrict this 
practice once and for all,” 
Graham said.

"The promise of Amer-
ican citizenship should 
not incentivise illegal mi-

gration, but that's exactly 
what has happened for far 
too long," said Britt. 

It's time to fix this, she 
said.

"Senator Lindsey Gra-
ham's and my Birthright 
Citizenship Act would 
codify President Trump's 

commonsense stance and 
end the abuse of birthright 
citizenship that I do not 
believe is consistent with 
the original meaning of the 
14th Amendment's Citizen-
ship Clause,” she added.

“This will protect our 
nation's sovereignty, dis-
incentivise illegal migra-
tion, and ensure America's 
citizenship practices are 
stronger and better aligned 
with peer countries around 
the globe,” Britt said.

The three Senators said 
in September 2024, two 
individuals from Califor-
nia were found guilty in a 
“birth tourism” scheme. 

Predominantly Chinese 
clients paid the operators 
of a “maternity hotel” tens 
of thousands of dollars 
to come to the US to give 
birth. Clients were coached 
on how to lie during the ad-
missions process.

Bill introduced in US Senate to 
restrict birthright citizenshipPTI, WASHINGTON:  The 

powerful House Committee 
on Foreign Affairs will re-
view the US policy towards 
India and the continued ex-
pansion of bilateral coop-
eration, particularly in the 
defence sector. 

India appears on the 
11th list of priorities for 
the House Committee on 
Foreign Affairs for the cur-
rent Congress.

The committee said it 
"will review US policy to-
wards India and the con-
tinued expansion of bilat-
eral cooperation rooted in 
shared democratic values 

while countering the influ-
ence of US adversaries in 
South and Central Asia."

"Particular attention will 
be paid to the US-India de-
fence relationship, including 
security and technology co-
operation, opportunities for 
expanded roles, missions, 
and capabilities, and coun-
terterrorism efforts,” it said.

The committee will also 
focus on efforts to effective-
ly enhance US-India eco-
nomic relations, including 
discussions surrounding 
bilateral efforts in the tech-
nology, telecommunica-
tions, and pharmaceutical 

industries.  
"The committee will also 

focus on efforts to bolster 
India's participation in the 
Quadrilateral Security Di-
alogue efforts and review 
the implications of India's 
rapidly growing energy de-
mands,” it said. 

The top priority for the 
committee will be the dan-
gers posed by China.

Adopting its authorisation 
and oversight plan for the 
119th Congress, the commit-
tee said it will review the in-
ternational agreements and 
treaties China has signed 
and its violations thereof. 

House Foreign Affairs Committee 
to review US policy towards India

TRUMP ORDERS 30,000-PERSON MIGRANT 
DETENTION FACILITY AT GUANTANAMO BAY
PTI, WASHINGTON:  US President Donald Trump 
has signed a presidential memorandum to set up a 
30,000-person migrant facility at Guantanamo Bay to 
detain "high-priority criminal aliens." The Guantanamo 
Bay facility, which has so far been used to hold terror-
ists, will now also house illegal immigrants with criminal 
records. The signing took place on Wednesday, with 
Trump directing the Departments of Defence and Home-
land Security to prepare the facility. According to the 
memorandum, he ordered the expansion of the Migrant 
Operations Center at Naval Station Guantanamo Bay to 
accommodate "high-priority criminal aliens" and address 
related enforcement needs.

AP, KYIV:  A Russian 
drone blasted a hole in 
an apartment building in 
northeastern Ukraine dur-
ing a nighttime attack, kill-
ing at least six people and 
wounding nine others, 
officials said on Thursday.

The Shahed drone blew 
out a wall and surround-
ing windows in the build-
ing in Sumy, a major city, 
just after 1 a.m., the Sumy 
regional administration 
said. Four people were 
rescued from the rubble, 
and a child was among 
the wounded, it said, add-
ing that 120 people were 
evacuated.

The dead were three 
older married couples, 
Sumy Regional Prose-
cutors' Office said. The 
regional administration 
announced two days of 
mourning in the city.

Ukrainian President Vo-
lodymyr Zelenskyy called 
it “a terrible tragedy, a ter-
rible Russian crime”.

The full-scale war 
between Russia and 
Ukraine, which began 
nearly three years ago 
and shows no signs of 
ending, has killed more 
than 10,000 Ukrainian 
civilians, according to the 
United Nations.

Russian drone strike 
kills 6 in Ukraine 
apartment blast

AP, KHAN YOUNIS (GAZA 
STRIP):  Hamas-led mili-
tants freed eight hostages 
on Thursday as part of the 
ceasefire in the Gaza Strip, 
but the chaotic hando-
ver of some of the cap-
tives, who were shuttled 
through a rowdy crowd 
of thousands by masked 
militants, drew an angry 
protest from Israel.

Israel later began re-
leasing 110 Palestinian 
prisoners after the swap 
was initially put on hold by 
Prime Minister Benjamin 
Netanyahu, who demand-
ed that mediators assure 
the safe exit for hostages 
going forward. He said 
later that he had received 
that commitment.

Hamas released seven 
of the hostages in front of 
the destroyed home of its 
slain leader, Yahya Sinwar, 
as thousands pressed in. 
The militant group called 
it a “message of determi-
nation", but it triggered the 
latest in a series of disputes 

that have sent US and Arab 
mediators scrambling to 
patch up the truce.

The ceasefire is aimed 
at eventually ending the 
deadliest and most de-
structive war ever fought 
between Israel and Hamas, 
and securing the release of 
dozens of hostages abduct-
ed in the militant group's 
October 7, 2023, attack 
that ignited the war.

A show of force as hos-
tages are released

The first hostage - fe-
male soldier Agam Berger, 
20 - was released after Ha-
mas paraded her in front 
of a smaller crowd in the 
heavily destroyed urban 
Jabaliya refugee camp in 
northern Gaza.

Hours later, a chaotic 
scene unfolded at a hand-
over of the other seven 

in the southern city of 
Khan Younis. Hundreds 
of militants from Hamas 
and the smaller Islamic 
Jihad group arrived with 
a convoy, and thousands 
of people gathered to 
watch, some from the tilt-
ed rooftops of bombed-
out buildings. 

Footage showed hostage 
Arbel Yehoud, 29, looking 
stunned as masked mili-
tants hustled her through 
the shouting crowd, push-
ing people back. Also re-
leased were Gadi Moses, 
an 80-year-old Israeli man, 
and five Thai laborers. 
Both Yehoud and Moses 
are dual German-Israeli 
nationals.

Israel identified the 
Thai hostages released 
as: Watchara Sriaoun, 
33; Pongsak Thaenna, 36; 
Sathian Suwannakham, 
35; Surasak Rumnao, 32; 
and Bannawat Saethao, 
27. Thai officials said 
they appeared to be in 
good health.

Hamas frees 8 more hostages, Israel starts 
to release Palestinian prisoners after delay

"It is confirmed every-
one, my son did not die. 
Thank you God," Wiwwaeo 
Sriaoun said as she heard 
the confirmation that her 
son Watchara Sriaoun was 
among those freed.

"I will hug him when I 
see him. I want to see if his 
health is OK, I am worried 
about his health," she add-
ed between sobs.
