Justice MS Karnik delivers lecture on 75 years
of the Indian Constitution

M Salgaocar College of Law,
VMiramar, concluded its month

long celebration on ‘75 years
of the Constitution of India’ with a
special lecture on 'Role of Judiciary
ina Democracy’ by Justice Makarand
Subhash Karnik, Judge, High Court of
Bombay at Goa. The programme was
sponsored by Directorate of Higher
Education, Government of Goa.

Justice Karnik traced the evolution

of justice from ancient times under
kings to the modern constitutional
framework. He highlighted the
constitution framers' vision of
fairness, equity, and human dignity as
cornerstones of India’s democracy.
He also discussed the judiciary’s

proactive role in bridging legislative
gaps, citing the landmark Vishakha
judgment, where the Supreme Court
laid down workplace sexual harassment
guidelines. He reflected on Article 14 of
the Constitution, lauding its expansive
interpretation by the judiciary to uphold

equality in various circumstances.
Addressing young advocates and
law students, Justice Karnik offered
practical advice, urging them to first
focus on the core issue of a case,
then try to understand the litigant's
perspective. Justice Karnik also
