PTI, NEW DELHI: Give 
entrepreneurs and house-
holds back their time and 
mental bandwidth, Chief 
Economic Advisor V Anan-
tha Nageswaran said while 
making a strong case for 
significant roll back of reg-
ulations both by the Union 
and state governments.

In the Preface of the Eco-
nomic Survey 2024-25, he 
said ‘Getting out of the way’ 
and allowing businesses to 
focus on their core mission 
is a significant contribution 
that governments around 
the country can make to 
foster innovation and en-
hance competitiveness.

"The most effective pol-
icies governments - Union 
and States - in the country 
can embrace is to give en-
trepreneurs and house-
holds back their time and 
mental bandwidth. That 
means rolling back regu-
lation significantly. That 
means vowing and acting 
to stop micromanaging eco-
nomic activity and embrac-
ing risk-based regulations," 
Nageswaran wrote.

Effective government 
policies also means chang-
ing the operating principle 
of regulations from 'guilty 
until proven innocent' 
to 'innocent until proven 

guilty'.
Adding layers of op-

erational conditions to 
policies to prevent abuse 
makes them incompre-
hensible and regulations 
needlessly complicated, 
taking them further from 
their original purposes 
and intents, said Nag-
eswaran, who led the team 
which authored the key 
pre-Budget document.

Observing that there is 
no choice but to trust the 
people, he cautioned that 
"business as usual carries 
a high risk of economic 
growth stagnation, if not 
economic stagnation".

"Yes, trust is a two-way 
street and the non-govern-
ment actors in the econo-
my have to vindicate the 
trust reposed. In fact, quite 
a significant chunk of the 
complicated compliance re-

quirements stem from the 
efforts of businesses want-
ing to keep out domestic 
and foreign competition to 
the detriment of other in-
dustries and the economy," 
he added.

The chief economic advi-
sor emphasised that wiping 
out the trust deficit in the 
country as it is imperative 
and government agencies 
have to set the agenda in 
this regard.

"Then, it is a good bet 
that the Indian public will 
overcome the challenges 
and turn them into oppor-
tunities on the way to Viksit 
Bharat by 2047," he said.

The survey argues 
that the government 
needs to embrace risk-
based regulations and 
change the operating 
principle of regulations 
from 'guilty until proven 

innocent' to 'innocent 
until proven guilty'.

Adding layers of opera-
tional conditions to policies 
to prevent abuse makes 
them incomprehensible 
and regulations needlessly 
complicated, taking them 
further from their original 
purposes and intents.

Referring to global de-
velopments, Nageswaran 
said India faces limita-
tions in producing criti-
cal goods at the scale and 
quality required to serve 
the infrastructure and in-
vestment needs of an as-
piring economy.

For instance, he said In-
dia has low production ca-
pacity in the solar energy 

sector for key components 
like polysilicon, ingots, 
and wafers.

The production capaci-
ty of monocrystalline sil-
icon ingot is expected to 
quintuple by 2025 from 2 
GW in 2023, but it won't 
be enough to meet the de-
mand in the country.

"Several solar equipment 
manufacturers in the coun-
try significantly depend 
on Chinese supply chains 
and related services. The 
single-source concentra-
tion risk in several prod-
uct areas exposes India to 
potential supply chain dis-
ruptions, price fluctuations 
and currency risks. India's 
task is cut out," he said.

AP, ARLINGTON:  Police 
boats returned to the Po-
tomac River on Friday as 
part of the recovery and 
investigation after a midair 
collision killed 67 people in 
the United States' deadliest 
aviation disaster in almost a 
quarter century.

More than 40 bodies have 
been pulled from the river as 
the massive recovery effort 
continued, law enforcement 
officials told The Associated 
Press on Friday.

Investigators have already 
recovered the cockpit voice 
recorder and flight data 

recorder of the American 
Airlines plane that collided 
with an Army helicopter as 
the plane was landing on 

Wednesday night at Ronald 
Reagan National Airport 
next to Washington, DC Offi-
cials are scrutinising a range 

of factors in what National 
Transportation Safety Board 
Chairwoman Jennifer Hom-
mendy has called an  all-
hands-on-deck event .

All aboard the two air-
craft were killed, with offi-
cials examining the actions 
of the military pilot as well 
as air traffic control after 
the helicopter apparently 
flew into the path of the 
American Airlines jet.

Air crash investigations 
can take months, and feder-
al investigators told report-
ers Thursday they would 
not speculate on the cause.

Authorities were still 
looking for the helicopter's 
black box recorder, Defence 
Secretary Pete Hegseth 

said Friday on Fox News 
Channel. Other factors in 
the crash, including the 
helicopter's altitude and 
whether the crew was us-
ing its night vision goggles, 
are still under investigation, 
Hegseth said.

Military aircraft frequently 
conduct such flights in and 
around the nation's capi-
tal for familiarisation with 
routes they would fly in case 
of a major catastrophe or an 
attack on the US that would 
require relocation of key offi-
cials from the capital region.

  You need to train as 
you fight, you need to re-
hearse in ways that would 
reflect a real world sce-
nario,  Hegseth said. He 

stressed that it remained 
the Pentagon's duty to also 
mitigate risks, while con-
ducting such training. But 
he underscored US forces 

need  to ensure, if unfor-
tunately, there were a real 
world event where things 
needed to happen we could 
respond to it day or night.

Boats return to Potomac River for DC plane 
crash recovery, investigation

TWO INDIAN-ORIGIN PERSONS AMONG 
VICTIMS OF US AIR CRASH

PTI, WASHINGTON:  At least two Indian-origin persons 
are among the 67 people killed in a midair collision be-
tween an Army helicopter and a jetliner at Washington's 
Ronald Reagan National Airport, according to media 
reports. Vikesh Patel, a GE Aerospace engineer and 
Asra Hussain Raza, a Washington DC-based consultant 
were on the doomed American Airlines flight 5342 that 
collided with the Army helicopter as it approached the 
airport on Wednesday night. Patel, from Greater Cincin-
nati, had recently switched jobs at the company and was 
an MRO Transformational Leader who travelled around 
the country, according to his LinkedIn page.

AFP, LONDON: UK phar-
maceutical giant As-
traZeneca announced 
Friday that it was aban-
doning plans to build a 
£450 million ($560 mil-
lion) vaccine plant, de-
livering a major blow to 
the Labour government's 
plans to revive a sluggish 
economy.

"Following protract-
ed discussions with the 
government, we are no 
longer pursuing our 
planned investment," 
planned for Speke in Liv-
erpool, northwest Eng-
land, a company spokes-
person told AFP. 

The company cited 
"timing" issues and a 
"reduction" in the public 
subsidies offered by the 
Labour government com-
pared with its Conserva-
tive predecessor. 

AstraZeneca 
cancels UK plant 

after subsidies cut

PTI, NEW DELHI: Amid 
a debate over 70-90-hour 
work week, the pre-Budget 
Economic Survey on Friday 
cited studies to state that 
spending over 60 hours a 
week on work could have 
adverse health effects.

The survey noted that 
spending long hours at 
one's desk is detrimental 
to mental well-being and 
individuals who spend 12 
or more hours (per day) at 
a desk have distressed or 
struggling levels of mental 
well-being.

"While the hours spent 
at work are informally con-
sidered a measure of pro-
ductivity, a previous study 
has documented adverse 
health effects when hours 
exceed 55-60 per week," 
the survey said, citing find-
ings by Pega F, Nafradi B 
(2021) and 'A systematic 
analysis from the WHO/
ILO Joint Estimates of the 
Work-related Burden of 

Disease and Injury'.
Citing data from a study 

done by the Sapien Labs 
Centre for Human Brain 
and Mind, the economic 
survey, said, "Spending 
long hours at one's desk 
is equally detrimental to 
mental well-being. Individ-
uals who spend 12 or more 
hours at a desk have dis-
tressed/struggling levels 
of mental well-being, with 
a mental well-being score 
approximately 100 points 
lower than those who 
spend less than or equal to 
two hours at a desk."

PTI, NEW DELHI: The Economic Survey on 
Friday highlighted the growing unease and 
anxiety around Artificial Intelligence dis-
rupting labour markets, and warned that 
if companies do not optimise the introduc-
tion of AI over a longer horizon or handle 
it with sensitivity, demand for policy inter-
vention and the demand on fiscal resourc-
es to compensate, may become inevitable.

The pre-Budget document cited an IMF 
paper to say that governments may be 
forced to tax incremental profit of corpo-
rates that use AI to replace labour.

"It will leave everyone worse off and the 
country's growth potential will suffer, as a 
result," it warned.

A labour-surplus country like India can-
not afford protracted labour displacement, 
the Economic Survey asserted.

With an entire chapter dedicated to 'La-
bour in the AI era' — a reflection itself of 
the seriousness being accorded to the issue 
— the Economic Survey noted that while 
impact of AI on labour will be felt across 
the world, "the problem is magnified for 
India, given its size and its relatively low 
per capita income".

"If companies do not optimise the intro-
duction of AI over a longer horizon and do 
not handle it with sensitivity, the demand 
for policy intervention and the demand on 
fiscal resources to compensate will be irre-
sistible," it said.

The state, in turn, has to resort to taxa-
tion of profits generated from the replace-

ment of labour with technology to mobilise 
those resources, as the IMF suggested in its 
paper, it noted.

The Survey called for regulatory frame-
work tweaks to align AI use with societal 
values, and noted that structural changes 
to how children are educated will be need-
ed too, in addition to safety nets that can 
shield existing workers from economic and 
social fallouts.

Notably, it advocated a mechanism of ena-
bling, insuring, and 'stewarding institutions' 
to help workers adapt to changing demands 
while providing essential safety nets.

The document, which details the state of 
the economy over the current fiscal year, 
went in-depth into the impact of AI on jobs, 
and not for the first time.

The Economic Survey, even in 2024, had 
said the advent of AI casts a "huge pall of 
uncertainty" with regard to impact on 
workers across skill levels.

On Friday, it highlighted that the rapid 
advancement of AI presents both unprece-
dented opportunities and significant chal-
lenges for labour markets worldwide.
