Kejriwal wants  
independent  

observers for his

PTI, NEW DELHI:  AAP su-
premo Arvind Kejriwal has 
alleged attack on his party 
workers ahead of the Del-
hi assembly polls and de-
manded that the Election 
Commission appoint inde-
pendent observers in his 
New Delhi constituency.

In a letter to the Elec-
tion Commission, Kejriwal 
has also demanded arrest 
of BJP workers allegedly 
involved in such incidents 
and suspension of police 
officers concerned.

No immediate reaction 
was available from the BJP 
and the Delhi Police over 
Kejriwal’s claims.

In the letter, the former 
Delhi chief minister also 
cited some alleged inci-
dents of attack on AAP 
workers in his New Delhi 
constituency.

AAP MLA Mohinder Go-
yal was allegedly assaulted 
during a public rally in Ro-
hini area here on Saturday.
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BICHOLIM: Objecting to 
the land acquisition for

AP, TORONTO:  Canada’s 
prime minister and Mexi-
co’s president ordered re-
taliatory tariffs on goods 
from the US, following 
through with their threats 
after US President Donald 
Trump sparked a trade war 
by imposing sweeping tar-
iffs on imports from Cana-

da, Mexico and China.
Canada had been proac-

tively saying for months that 
it would respond to any tar-
iffs on Washington’s North 
American allies, while Mexi-
co followed a more cautious 
approach. But in the end 
both nations did what they 
had anticipated: retaliate. 

Prime Minister Justin 
Trudeau and Mexican Pres-
ident Claudia Sheinbaum 
spoke by phone Saturday af-
ter Trump's administration 
imposed sweeping tariffs — 
25 per cent on goods from 
Canada and Mexico, and 10 
per cent on imports from 
China — although there is 
still no indication the two 
countries are coordinating 
responses or will do concert-
ed actions in coming days.

AMERICANS COULD FEEL ‘SOME PAIN’,  
SAYS US PRESIDENT

AP, PALM BEACH:  President Donald Trump said Sunday 
that Americans could feel “some pain” 
from the emerging trade war triggered 
by his tariffs against Canada, Mexico 
and China, and claimed that Canada 
would “cease to exist” without its trade 
surplus with the United States.
The trade penalties that Trump signed 
Saturday at his Florida resort caused 

a mix of panic, anger and uncertainty, and threatened 
to rupture a decades-old partnership on trade in North 
America while further straining relations with China.  But 
by following through on a campaign pledge, Trump may 
have simultaneously broken his promise to voters in 
last year's election that his administration could quickly 
reduce inflation.
“WILL THERE BE SOME PAIN? YES, MAYBE (AND MAYBE 
NOT!),” Trump said in a social media post. “BUT WE WILL 
MAKE AMERICA GREAT AGAIN, AND IT WILL ALL BE WORTH 
THE PRICE THAT MUST BE PAID.”

Witnesses described a 
chaotic situation where 
over a 100 spectators had 
gathered to watch cars per-
form burnouts.

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PANJIM: Residents of the Smart City 
continue to grapple with new prob-
lems as Panjim’s cup of woes keeps 
overflowing. On Sunday, the resi-
dents of Bhatlem and surrounding 
areas in the city scrambled to save 
their belongings after the main pipe-
line supplying water to Taleigao and 
Dona Paula burst, leaving their homes 
flooded and properties destroyed.
