PTI, NEW DELHI: Delhi Po-
lice has busted a cross-bor-
der cyber fraud network 
and arrested three peo-
ple operating from Uttar 
Pradesh and Haryana, offi-
cials said on Tuesday.

The accused were in-
volved in large-scale digi-
tal arrest and investment 
frauds in collaboration 
with cyber criminals based 
in Cambodia, Thailand, 
Canada, and other coun-
tries, police said.

As part of the crackdown, 
police also dismantled Ses-
sion Initiation Protocol 
(SIP) numbers and termi-
nals used to route fraudu-
lent calls, officials added.

Deputy Commissioner of 
Police (DCP) (Outer North) 
Nidhin Valsan said the 
breakthrough came after 
a complaint was filed on 
the National Cyber Crime 
Reporting Portal (NCRP) 
regarding a financial fraud 
of Rs 94,000.

The complainant re-
ceived a call on December 
19, 2024 from a number 
impersonating officials 
from the Central Bureau of 
Investigation (CBI) and the 
Telecom Regulatory Au-
thority of India (TRAI), the 
officer said.

The scammers falsely 
claimed that her mobile 
number was being misused 
for illegal activities and 
threatened her with arrest 
unless she made payments.

PTI, NEW DELHI: The Cen-
tre on Tuesday informed 
Parliament that the sixth 
round of discussions with 
agitating farmers in Punjab 
and Haryana will be held 
on February 14.

In the previous round held 
last month, the government 
had proposed a five-year 
plan for the procurement of 
certain crops at Minimum 
Support Prices (MSP), but 
did not reach a consensus 
on the farmers' broader 
demands, including a legal 
guarantee for MSP.

Minister of State for Ag-
riculture Ramnath Thakur, 
in his written reply to the 
Lok Sabha, said: “Next 
round of discussion with 
the farmers is scheduled 
on 14th February, 2025”.

The issues related to ag-

itating farmers and their 
demands are also sub-ju-
dice in the Supreme Court 
and a committee has also 
been formed by the apex 
court, he noted.

The Centre had initiat-
ed discussions with farm-
ers on their agitation on 
February 8, 2024. Subse-

quently, discussions were 
held on 12th, 15th, 18th 
February 2024 and Janu-
ary 18, 2025, he added.

So far, the central gov-
ernment has engaged in 
five rounds of discussions 
with the agitating farmers 
since the protests reignit-
ed on February 13, 2024.
