Therefore, it is our firm
demand that ESMA should
not be imposed in the
pharma sector and must be
withdrawn immediately,
he demanded.

The High Court of Bom-
bay at Goa had ordered a
probe by the North Goa
Collector, filed against the
Comunidade of Tivim by Se-
queira in August 2023, per-
taining to the alleged pro-
cedural lapses, fraudulent
activities, manipulation of
documents,  mismanage-
ment of plot allotments and
misappropriation of funds
by the Comunidade.

Following an inquiry, the
Collector in her 45-page or-
der has concluded that the
Comunidade of Tivim had
strictly adhered to the pre-

Following thorough in-
vestigations, the Collector
acknowledged compliance
by the Comunidade of
Tivim with previous High
Court directives, and in all
matters presented.

The Collector subse-
quently dismissed the peti-
tioner’s appeal.

After the order, the
elected committee mem-
bers of the Comunidade of
Tivim stated that they are
committed to serving the
Gaonkars of the Comu-
nidade and will continue
to support them uncondi-
tionally.

On the other hand,
Sequeira said that he
will approach the High
Court challenging the
Collector’s order.

Action against dairy
farmers for straying cattle

Vigilance clearance granted to CTP
despite ongoing inquiries, HC told |
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PANJIM: The vigilance
clearance was granted to
Chief Town Planner (CTP)
Rajesh Naik since the pre-
liminary inquiry against
him was ongoing and there
was no FIR or chargesheet
registered, and the private
complaint filed was not of
such a nature as to withhold
the clearance, the Director
of Vigilance stated in an af-
fidavit filed before the High
Court of Bombay at Goa.

Director of Vigilance,
Amarsen Rane further stat-
ed that the preliminary in-
quiry will conclude within
a month.

It is pertinent to note
that the vigilance clearance

to Naik was granted on
June 14, 2024.

The High Court is hearing
a quo warranto petition filed
by activists Swapnesh Sher-
lekar of Mulgao and Nubert
Fernandes of Camurlim.

Additionally, anoth-
er nine complaints filed
against Naik from 2016
until June 14, 2024, will be
taken to their logical con-
clusion at the earliest, as
stated in the affidavit. The
petitioners have request-
ed that the State govern-
ment be asked to revoke
the extension of service
orders dated May 1, 2024,
and September 10, 2024,
post-superannuation  for
Naik, and to restrain him
from making any decisions

on planning matters that :

have financial or ecological
repercussions for the State.

Three cases are pending

before the JMFC Pernem,
JMFC Panjim, and JMFC Ma-
pusa against Naik and oth-
ers. The Criminal Investiga-
tion Service (CIS) disclosed
that the three private crim-
inal complaints were all

filed in August/September

2024, i.e., after the vigilance
clearance dated June 14,
2024, was granted. These
three private complaints
are pending the completion
of the verification stage, as
mentioned.

The State Cabinet, on Au-
gust 28, 2024, decided to
extend Naik’s services for a
period of one year.
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PANJIM: Government has
announced penal action
against dairy farmers who
avail of various benefits for
dairy, if animals purchased
under schemes such as
Kamdhenu and Pashupalan
are found straying in public
places or on roads.

Speaking to reporters,
Director of Animal Hus-
bandry and Veterinary Ser-
vices, Nitin Naik stated that
officers from the depart-
ment have been instructed
to impound cattle found
roaming on the roads.

“Any animal found un-
attended in public places
or on the roads will be im-
pounded immediately by
the concerned authorities.
