PTI, NEW DELHI:  The 
Congress on Thursday 
slammed Prime Minister 
Narendra Modi over his 
speech in the Rajya Sabha, 
with party chief Mallikar-
jun Kharge wondering how 
can a person who "just lives 
in history" build the pres-
ent and the future.

The opposition party 
also alleged that the prime 
minister's speech was "full 
of lies and half-truths".

Kharge claimed that in 
the hands of this govern-
ment, the "country's future 
is dark".

"family first" and its pol-
icies had been focused 
around it.

In a post in Hindi on 
X, Kharge said the first 
amendment to the Consti-
tution was made so that 
reservation could be given 
to the backward classes 
and landlordism could be 
abolished.

Through this amend-
ment, the 9th Schedule was 
added to the Constitution, 
land reforms took place 
and landlordism was abol-
ished, he said.

The Congress chief said, 
"Through this amend-
ment, Article 15 (4) was 
added to the Constitution, 
due to which SCs, STs, and 
later OBCs could get res-
ervation in employment 
and education."
