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Kundaim farmers demand
action against CRZ violations

Cry out for help to save paddy fields; want govt to repair bandharas

PONDA: Farmers from
Kundaim have urged the
government to take imme-
diate action against con-
struction activities violat-
ing Coastal Regulation Zone
(CRZ) rules. They have also
demanded the urgent re-
pair of a breach in the riv-
erside bandhara to prevent
saline water from entering
their paddy fields.

Vijesh Naik, president of
the Kundaim Chikhalpaine
Farmers’ Tenant Associa-
tion (KCFTA) , expressed
serious  concerns  over
certain unauthorised con-
structions taking place in

the CRZ area. He empha-
sised that the government
act swiftly to prevent such
activities, as violations of
CRZ rules could have a dev-
astating impact on local
farmers' fishing activities.
“If construction activities
in the CRZ area continue to
be encouraged, it will de-
stroy fishing activities as
well. This area is crucial as
a catchment zone during

heavy rainfall, helping to
prevent flooding,” said Naik.
Naik brought to the gov-
ernment's attention that a
1-kilometre-long bandhara,
constructed along the river-
side to protect paddy fields,
has been breached over
a 150-metre stretch. This
breach has allowed saline
water to enter the fields,
submerging them and mak-
ing cultivation impossible.

“It has now been five
years since our farming has
come to a halt, as the fields
remain submerged during
high tide,” he lamented.

Naik pointed out that al-
though the government had
previously undertaken re-
pairs on the bandhara at a
cost of Rs 2 crore, the work
carried out by the contrac-
tor was substandard. As
a result, the repair efforts
have failed to provide any
benefit to the farmers.

He urged the government
to direct the contractor to
undertake proper repairs
so that farmers could re-
sume paddy cultivation at
the earliest.

PMC considers house tax
hike amid rising expenses

PONDA: Ponda Municipal
Council (PMC) Chairperson
Anand Naik has stated that
the council is considering
increasing house tax due
to rising administrative
expenses. He noted that
house tax rates have not
been raised for the past
few years, despite other
B-grade municipalities in
Goa increasing their rates
to Rs 20 per square metre.
Some panchayats in the
taluka have also revised
their house tax rates. The
last hike was implemented
in 2019, and Naik empha-
sised that house tax should
be revised every four years.

Naik confirmed that the
council will deliberate on
the house tax revision in its
next meeting. Meanwhile,
the budget meeting for the
financial year 2025-26 was
held, approving an esti-
mated budget of Rs 39.36
crore, which remains bal-
anced. He highlighted that
PMC'’s income and expend-
iture are nearly equal, with
the main focus on recover-
ing rent and other tax dues.
Over the last two months,

Sex trafficking: Andhra man held for

exploiting Vasco woman in Muscat

PANJIM: The third accused
in the Vasco human traf-
ficking case, involving the
exploitation of victims un-
der the pretext of offering
jobs abroad, was arrested
at Chennai International
Airport.

The accused has been
identified as Akram Shaik
from Andhra Pradesh. The
Crime Branch police had
previously arrested two
individuals—35-year-old
Vasco resident Sayyed Shai-
kh and Margao resident
Masthan Khan alias Pa-
than—in November 2024.
Both accused are currently
in judicial custody.

According to the police,
the duo acted as overseas
recruiting agents and de-
ceived a woman from Vasco
by promising her a job as a
housemaid in Muscat. Upon
arrival, she was confined in

a flat along with 11 other
Indian women, where they
were deprived of proper
food and accommodation.
With the assistance of other
accused individuals in Mus-
cat, the victim was trans-
ported to a Sheikh’s house
for work as a housemaid,
where she was pressured
to provide sexual favours.
After escaping from
Muscat, the victim filed a
police complaint with the
help of NGO ARZ's found-
er and director Arunen-
dra Pandey. Based on her
complaint, the police ar-
rested Sayyed Shaikh and
Masthan Khan. Following
their interrogation, a Red
Corner Notice was issued
against the third accused,
Akram Shaik, who was
allegedly involved in the
illicit trade and operating
in Muscat. He was appre-
hended at Chennai Inter-
national Airport upon his

arrival in India.

The police have already
charge-sheeted  Abdulla
Sheikh and Masthan Khan,
while Akram Shaik was
listed as absconding in the
charge sheet, officials said.

As per information pro-
vided by Akram, the human
trafficking racket, which
lures Indian women with
false job offers abroad, is
allegedly operated by one
Humood Sheikh from Mus-
cat. He is reportedly run-
ning a recruitment agen-
cy and recruiting women
from various states across
India. Police stated that
they have contacted the
Ministry of Home Affairs
(MHA), the Ministry of Ex-
ternal Affairs (MEA), and
the respective state police
regarding other women
trafficked by the gang and
to take necessary action
against the recruitment
agency.
