 In a one-sided contest, 
Canacona Mathagram Unit-
ed secured a dominant 
8-wicket victory over Ris-
ing Stars of Antruz. After 
restricting Rising Stars to 
115 all out in 19.4 overs, 
Canacona Mathagram Unit-
ed chased down the target 
in just 10.5 overs, finishing 
at 119/2. 

Viraj Puranik, who scored 
40 runs and picked up 3 
wickets for 17 runs, was 
named man-of-the-match.
