PTI, AHMEDABAD: Shub-
man Gill dazzled with his
seventh ODI  hundred,
while the embattled
Virat Kohli got a
crucial fifty as In-
dia  hammered
England by 142
runs in the third
and final match
to complete a 3-0
series sweep for a
perfect end to their
Champions Trophy |
preparations here @t
on Wednesday.

Gill's 102-ball 112
was the highlight but
middle-order  mainstays
Kohli (52) and Shreyas Iyer
(78) were also instrumen-
tal in pushing India to a for-
midable 356 in the first half
after being put in to bat.

Indian bowlers then took
over the mantle to complete
England's demolition, bun-
dling out the visitors for a
mere 214 in 34.2 overs to
complete a comprehensive
victory -- their second larg-
estin ODIs in terms of runs --
against a familiar opponent.

There was no change
in the script for English,
who came crashing down
against spin after a spar-
kling start against pace,
which was provided by the
pair of Ben Duckett (34)
and Phil Salt (24) in tow.

The slowness of the sur-
face aided Indian bowlers as
strike-making became diffi-
cult as the match progressed.

Duckett took charge of

England's response early
on but played one shot too
many. After smacking Arsh-
deep Singh (2/33) for four

consecutive boundaries
around the park in the fifth
over, he again went after
the left-arm seamer but
was deceived by the 'pace
off" knuckle ball.

The mishit was collected
cleanly by India skipper Ro-
hit Sharma at mid-off and
Arshdeep soon bounced
out Salt, albeit off a slow-
er one which the batter hit
meekly to Axar Patel for a
simple grab.
