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PTI, NEW DELHI:  
Twelve Indian nationals, 
who were deported to 
Panama by the US, re-
turned to India from the 
Latin American nation on 
Sunday evening, officials 
said.

The deportees arrived 
at the Indira Gandhi In-
ternational Airport in 
New Delhi, marking the 
first batch of Indians re-
turning from Panama fol-
lowing their deportation 
by the US.

The 12 Indians are 
learnt to be part of 299 un-
documented migrants de-
ported to Panama by the 
US a few days back. The 
Trump administration has 
begun a mass deportation 
programme of foreign na-
tionals living illegally in 
the US.

Over 300 Indians have 
already been deported to 
India by the US in three 
different flights this 
month.

India has been maintain-
ing that it will take back all 
Indians who have either 
overstayed in the US or are 
there without documenta-
tion after their nationality 
is verified.

"It is the obligation of 
all nations to take back 
their nationals, if they are 
found to be living illegally

lands in Delhi
abroad," External Affairs 
Minister S Jaishankar said in 
Parliament on February 6.

"This is naturally subject 
to an unambiguous verifi-
cation of their nationality. 
This is not a policy appli-
cable to any specific coun-
try, nor indeed one only 
practised by India. It is a 
general accepted principle 
in international relations," 
he had said.

AFP, KANO: Fourteen 
people were killed on 
Saturday when a bus col-
lided with a petrol tanker 
in central Nigerian Niger 
state, a road safety offi-
cial told AFP Sunday.
