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CALANGUTE: A scuffle 
broke out at Gauravad-
do, Calangute, when a 
GoaMiles taxi driver and 
a tourist, who was staying 
at a resort, were allegedly 
assaulted by three tourist 
taxi drivers on Monday.

According to police, the 
incident occurred at 
around 3 pm, when 
the guest iden-
tified as Anurag, 
staying in Fairfield Re-
sort at Gauravaddo, Calan-
gute, contacted a GoaMiles 
taxi to pick him up.  

When the GoaMiles 
taxi arrived, the driver 
was blocked from picking  
up the guest by the tourist 
taxi owners. The GoaM-
iles taxi driver immedi-
ately contacted Anurag, 

who proceeded to board 
the GoaMiles taxi, parked 
a few metres away.  
This infuriated the group  
of taxi drivers, who  
allegedly assaulted both 
Anurag and the Goa 
Miles taxi driver with the 
tourist sustaining injuries.

The group also threatened  
the GoaMiles taxi driver  
and the tourist with dire  

consequences.
In the scuffle, a gold chain 

belonging to Anurag was 
broken, the police said.

Following a complaint by 
resort staff Elvis Rodrigues, 
Police arrested the trio iden-
tified as Laxman Salgaonkar, 
33, Mukesh Matkar, 40, both 
residents of Gauravaddo, Cal-
angute, and Hemant Malik, 33, 
a resident of Pernem.
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PANJIM: The Economic 
Offences Cell (EOC) of the 
Goa Police has filed the 
first chargesheet against 
Myron Rodrigues and his 
wife Deepali Parab in the 
investment scam case.

It is pertinent to note 
that the husband-wife duo 
has allegedly cheated sev-
eral investors to the tune 
of Rs 1.19 crore 
on pretext of high-
er returns.

The charge-
sheet was filed 
before the Mar-
gao Sessions 
Court. Myron, 
who is the prime ac-
cused in the case, is still  
absconding. With the fil-
ing of chargesheet which 
is an essential require-
ment of opening a Red 
Notice through Interna-
tional Police (InternPol), a  
red corner notice will soon 
be issued to request law 
enforcement worldwide 
to locate and provisional-
ly arrest Myron, pending 
extradition, surrender, or 
similar legal action.

It may be recalled 
that Myron and Deepali 
were booked by the EOC  
for dishonestly inducing 
the investors to invest 
money in stock market 
and other financial instru-
ments assuring returns  
of around 25-45 percent 
on a short term basis on 
all investments.

The EOC had earlier 
issued a Blue Corner no-
tice against Myron and  
had blocked a villa, a flat 
belonging to him, three 
flats belonging to Suni-
ta Rodrigues, Myron’s  

ex-wife and had also fro-
zen the bank account 
holding a total amount of 
Rs 1.94 lakh.

Additionally, two flats, 
fixed deposits of Rs 35.25 
lakh and a bank account 
having a total amount of 
Rs 4.13 lakh have been 
frozen.

EOC is also investigat-
ing another case in Goa 

against Myron, Sunita 
and Deepali along with 
five other accused per-

sons.
Sunita was arrest-

ed on December 7, 
2024 by the Crime 
Branch and was  

released on condi-
tional bail after being in 
custody for 20 days. An-
ticipatory bail application  
of five directors of Idyllic 
Goan Gateways is pending  
before Principal Dis-
trict and Sessions Judge,  
Margao.

The Crime Branch in-
formed that it is making 
all out efforts to arrest 
Deepali, who is co-ac-
cused. Along with block-
ing flats and freezing bank  
accounts, the Crime 
Branch has also attached 
gold ornaments and  
jewellery weighing 4.361 
kg which is worth around 
Rs 3.37 crore.

Another case of alleged 
cheating was registered 
at Mumbai - MHB Police 
Station against Myron 
and Sunita for duping  
and cheating the victims  
to the tune of Rs. 5.15 
crore. The Enforcement 
Directorate is also in-
vestigating money trails  
and has attached proper-
ties belonging to Myron 
and Deepali.
