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Junk vehicles continue to occupy
prime parking spaces in Panjim

Private owners, govt depts among defaulters, GOACAN urges CCP Commissioner

PANJIM: Abandoned cars,
bikes and other automo-
biles have turned into a nui-
sance as they continue to
occupy prime parking spac-
es in the capital city. Among
the violators include sever-
al private owners and gov-
ernment departments.

Several such vehicles
have been rusting for
months together thereby
occupying important public
spaces in Panjim but have
also turned into a health
hazard, stated Goa Civic and
Consumer Action Network
(GOACAN) and expressed
concern that they could
also be a source of mosqui-
to breeding, fire hazards
and hide-out for anti-social
elements.

In a letter to the Corpo-
ration of the City of Panaji
(CCP) Commissioner Clen
Madeira, the GOACAN has
submitted photographs of
some of these vehicles lo-
cated at the Patto parking
area wherein a cursory
glance gives a poor impres-
sion of the arrangements
made by the CCP to collect
fees through the pay park-
ing contractor.

The GOACAN found out
that there is no mechanism
in place for the pay park-
ing contractor of the CCP
to report on a weekly basis
that there are abandoned
vehicles in the designated
parking areas nor is the
traffic police and the Direc-
torate of Transport being
informed of the same.

The GOACAN is of the
view that at a time when
crime is on the increase in
the State, it is important
that proper steps are tak-
en to report abandoned

It may be recalled that
in November 2024, the
North Goa District Mag-
istrate’s office issued a
proclamation to auction
unclaimed vehicles in a
bid to free up parking
spaces and eliminate
potential mosquito
breeding ground. The
notices had called upon
persons with interest

in any abandoned or
unattended vehicles
located in Bardez and
Tiwadi to submit

their claims within six
months to respective

pay parking contractor
to work out a reporting
mechanism for abandoned
vehicles so that time-
ly action is taken by all
concerned in the inter-
est of proper parking
and traffic management in
the Panjim city.

The offence occurred at

a friend.

The woman later raised
the issue on social me-
dia and formally lodged a
complaint with the police.
Following this, Panjim Po-
lice registered a case and
formed a dedicated team
under the supervision of
Superintendent of Police
(North Goa) Akshat Kau-
shal, IPS, to track down
and arrest the accused.
The investigation team
included SDPO Panjim
Sudesh Naik, IPS Proba-
tioner Arun Balgotra, and
PI Vijay Chodankar, among
others.

After committing the
offence, Pednekar went
into hiding in an attempt

to evade arrest. Howev-
er, police investigations
led to the discovery of
his location in Belagavi.
A team was dispatched to
Karnataka, where he was
successfully apprehend-
ed and brought back to
Panjim Police Station on
March 2.

Further investigation
has revealed that Ped-
nekar has a criminal his-
tory, having previously
been booked for house
trespass, theft, assault
or use of criminal force
against a woman with in-
tent to outrage her modes-
ty, stalking, sexual harass-
ment, and offences under
the Protection of Children
from Sexual Offences
(POCSO) Act.
