Odisha's chief minister
has said that they have
taken the matter serious-
ly and works have started
to find the truth about the
incident and to provide
justice to Prakriti, she
said.

The Foreign Ministry is
working by keeping close
contact with the Odisha
government, the Universi-
ty administration and the
Indian security agency re-
garding the matter, she re-
minded.

Following the incident,
Nepalese students study-
ing in the college organ-
ised a protest rally, de-
manding a probe into the
incident.

Mexico makes case to
avoid US tariffs as it
awaits Trump’s decision

AP, MEXICO CITY: Mexico
President Claudia Shein-
baum said Monday that her
administration is waiting
to see if US President Don-
ald Trump makes good on
his threat to impose 25%
tariffs on Mexican imports.

Her Cabinet secretaries
for security and trade among
others have been in constant
communication with their
US counterparts and she
said there was still the possi-
bility she and Trump would
speak Monday.

Trump had threatened to
impose tariffs in February
before suspending them
at the last minute, when
Mexico sent 10,000 Na-
tional Guard troops to their
shared border to crack
down on drug trafficking
and illegal immigration.

“It's a decision that de-
pends on the United States
government, on the United
States president,” Shein-
baum said. “So whatever his
decision is, we will make our
decisions and there is a plan
and there is unity in Mexico.”

Mexico believes it has
made a strong case. The
number of migrants arriv-
ing at the US border is the
lowest it has been in years.

Last week, Mexico sent
29 drug cartel figures, in-
cluding the man involved
in the 1985 killing of a DEA
agent, to the United States.

Security forces have dis-
mantled more than 100
synthetic drug labs in Si-
naloa, and systematically
weakened the two main
factions of the cartel by the
same name.

EU condems
Hamas's refusal
to accept
ceasefire

AFP, BRUSSELS: The Eu-

ropean Union said Sun-
day it condemned what
it called Hamas's refusal
to accept the extension
of the first phase of a
Gaza ceasefire agree-
ment, adding Israel's
subsequent aid blockade
"risked humanitarian
consequences".

"The EU calls for a rap-
id resumption of negotia-
tions on the second phase
of the ceasefire, and ex-
presses its strong support
to the mediators," Anouar
El Anouni, the spokesper-
son for EU foreign affairs
and security policy, said in
a statement.

"A permanent ceasefire
would contribute to the
release of all remaining
Israeli hostages while
ensuring the necessary
conditions for recovery
and reconstruction in
Gaza to begin," El Anouni
said, adding "all parties
have a political respon-
sibility to make this a
reality".

J&K Assembly resolution

on special status not
rejected: CM Abdullah

PTI, JAMMU: The reso-
lution on special status
passed by the Jammu and
Kashmir Assembly in its
first sitting last year has
not been rejected by the
Central government which
is a big thing, Chief Minis-
ter Omar Abdullah said on
Monday and asserted that
there was no need to bring
any other resolution on Ar-
ticle 370, which was abro-
gated in August 2019.

The chief minister said
all legislators need to work
together to help the gov-
ernment to fulfill its prior-
ities for public welfare.

What we have to do was
done in the first (assem-
bly) session (in November,
2024). The resolution is still
holding after passed by the
House. The PDP and others
helped us in passing the res-
olution and it is still holding
is a big thing, Abdullah told
reporters outside the as-
sembly here while respond-
ing to a question that some
members are planning to
bring a fresh resolution to
condemn abrogation of Ar-

ticle 370.

The 40-day Budget Ses-
sion of the Jammu and
Kashmir Assembly, having
a total of 22 sittings, be-
gan on Monday with Lieu-
tenant Governor Manoj
Sinha's address. The chief
minister said some peo-
ple were thinking that any
resolution on special status
will get outrightly rejected
by the Central government.

The resolution was not
rejected and the fact of the
matter is that it is still hold-
ing so there is no need to
talk further on this, he said.

The Jammu and Kashmir
Assembly passed a resolu-
tion on November 6, asking
the Centre to work out a
constitutional mechanism
for restoring special status
of the erstwhile state.

Abdullah said the Nation-
al Conference will not repeat
what it had already done.

The chief minister said the
House will meet on Tuesday
to discuss the lieutenant
governor's address and the
members are free to raise
their issues in the House.
