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PANJIM: The Goa Real Es-
tate Regulatory Authority 
(RERA) has penalised the 
builder, who took more 
than 10 per cent of the con-
sideration amount from the 
home buyers before reg-
istering the agreement for 
sale before Sub Registrar.

RERA Member Vincent 
D’Silva on Wednesday im-
posed a penalty of Rs 5 
lakh on the Prescon Homes 
Private Limited for viola-
tion of section 13 of RERA 
Act. The section 13 states 
that no deposit or advance 
be taken by the promoter 
without first entering onto 
agreement for sale.

D’Silva in his order has 
directed the builder to pay 
interest at the rate of 11.10 
per cent per annum, to the 
complainants on the sum 

of Rs 42,52,500 for the 
period from 30-09-2022 
till 22-03-2023 within 30 
days from the date of the 
order.

The RERA Member also 
directed the respondent to 
pay further interest at 11.10 
per cent per annum from 
March 23, 2023 till effec-
tive payment in the event 
of failure to pay the inter-
est amount to the com-
plainants. It also asked 
the builder to pay Rs 2 
lakh to both the senior 
citizens within 30 days 
failing which it will carry 
interest at 11.10 per cent 
per annum till effective 
payment.

The respondent is also 
asked to file a compliance 
report of the order in the 
form of an affidavit with-
in next 60 days of the or-
der, failing which further 

legal action will be initiated 
by the Authority under the 
RERA Act, for execution of 
the order.

Joseph Bonaventure 
Rodrigues and his wife 
Brenda Barbara Rodrigues 
of Mumbai, both senior cit-
izens had booked an apart-
ment in the senior centric 
residential complex at 
Azossim.
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PANJIM: The High Court of 
Bombay at Goa on Wednes-
day took serious note of un-
dervaluing the Assessment 
Order for calculating fees 
for correction of zone un-
der Section 17 (2) of Town 
and Country Planning 
(TCP) Act thereby causing a 
loss of Rs 7.16 crore to the 
public exchequer even as 
the Advocate General told 
the Court that steps have 
been taken to recover the 
money as per the revised 
rates notified on March  
28, 2024.

Activists Swapnesh Sher-
lekar, Jose Carlos Da Veiga 
Gracias and Rupesh Shink-
re had filed a writ petition 
seeking to immediately 
hold an inquiry against the 
Chief Town Planner Rajesh 
Naik for having caused loss 
to the public exchequer by 

deliberately undervaluing 
the Assessment Order in 
violation of/contrary to the 
government notification 
published in the Gazette on 
28/03/2024 and thereby 
deliberately causing a loss 
of Rs 7.16 crore to the pub-
lic exchequer.

On March 16, 2023, the 
government had notified 
fees for processing appli-
cations for correction/rec-
tification of zone of land/
properties in Regional Plan 
for Goa. A fee of Rs 200 was 
prescribed for correction/
rectification of zone un-

der Section 17 (2) of the 
TCP Act, for land having 
area above 20,001 square  
metres.

A year later the govern-
ment revised/increased 
fees and another Notifi-
cation dated 28/03/2024 
superseding earlier Notifi-
cation dated 16/03/2023 
and notified new fees at 
increase rates. It fixed Rs 
1,000 for correction/recti-
fication of zone of land to 
settlement zone for land 
having area above 20,001 
sq mts.

Three months later on 

June 11, 2024, CTP Rajesh 
Naik and Vinod Kumar 
Chandra (who holds post 
of Town Planner and Jun-
ior to Naik) forwarded a 
proposal for zone recti-
fication from the Brahm 
Agro Terra Projects Ltd, 
Bengaluru, for approval 
of the government, rec-
ommending correcting/
rectifying 89,500 sq mts 
area from property/land 
bearing Survey No. 17/1 
admeasuring 2,64,197 sq 
mts of  Chopdem Village in 
Pernem Taluka. The gov-
ernment approved 89,500 
sq mts for rectification/
correction to settlement 
zone in Regional Plan 2021 
under Section 17 (2) of the 
TCP Act.

Arguing on behalf of the 
petitioners, Adv Rohit Bras 
de Sa pointed out that it was 
the duty and responsibility 
of the CTP Naik, to assess 

total fee payable as Rs 8.95 
crore, however Naik in the 
Assessment Order passed 
by him on June 11, 2024 
dishonestly and fraudu-
lently accessed/calculated 
the fee at the rate of Rs 200 
per square metre instead of 
Rs 1,000 per square metre 
and caused damage/huge 
monetary loss to govern-
ment treasury by fabricat-
ing incorrect/false docu-
ment. Due to this, it caused 
a loss of Rs 7.16 crore to the 
public exchequer.

The Petitioner stated 
that the records reveal that 
there are as many as 120 
cases which have been Ga-
zetted and published under 
Section 17 (2) of TCP Act 
since April 2024. In several 
of these cases similar fraud 
had been played by the CTP 
and prayed that Naik be 
suspended pending disci-
plinary inquiry.

Zone correction fees: HC takes note

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CALANGUTE: Chief Minister 
Pramod Sawant on Wednes-
day urged tourism stakehold-
ers not to take the law into 
their own hands, warning 
that recent incidents of vio-
lence against tourists could 
have a long-term impact on 
Goa’s tourism industry.

“When there are fights in-
volving tourists in restaurants 
and shacks, and when there 
are murders, tourists will be 
scared to come to Goa in the 
future. Even if there are minor 
problems with tourists, you 
can dial 100 and call the po-

lice,” Sawant said at Calangute 
during a function.

He criticised the practice of 
leasing out shacks to outsid-
ers, stating, “We take shacks 
and give them to others to 
run, and they bring people 
from other states. When there 
are problems, instead of sort-
ing it out across the tables, 
they flash knives and attack. 
There are people with that 
mindset, and the impact of 
these incidents lasts for years. 
Even 10-15 years later, people 
will still say, ‘Tourists went to 
Goa and were murdered.’ The 
result is the number of visi-
tors to Goa will decline.”

Attacks on tourists, murders will 
tarnish Goa’s reputation: CM
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PERNEM: The Arambol vil-
lage panchayat on Wednes-
day started demolition of 
illegal structures falling 
under Coastal Regulation 
Zone (CRZ) at Girkarwado. 

Around 15 temporary 
structures and huts are 
to be razed as per the di-
rectives of the High Court 
of Bombay at Goa. On 
Wednesday, six structures 
were demolished by au-
thorities or removed by 
people. The drive will con-
tinue for next two days, in-
formed Arambol panchayat 
secretary Subhash Kambli.

As many as 216 ille-
gal structures situated at 
Girkarwada and Dando 
have been identified by the 
High Court for demolition 
as they fall within the CRZ. 
Kambli said that initially 15 
structures will be demol-

ished within the next three 
days. 

Kambli said that all these 
illegal structures were is-
sued demolition notices 
even as some had disman-
tled their structure.

According to Kambli, 
some matters are being 
heard in the High Court and 
the village panchayat will 
take action as per the Court 
directives.

Earlier, the authori-
ties had sealed 61 illegal 
structures including guest 
houses after it was found 
that they were used for 
commercial purposes at 
Girkarwada and Dando in 
Arambol without obtaining 
permissions from the Goa 
Coastal Zone Management 
Authority (GCZMA) and the 
Goa State Pollution Control 
Board (GSPCB).
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VASCO: The Captain of Ports 
(CoP) Department start-
ed the restoration of over 
4,000 square metres of “ille-
gally reclaimed” jetty land at 
Chicalim Bay.

The land, which was “un-
lawfully reclaimed” by M/s 
Abhishek Engineers Pvt Ltd, 
will now be returned to its 
original State government 
after a 15-year-long battle 
by the Chicalim Villagers 
Action Committee (CVAC).

On Wednesday, a joint in-
spection was carried out by 
officials from the Captain of 
Ports, Goa Coastal Zone Man-
agement Authority (GCZ-
MA), Goa State Biodiversity 
Board, DRDA South, and lo-
cal stakeholders, including 
CVAC President Cyril Fer-
nandes and general secre-
tary Rui M Da Costa Araujo, 
to assess the progress of the 
restoration work.

Reacting to the develop-

ments, Rui M Da Costa Arau-
jo said that years of relent-
less efforts had finally borne 
fruits. “This 15-year fight for 
justice has ended in victory. 
It is truly gratifying to see 
the restoration work in pro-
gress,” he said.

Cyril Fernandes wel-
comed the development and 
urged government author-
ities to adopt a scientific 
approach in executing the 
restoration work.

“While this is a significant 
achievement, the Captain of 
Ports and DRDA must en-
sure that scientific methods 

are applied to restore the 
land effectively. A detailed 
scope of work should be 
prepared and strictly fol-
lowed,” Fernandes said.

Fernandes dedicated the 
success to the residents of 
Chicalim, Dabolim and Sao 
Jacinto, and thanked CVAC 
members for their unwaver-
ing dedication and support 
over the years.

Panchayat suspends trade 
licence of violator

In another develop-
ment, the Chicalim Village 
Panchayat suspended the 
trade licence of M/s Ab-

hishek Engineers Pvt Ltd 
for illegally reclaiming land 
from the Zuari River at Chi-
calim Bay.

The Panchayat in its order 
dated March 4 has stated 
that the trade licence will 
remain suspended until the 
Captain of Ports certifies 
that the illegally reclaimed 
land has been fully restored 
to its original condition.

Environmentalists and 
locals had long raised con-
cerns over the damage 
caused by the unauthorised 
reclamation, which was bla-
tantly carried out by M/s 
Abhishek Engineers Pvt Ltd 
from 2010 onwards.

Reacting to it, CVAC pres-
ident Cyril Fernandes said 
that the panchayat’s de-
cision will send a strong 
message against illegal land 
reclamation. “We hope this 
step will pave the way for 
sustainable development 
while preserving Goa’s nat-
ural heritage,” he said.

RERA penalises builder for

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PANJIM: The Directorate

The production of leather 
from animals involves use of 
highly toxic chemicals which 
may be harmful for human 
skin. Other shoes which are 
made of artificial leather 
and other synthetic mate-
rials are also manufactured 
using the same chemicals. 
Use of this can be signifi-

cantly reduced by wearing 
canvas shoes in the schools," 
he said.

"Canvas shoes are made 
up of eco-friendly materi-
als, more resistant to wear 
and tear, more comfortable 
and relatively inexpensive 
and most importantly they 
do not pose any harm to 
the environment and stu-
dents. Canvas shoes are al-
ways prescribed for sports 
purposes and can easily be 
used for everyday wear,"  
he said.
