AP, WASHINGTON:  US 
Commerce Secretary How-
ard Lutnick said Thursday 
in a television interview that 
President Donald Trump 
will “likely” suspend 25 per 
cent tariffs on Canada and 
Mexico for most products 
and services for a month, 
broadening an exemp-
tion that was granted on 
Wednesday only to autos.

In an interview on CNBC, 

Lutnick said the one-month 
delay in the import taxes 
“will likely cover all USM-
CA-compliant goods and 
services,” referring to the 
trade agreement Trump ne-
gotiated in his last term that 
replaced NAFTA. Lutnick es-
timated that more than half 
of what the US imports from 
those two countries would 
be eligible for the exemption.

Lutnick's comments 

came as Trump's on-again, 
off-again tariffs threats 
have roiled financial mar-
kets, lowered consumer 
confidence, and enveloped 
many businesses in an un-
certain atmosphere that 
could delay hiring and in-
vestment. 

Lutnick emphasised that 
reciprocal tariffs, in which 
the United States applies im-
port taxes on countries that 

tariff US exports, will still be 
implemented April 2. 

US markets bounced of 
their lows for the day short-
ly after Lutnick spoke. 

Also Thursday, Canadi-
an Prime Minister Justin 
Trudeau indicated that he 
expects his country will be 
in a trade war with the Unit-
ed States for the foreseea-
ble future.

Trudeau said the broader 

month-long pause “aligns 
with some of the conver-
sations that we have been 
having with administration 
officials.”

The Canadian leader said 
the move by the Trump ad-
ministration was a “promis-
ing sign,” but it also “means 
that the tariffs remain in 
place and therefore our 
response will remain in 
place.”

Lutnick also said in 
the interview that if the 
two countries don't make 
enough progress limiting 
the shipment of fentanyl 
into the United States, the 
25 per cent tariffs could be 
re-applied in a month as 
well. 

“Hopefully we will an-
nounce this today — US-
MCA-compliant goods will 
not have a tariff for the next 

month until April 2nd,” Lut-
nick said. “Hopefully Mex-
ico and Canada will have 
done a good enough job on 
fentanyl that this part of the 
conversation will be off the 
table, and we'll move just to 
the reciprocal tariff conver-
sation. But if they haven't, 
this will stay on.”

Lutnick added that 
Trump is expected to speak 
with Mexico's president 

Claudia Sheinbaum later 
Thursday and could make 
an announcement after-
wards.

Mexico and Canada have 
“done a good job offering 
us ever more work" to show 
that they are moving to 
combat shipments of fen-
tanyl, a key demand Trump 
has made in return for per-
manently removing the 25 
per cent duties.

US may delay most tariffs on Canada, Mexico by a month

ALLAHBADIA, APOORVA APPEAR BEFORE 
NCW, EXPRESS REGRET

The Commission had taken serious note of the vul-
gar and offensive remarks made by Allahbadia, Makh-
ija, Raina, Jaspreet Singh and Ashish Chanchlani on 
the show and summoned them as well as Poojari and 
Bothra.

A BRIDGE CONNECTING NOTHING 
TO NOWHERE

“People are bound to say  things like the 
bridge has been built to help people inter-
ested in buying those fields for real estate 
purposes. “As sarpanch, I cannot speak for 
the farmers and people who have doubts 
should approach me,” he insisted.

In a bizarre twist, the bridge has gained 
traction online as a tourist attraction. In 
the comment section an individual going 
by the name of RJ and who describes him-
self as a local guide describes the bridge as 
an: “amusement park”.

Raju Parab, who also describes himself 
as a local guide, thinks the bridge is a ‘nice 
place for photography’. And, for Shrada 
Sawant it is ‘Best to visit at evening to see 
beautiful sunset’.

For many residents, this shift in pub-
lic perception raises red flags. “When the 
farmers really wanted help, no one really 
came forward. Since construction is al-
lowed anywhere in Goa, we are inclined 
to believe that there is a hidden agenda 
behind building this bridge,” said another 
local Pratik Gawde.

“Do you think the farmers would be so 
stupid so as to leave a bridge built specifi-
cally for them, unutilised,” wonders Gawde. 
“Does that land look like a field now?” he 
wryly questions.

Attempts to contact Cumbarjua MLA 
Rajesh Faldessai for comments were un-
successful, with the legislator repeatedly 
avoiding calls.

PRO-KHALISTAN EXTREMISTS 
TARGET EAM CONVOY IN LONDON

"We strongly condemn the incident that 
took place outside Chatham House yester-
day (Wednesday) during the External Af-
fairs Minister's visit to the UK,” a Foreign, 
Commonwealth and Development Office 
(FCDO) spokesperson said.

"While the UK upholds the right to 
peaceful protest, any attempts to intimi-
date, threaten, or disrupt public events are 
completely unacceptable. The Metropoli-
tan Police acted swiftly to address the sit-
uation, and we remain fully committed to 
ensuring the security of all our diplomatic 
visitors, in line with our international obli-
gations,” the spokesperson said.

A Met Police spokesperson added: “As 
the Minister left the event, a protester ran 
in front of his stationary car waving a flag. 

 “He was quickly intercepted by officers 
and moved out of the way. He did not get 
close to the Minister who was able to leave 
the area without further incident. There 
were no arrests.”

It follows Jaishankar's talks with UK For-
eign Secretary David Lammy at Chevening 
House on Tuesday and Wednesday, when 
both leaders covered the “entire gamut 
of bilateral ties”, including the relaunched 
Free Trade Agreement (FTA) negotiations, 
regional and global issues.

 “It is shameful that this attack comes 
when Dr S Jaishankar is on a UK tour and 
had just completed a successful meeting 
with UK Foreign Secretary David Lammy 
where they discussed bilateral ties,” said 
community organisation INSIGHT UK, 
posting footage of the incident on social 
media.

Earlier, during his session at Chatham 
House, Jaishankar was asked about human 
rights concerns pertaining to India.

 “A lot of this is political. We have been 
for political reasons at the receiving end of 
a lot of expressions and campaigns on hu-
man rights. We listen to it. We are not per-
fect, nobody is perfect. There can be situa-
tions which require redressal and remedy,” 
said Jaishankar.

 “But I would argue, if one looks around 
the world, we have a very strong human 
rights record," he said.

"As a credible democracy, where peo-
ple have growing faith in our democracy, 
where representation has broadened in 
every conceivable way over the last many 
decades, where the state has been very fair 
in terms of treatment of its citizens, I think 
any sweeping concern on human rights is 
misplaced. I don't see any justification for 
it at all,” he added. 

FOREIGN ASSETS WORTH RS 
29000 CRORE DECLARED IN I-T 
DEPT CAMPAIGN

According to official data, the number 
of taxpayers disclosing foreign assets and 
income on "voluntary" basis has grown 
from 60,000 in assessment year 2021-22 
to 2,31,452 taxpayers in 2024-25.

The I-T department and CBDT's idea is 
that by fostering transparency, education, 
and cooperation, the initiative reinforces 
a compliance-friendly tax environment, 
ensuring that taxpayers can correct their 
filings proactively before any formal verifi-
cation measures are undertaken.

This year, due to "extensive" outreach 
and awareness efforts, voluntary disclo-
sures witnessed a "significant" 45.17% 
growth compared to assessment year 
2023-24, data said.

The tax department receives data on for-
eign assets held by Indians abroad through 
the common reporting standards (CRS) 
mechanism as part of which 125 countries 
share such information with the Indian 
taxman.

A similar exchange occurs with the US 

under the Inter-Governmental Agreement 
pursuant to the Foreign Accounts Tax Com-
pliance Act (FATCA). 

Last September, India received finan-
cial information from over 108 countries 
regarding foreign accounts and income in 
the form of interest and dividends earned 
outside India. 

EXORBITANT AIRFARES UNAC-
CEPTABLE: PAC CHIEF VENUGOPAL

There are concerns in various quarters 
regarding UDF levied by airport operators 
amid rising air traffic.

UDF is considered as a revenue-enhanc-
ing measure to bridge any revenue short-
fall so that the airport operator concerned 
can get a fair share of return on investment.

Meanwhile, the Delhi International Air-
port Ltd (DIAL), which operates IGIA, has 
proposed differential UDF pricing for em-
barking and disembarking passengers 
for the fourth control period FY2024-25 
to FY2028-29. The proposals for the pe-
riod are currently being examined by the 
Airports Economic Regulatory Authority 
(AERA).

Last month, during a stakeholders' con-
sultation meeting related to Delhi airport 
tariffs, AERA Chairperson SKG Rahate had 
mentioned that it is not right to say that 
UDF charged by airports plays a significant 
role in exorbitant airfares. 

5-YEAR-OLD KILLED IN BLACK 
MAGIC RITUAL

Initially, when the police arrived at the 
scene, the accused couple, along with lo-
cals, assisted in searching for the missing 
girl. However, upon returning to the site 
the following morning, police grew sus-
picious of the couple’s behaviour, which 
seemed erratic and nervous. When they 
were grilled, the couple confessed to hav-
ing murdered the child, believing that the 
sacrifice would help the wife conceive.

The couple, who have been married for 
25 years but remained childless, reported-
ly acted on the advice of an alleged witch 
doctor, who reportedly told them that sac-
rificing the girl would grant the wife the 
ability to conceive. 

The local Sarpanch of Usgao-Ganjem, Ra-
manth Dangui, condemned the horrific act, 
emphasising the importance of rejecting 
such superstitions in today’s world of sci-
ence and reason.

It is understood that the mother of the 
victim, a Goan woman, was staying with 
her own mother in Kasayale, Tisk after a 
period of marital conflict with her hus-
band, who is based in Ratnagiri. The vic-
tim’s grandmother was also caring for the 
two children during this time. The accused 
couple, who lived just 25 meters from the 
victim’s house, were reportedly involved in 
construction work.

S KOREAN FIGHTER JETS  
ACCIDENTALLY DROP BOMBS,  
8 INJURED 

The air force also said a committee 
would investigate the accident and exam-
ine the scale of the damage inflicted. 

An unidentified air force official told 
local reporters that a pilot of one of the 
KF-16s had entered wrong coordinates for 
a bombing site. An unidentified Defence 
Ministry official told reporters that further 
investigation was needed to determine 
why the second KF-16 also dropped bombs 
on a civilian area. 

In a televised briefing, Pocheon Mayor 
Paek Young Hyeun called the bombings 
“awful” and urged the military to halt drills 
in the city until it formulates reliable steps 
that can prevent a recurrence. He said that 
Pocheon, a city of 140,000 people, provides 
three major firing ranges for the South Ko-
rean and US militaries. 

Park Seong-sook, a 70-year-old eyewit-
ness who was not hurt in the bombing, said 
she thought “a war has broken out.”

 “It was such a loud sound,” she said, add-
ing that it left her trembling with fear. 

The military said later Thursday it has 
decided to suspend all live-fire drills across 
South Korea. 

The accident came just before the South 
Korean and US militaries announced they 

will begin large-scale annual military drills 
next Monday. 

It's unclear how long the suspension of 
the live-fire training would last, but observ-
ers said it would likely be until the military 
determines the cause of Thursday's acci-
dent and maps out preventative steps.

Pocheon's disaster response department 
said six civilians and two soldiers were in-
jured and were being treated at hospitals. 
Four of the injured — all civilians — were 
in serious condition, the department said. 
Two of the seriously injured are foreigners, 
one from Thailand and the other from My-
anmar.

Three houses, a Catholic church and a 
greenhouse were partially damaged but 
they did not appear to have been directly 
hit by the bombs, according to the depart-
ment. 
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
