PTI, IMPHAL: A protester
was killed while 25 others,
including women, were in-
jured in clashes between
Kuki demonstrators and
security forces in different
parts of Manipur's Kang-
pokpi district on Saturday,
officials said.

SEVEN MEMBERS OF BANNED OUTFITS

IN MANIPUR HELD

PTI, IMPHAL: Seven members of four proscribed outfits
were arrested in separate operations in strife-torn Mani-
pur, police said on Saturday. Two cadres of the banned
Kangleipak Communist Party (PWG) were apprehended
from Lamphel in Imphal West district on Friday, while
another member of the same outfit was held near the
gate of Bir Tikendrajit International Airport, a senior
officer said. They have been identified as Moirangthem
Jiban Singh (27), Laishram Tiken Singh (40) and Thou-
dam Premkumar Singh (38), he said. An amount of Rs 50
000 was also recovered from those who were arrested
in Lamphel. Two members of the proscribed Kanglei
Yaol Kanna Lup (KYKL) were arrested on Thursday near
the Lokchao river along the India-Myanmar border in
the Tengnoupal district. “These members of the militant
group have been identified as Keisham Naocha alias
Ningsingba (38) and Ningthoujam Sanjoy (18) and hand-
ed over to the local police for necessary legal actions,”
an officer said. A 24-year-old cadre of the outlawed

KCP (Taibanganba), identified as Mayanglambam Borish
Singh, was also arrested on Friday, he said. Security
forces arrested another member of the banned PREPAK,
identified as Ningthoujam Dhananjoy.

"We are just following
orders. We have been told
to stop the march. If they
want to go, they can go in
the state buses arranged
by the government," a po-

liceman said.

However, FOCS mem-
bers objected saying they
were just following what
Shah's instruction allowing
free movement across the
state from Saturday.

A purported video re-
leased by Kuki-Zo village
volunteers group from an
undisclosed location said

it was against the govern-
ment of India's decision
regarding free movement
and demanded a sepa-
rate administration. The
authenticity of the video
could not be corroborated
by PTI.

"Any attempt to enter
our areas will be met with
strong resistance. No free
movement before separate
administration” a volun-
teer was heard saying in
the video.

Opposing  the free
movement initiative, the
Kuki Zo Council has im-
posed an indefinite shut-
down in all Kuki-Zo areas
from Saturday midnight, a
statement said.

"It is crucial for the
central government to
