AGENCIES, NEW DELHI: So-
cial media platform X (pre-
viously known as Twitter) 
suffered multiple outages 
globally on Monday, leaving 
thousands of users unable 
to use the Elon Musk-owned 
app.

The disruption, reported 
first by users in India around 
3.10 pm IST, lasted around 
30 minutes.

Indian-origin 
drug lord  

wanted by FBI 
arrested in  

Punjab

PTI, CHANDIGARH: Pun-
jab police on Monday said 
it has arrested an Indi-
an-origin transnational 
drug lord, wanted by the 
Federal Bureau of Investi-
gation (FBI) in connection 
with one of the largest nar-
cotics seizures in the US, in 
Ludhiana.

Shehnaz Singh, also 
known as Shawn Bhinder, 
had been operating under 
the guise of a transporta-
tion business in Canada 
since 2014 and allegedly 
facilitated the movement 
of drugs from Colombia 
to the US and Canada via 
Mexico, the police said.

After a crackdown by 
the FBI, Bhinder, a native 
of village Mandiala in Bat-
ala who had been residing 
in Brampton in Canada, 
managed to give a slip to 
the FBI sleuths and clan-
destinely landed in India, 
DGP Gaurav Yadav said 
adding that the Punjab 
Police successfully tracked 
and arrested him from the 
jurisdiction of Ludhiana.

He was wanted by the FBI 
in one of the largest drug 
seizures in the US on Feb-
ruary 26, where the agency 
had arrested six of his as-
sociates and seized 391 kg 
methamphetamine, 109 kg 
cocaine, four sophisticated 
weapons and vehicles from 
their possession.

COLVA: Aam Aadmi Par-
ty (AAP) will go it alone 
in Goa. That was the clear 
message from Delhi Lead-
er of the Opposition Atishi 
during her day-long visit to 
Goa on Monday. 

According to the senior 
party leader, AAP’s plan to 
go solo is not only for the 
upcoming Zilla Panchayat 
(ZP) polls and the munic-
ipal council elections, but 
also for the 2027 Assembly 
elections. 

"Aam Aadmi Party is 
gearing up to contest on 
its own. We will contest 
the ZP elections on our 
own, as also the munici-
pal elections. Even for the 
Goa Assembly polls, AAP 
is preparing to fight alone,” 
Atishi, who was in Goa to 
inaugurate the South Goa 
party office, told O Heral-
do in an exclusive inter-
view at Colva.

With this announce-
ment, the path ahead for 
the Opposition parties 
in the State has got even 
more tortuous. 

“What does alliance with 
the Congress mean?” Ati-
