PTI, MUMBAL: With Ma-
harashtra recording an
average death of over 40
people per day in road ac-
cidents, the state govern-
ment on Tuesday said it
plans to introduce testing
kits to assess if a driver has
consumed drugs.

to monitor and manage
traffic flow on highways
in real-time, aiming to re-
duce congestion, improve
safety, and provide drivers
with essential information
about road conditions.

Giving details, Saranaik
said that the number of ac-
cidents in 2022 was 33,383
(91 per day), in 2023 it was
35,243 (96 per day) and
rose to 36,084 in 2024.

The figures of deaths in
these road accidents were
15,224 in 2022 (41 per
day), 15,366 in 2023 (ap-
proximately 42 per day)
and 15,225 (approximately
42 per day).
