Illegal structures at Agonda beac

Eight properties sealed, 9 dismantled; GSPCB directed to act against 20
establlshments for hon- compllance W|th environmental regulations
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MARGAO: Acting on direc-
tives from the High Court of
Bombay at Goa, authorities
on Wednesday sealed eight
properties and oversaw
the voluntary dismantling
of nine others at Agonda
beach. The action targeted
establishments operating
without mandatory consent
from the Goa State Pollution
Control Board (GSPCB).

Three resorts and shacks
managed to avoid sealing
by presenting valid GSPCB
certificates during the op-
eration.

The court, in its March
6 order, had instructed
the GSPCB to take action
against 20 establishments
located on the southern
end of Agonda beach for
non-compliance with envi-
ronmental regulations.

The sealing process
commenced on Tuesday
morning, led by Canacona
Deputy Collector Madhu
Narvekar, Mamlatdar Manoj
Korgaonkar, Canacona BDO
Savio Coutinho (nodal of-
ficer for sealing), Agonda
Panchayat Secretary Amol
Naikgaunkar, Electricity
JE Chari, and GSPCB JE Raj

A brief dispute arose
when a property owner
contested the decision to
disconnect electricity, ar-
guing that the court order
only mandated sealing,
not cutting off power. The
Deputy Collector defended
the move, citing the need
to prevent potential short
circuits in the sealed prem-
ises.

Another  confrontation
occurred when a property,
previously shut down fol-
lowing a Supreme Court
order, was listed for action
by the GSPCB. Authorities
proceeded to seal it and
disconnect its power sup-
ply despite the owner’s ob-
jections.

Two stakeholders pre-
sented pending applica-
tions for the required GSP-
CB certificates, and officials
assured them that the seals
would be removed once ap-

provals were granted.

Five structures, which had
been undergoing disman-
tling for the past two days,
were allowed to continue the
process until completion.

Meanwhile, four more
resorts opted to dismantle
their properties after see-
ing officials arrive for seal-
ing. By the end of the day, a
total of nine properties had
been voluntarily removed
by their operators.

Some properties still had
guests on-site at the time of
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sealing, and they were per-
mitted to vacate before the
enforcement took place.
Given the expansive area
of the resorts, authori-
ties chose to seal only the
main entrances, leaving
huts and restaurants in-
side untouched. However,
strict warnings were issued

against operating the prem-
ises in any capacity, with
officials cautioning of strict
penalties for violations.

The Deputy Collec-
tor was also tasked with
submitting a compliance
report to the High Court
detailing the enforcement
actions carried out.

Citizen wants
DGP to probe bull

MARGAO: Following the tragic
death of 32-year-old caretaker
Mehboob Walikar from Zuari Na-
gar, who was fatally attacked by a
fighter bull near Velsao lake, a con-
cerned citizen has filed a formal
complaint with the Director Gener-
al of Police (DGP), Alok Kumar.

The complainant stated that
the incident marks the second fa-
tality linked to illegal bullfighting
in Cortalim constituency

The complaint highlights that
despite ‘Dhirio’ being banned, such
events continue to persist in Goa,
endangering both public safety
and animal welfare. The complain-
ant referenced an earlier grievance
filed on January 10, 2025, which
allegedly went unaddressed, point-
ing to a pattern of inaction.

The complainant urges the DGP
to investigate and take strict legal
action against those responsible for
Walikar’s death, impound all fighter
bulls used for Dhirio—reportedly
more than 10 in the Cortalim constit-
uency—and enforce a crackdown.

CCP calls meet to tackle

PANJIM: The Department of
Urban Development has di-
rected the Corporation of the
City of Panaji (CCP) to convene
a meeting to address concerns
regarding abandoned vehi-
cles occupying crucial park-
ing spaces in the pay parking
zones of the capital city.

The directive follows a letter
from the Goa Civic and Con-
sumer Action Network (GO-
ACAN) highlighting the issue.
Additional Director of Urban
Development, Pankaj Rane,
has instructed the CCP Com-
missioner to hold the meeting
within two weeks, bringing
together officials from the
Traffic Police, Directorate of
Health Services (DHS), Fire
and Emergency Services, Po-
lice Department, and the pay
parking contractor.

“It is also learnt that the
