AGENCIES, BENGALU-
RU: Actor Ranya Rao has 
claimed that she has been 
subjected to custodial tor-
ture and falsely implicat-
ed in the high-profile gold 
smuggling case. In a letter 
addressed to the Additional 
Director General (ADG) of 
the Directorate of Revenue 
Intelligence (DRI), Ms Rao 
alleges that she was arrest-
ed directly from the aircraft 
and not from the airport ter-
minal, as officially stated. 

She further claimed she 
was physically assaulted, 
denied food and sleep, and 
coerced into signing blank 
documents under duress.

Her accusations come 
a day after a special court 
in Bengaluru denied her 
bail request. The case has 
taken a political turn, with 
the Karnataka government 
ordering a probe into the 

alleged involvement of Ms 
Rao's stepfather, Karnataka 
Director General of Police 
K Ramachandra Rao, and 
investigating possible laps-
es by law enforcement au-
thorities.

Ms Rao was arrested by 
the DRI at Kempegowda 
International Airport on 

March 3 after she was alleg-
edly caught smuggling over 
14 kg of gold from Dubai. 
However, in her letter from 
Parappana Agrahara Central 
Prison, she insists she was 
detained inside the aircraft 
before disembarking, con-
tradicting official reports.

The letter, submitted as 

part of a jail memo, con-
tains claims of mistreat-
ment. Ms Rao claimed that 
she was slapped multiple 
times, threatened with 
exposure of her father's 
identity, and forced to sign 
blank papers. She alleged 
that she was being framed 
to shield more influential 
individuals involved in the 
smuggling network.

But these allegations are 
questionable. Ms Rao wrote 
the letter on March 6. She 
was brought to court on 
March 9. The judge asked 
her three times whether 
there was any custodial 
torture, and she denied it 
thrice. Neither did her law-
yers raise any torture alle-
gations. 

On Friday, the Special 
Court for Economic Offenc-
es in Bengaluru rejected Ms 
Rao's bail plea.

AGENCIES, VADODARA: A 
Vadodara court on Satur-
day granted police custody 
of Rakshit Chaurasiya, a 
law student accused of kill-
ing one person and injuring 
seven others in a car ac-
cident on Thursday night. 
The court sent Chaurasiya 
to one day in custody fol-
lowing a late-night hearing 
on Friday, according to the 
city’s police commissioner, 
Narsimha Komar.

In their request for the re-
mand, the Vadodara police 
told the court that further 
investigation was required 
to establish the events lead-
ing up to the crash and to 
determine whether Chaur-
asiya was intentionally driv-
ing under the influence of 
intoxicants. The police are 
also investigating the rela-
tionship between Chaurasi-
ya and Praanshu Chauhan, 
the son of the vehicle’s own-
er, who was in the car dur-
ing the incident.

The court was informed 
that an inquiry was nec-
essary to understand why 
Chaurasiya, rather than 
Chauhan, was driving the car 
at the time of the accident. 
The police are also looking 
into Chaurasiya’s past and 
his associations with others 
present before the crash.

On Friday, police arrest-
ed Chauhan and identified 
a third individual, Suresh, 
who was reportedly with 
Chaurasiya and Chauhan 

in the hours leading up to 
the accident but was not 
in the vehicle when it oc-
curred. Blood samples from 
all three have been sent for 
forensic examination to de-
termine whether they had 
consumed any intoxicants 
together.

The police aim to clarify 
the details of the incident 
and any potential connec-
tions between the individu-
als involved as part of their 
ongoing investigation.

PTI, NEW DELHI: The Su-
preme Court is scheduled 
to hear on March 17 an 
NGO's plea seeking that the 
current practice of appoint-
ment of the Comptroller 
and Auditor General of In-
dia solely by the executive 
and the prime minister be 
declared violative of the 
Constitution.

The PIL, filed by the Cen-
tre for Public Interest Lit-
igation, also sought direc-
tion of the court mandating 
that the CAG shall be ap-
pointed by the President in 

consultation with an inde-
pendent and neutral selec-
tion committee comprising 
of the prime minister, the 
Leader of the Opposition 
(LoP) and the Chief Justice 
of India and in a transpar-
ent manner.

It said that the direc-
tion for appointment of 
CAG should be similar to 
the appointment of other 
bodies including Informa-
tion Commissions and the 
Central Vigilance Com-
mission.

The PIL will be taken up 

for hearing on Monday by 
a bench of justices Surya 
Kant and N Kotiswar Singh.

The plea filed through 
advocate Prashant Bhushan 
contended that the present 
mode of appointment of the 
CAG, which is done solely 
by the executive i.e. by the 
prime minister who hand-
picks any individual and 
recommends his name to 
the President for appoint-
ment, is unconstitutional as 
it is violative of Article 14 
and several basic features 
of the Constitution.

“The appointment of 
the Comptroller and Audi-
tor General of India solely 
by the executive and the 
Prime Minister of India 
undermines the independ-
ence of the office of the 
CAG, suffers from grave 
conflict of interest and 
thereby is detrimental to 
good governance and de-
mocracy in India. It is also 
manifestly arbitrary, det-
rimental to institutional 
integrity and violates sev-
eral basic features of the 
constitution,” the plea said.

SC to hear PIL challenging CAG 
appointment process on Monday

Militant arrested 
from Manipur‘s 

Kakching district

PTI, NEW DELHI: The op-
position INDIA bloc was 
formed for the Lok Sab-
ha elections and not state 
polls, senior CPI(M) leader 
Prakash Karat has said and 
called for a broader platform 
of secular opposition parties.

He also said the alliance 
should be looked at with a 
broader perspective so that 
it would not be stifled sole-
ly by electoral politics.

The Indian National 
Developmental Inclusive 
Alliance (INDIA) of oppo-
sition parties came togeth-
er ahead of the Lok Sabha 
elections to counter the 
BJP-led National Democrat-
ic Alliance at the Centre.

In an interview with PTI, 
Karat - the CPI(M) interim 
coordinator - also said there 
had been no discussions of 

the alliance at the nation-
al level after the Lok Sabha 
elections and added the 
constituent parties had their 
own equations in the states.

“It is a fact that the for-
mation of the INDIA bloc 
and the cooperation be-
tween its constituents in 
certain states, if not all, 
definitely led to the BJP los-
ing its majority in the Lok 
Sabha...,” Karat said.

“Subsequently, assembly 
elections have taken place 
and I think the biggest set-
back for the opposition has 
been Maharashtra, where the 
Maha Vikas Aghadi did very 
well in the Lok Sabha polls 
and the BJP alliance was re-
duced to a minority. But the 
reverse happened in the as-
sembly election,” he added.

The veteran CPI(M) lead-

er also said they had not 
been able to come to any 
conclusion as the opposi-
tion alliance did very well 
in Jharkhand.

“We are not yet able to 
come to any conclusion be-
cause the situation in states 
differ in a very big way. For 
instance, in Jharkhand, the 
alliance -- in which most 
of them are constituents of 
the INDIA bloc -- was able 
to defeat the BJP,” Karat 
told PTI.

“The general impression 
after these assembly elec-
tions is that the BJP recov-
ered ground in these polls. 
But I think it should not be 
directly linked to the for-
tunes of the INDIA bloc be-
cause the INDIA bloc was 
primarily set up to face the 
Lok Sabha elections,” he said.
