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PANJIM: The Goa Football 
Association (GFA) Presi-
dent Caitano Fernandes has 
bemoaned the lack of pas-
sion among Goan football-
ers and hoped that the State 
would be able to get back to 
its past glory.

Fernandes said, “The As-
sociation would focus on 
sending young players to 
the national championship 
and that half the squad 
would comprise players in 
the 19 or 20 age group and 
the rest would comprise 
senior players.”

Speaking to O Heraldo, 
the GFA president stat-

ed that there is a Content 
Management System (CMS) 
in place for all the age cat-
egory football leagues. 
This system is for players’ 
registration with the Asso-
ciation, which reflects on 
the football federation and 
all records are sent to the 
Asian Football Confedera-
tion (AFC).

Further, Caitano men-
tioned that earlier such a 
system was not present. 
Now, every U-13, U-15 and 
U-17 leagues players, which 
are going on, are part of this 
system.

He claimed that even 
though the CMS was in 
place for the last few years, 

it was not implemented 
properly.

He said, “When I stepped 
in, there was the issue of 
pending prize money for 
four years, leagues had 
stopped and only 
the Goa Profession-
al League was tak-
ing place and since 
those days a lot had 
changed. The asso-
ciation laid a strong 
foundation for the 
U-13 and U-15 and 
the results will 
show in the next four to five 
years.”

Goa won the U-17 wom-
en’s championship after 
22 years in tier 2. In the 

Santosh Trophy the State 
reached the final.

When pointed out that 
Goa had lost to Gujarat in 
the past, now Uttarakhand 
and the fans were wonder-

ing what was going 
on, the GFA pres-
ident said, “One 
had to accept the 
fact that the other 
States are

investing in 
training and their 
players are getting 
better facilities. 

The infrastructure is very 
good and their government 
is supporting them and all 
these factors are yielding 
results.”

He said, “The govern-
ment in Assam was pump-
ing money in Kokrajhar 
and had developed seven 
grounds. Meghalaya was 
building 11 grounds. In 
Goa, only one FIFA stand-
ard ground is available. The 
newly developed ground in 
Panjim is not yet handed 
over to the SAG.”

On the lack of State gov-
ernment support, Fer-
nandes stated that the As-
sociation was not getting it 
wholeheartedly.

“The Association re-
quired Rs 6 crore every 
year to run the various 
tournaments but they 
would end up getting less-

er amount. Chief Minister 
Pramod Sawant had prom-
ised that grants for football 
would be cleared shortly 
but till now no response. 
Actually, we should bring 
all the Sports Authority of 
Goa (SAG) grounds, under 
the control of Directorate 
of Sports and Youth Affairs, 
to hold matches for free but 
the Association is charged.

The Association conducts 
1,614 games, how can the 
GFA pay a huge amount? 
For the last two years, the 
Association has not re-
ceived the money which 
it incurred for the teams’ 
national participation,” ac-
cording to Fernandes.
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PTI, MUMBAI: The Indian

the semi-finals. 

The semi-finals will be 
played in a home and away 
format with the winners 
over the two legs playing 
the final on April 12 at the 
home of the higher-ranked 
team in the league table.

It is understood that a 
consensus has not been 
reached on Rohit as an 
automatic choice for cap-
taincy. Jasprit Bumrah’s 
fitness status is an issue 
and so does the lack of a 
distinct leadership pros-
pect in the next line of 
young Indian players.

Rohit was under pres-
sure to perform in Dubai, 
as a 1-3 series defeat in 
Australia accentuated his 
own poor form. But the 
triumphant run in the UAE 
has certainly given the 
skipper breathing space 
and elbow room.

But the question remains 
if the national selection 
committee will consider 
success in ODI format while 
deciding on the more chal-
lenging Test format, where 
the returns have been mod-
est of late.

The team suffered six 
hard-to-digest defeats in 
the last World Test Champi-
onship cycle.

“Technically, Rohit re-
mains the Test captain.

Tests,” a BCCI 
source told PTI on the con-
dition of anonymity.

However, he added that 
the national selection com-
mittee hasn't yet decided 

on the England series.
“The selection commit-

tee gets a break during 
IPL. Obviously with all 
matches televised, they 
always don't need to trav-

el unless they 
have some 
specific strat-
egy or they 
want to watch 
a particular 
player from 
up close,” the 
source added.

“So once 
IPL starts, the 
blueprint for 
England se-

ries will be drawn at some 
point. But (coach) Gautam 
Gambhir’s view point will 
have a lot of weightage," 
he added.

It is an open secret that 
Gambhir is a firm believer 
in current form and if one 
takes that parameter into 
account, it would be inter-
esting if the Indian captain 
enjoys the vote of confi-
dence of the head coach.

Gambhir has always 
propagated the “team-
first” policy and every-
one associated with In-
dian cricket knows that 
he believes in looking at 
the bigger picture, which 
is to prepare the core of 
the Test team for the next 
three to four years.

But for any decision to 
reach its logical conclusion, 
the head coach and chair-
man of selection committee 
Ajit Agarkar need to be on 
the same page.

PTI, SHILLONG: It is easier said than 
done but senior defender Sandesh 
Jhingan on Saturday said that the In-
dian football team's target is to beat 
Maldives and Bangladesh without 
conceding any goal in the upcoming 
international matches here.

India host Maldives in an interna-
tional friendly on March 19, before 
taking on a tricky Bangladesh on 
March 25 in their opening match of 
the 2027 AFC Asian Cup qualifying 
third round match.

Both the matches will be held at 
the Jawaharlal Nehru Stadium here 
as the Meghalaya capital is hosting its 
first international games. The match 
against Maldives will also mark the 
return of talismanic Sunil Chhetri 
from international retirement.

“Our main aim is to get the result in 
the Bangladesh match, as that would 
give us a good start in the Asian Cup 
Qualifiers, and I think the 10-day 
training ahead of that, along with the 
friendly against Maldives will greatly 
help us prepare for it,” Jhingan said.

“Our target is two clean sheet vic-
tories,” the 31-year-old was quoted as 
saying in an AIFF release.

The 40-year-old Chhetri had earli-
er hung his boots in June 2024 after 
a glorious international career after 
making his India debut in 2005. 

But he showed he is still a force to 
reckon with as has been seen in the 
2024-25 ISL which has turned out to 
be Chhteri's most prolific season.

He has scored 12 goals from 24 
matches to be the second highest 
scorer overall and highest among In-
dians. Head coach Manolo Marquez 

re-iterated the reasons behind why he 
coaxed Chhetri to return to wearing 
India jersey once again.

"Because it was a special situation, I 
spoke with the AIFF and Bengaluru FC 
before I called him. I spoke with Sunil 
and explained to him what I wanted 
from him," Marquez said.

"It doesn't matter if he's 40. The na-
tional team needs players who are in 
good form," the Spaniard said.

India are placed in Group C of the 
2027 Asian Cup qualifying third 
round along with Bangladesh, Hong 

Kong and Singapore, and only the 
top team qualifies for the continental 
showpiece.

It's is not going to be easy to top the 
group, and Marquez must be referring 
to that when he said "special situa-
tion".

"Sunil is the Indian top-scorer in the 
ISL, with practically double goals than 
the next player, who is Brison. After 
that are Subhasish, Irfan, Manvir... all 
of them are here with us in the nation-
al team. 

"We need players who score goals. 
In my four matches so far, we have 
only scored two goals - one of them 
from a set-piece. At this moment, the 
most important thing is to get results. 
Nothing else matters." 

The Indian squad held a 45-minute 
gym session on Saturday morning and 
had their first on-pitch training at the 
Jawaharlal Nehru Stadium, the match 
venue, later in the evening. 

Meanwhile, key winger Lallian-
zuala Chhangte will not report to the 
national camp here after suffering 
an injury while with his Indian Su-
per League club Mumbai City FC, the 
AIFF said.
