Illegal mosque, 33 houses on municipal
land may be demolished: Sambhal DM

PTI, SAMBHAL (UP):
An illegally constructed
mosque and 33 houses on
municipal land in Chan-
dausi town of Sambhal dis-
trict may be demolished
according to legal proce-
dures, a senior official said
on Monday.

The Sambhal district
has been tense since riots
broke out on November
24 last year during pro-
tests against a court-or-
dered survey of the
Mughal-era Shahi Jama
Masjid. The mosque has
been at the centre of a
major row after a petition
claimed that it was the
site of an ancient Hindu

temple. Four people were
killed and several others,
including police person-

nel, were injured in the
clashes.
During an inspection on

Tehsil Diwas, Sambhal Dis-
trict Magistrate Rajender
Pensiya visited municipal
land in Waris Nagar un-
der Chandausi Municipal
Council and found unau-
thorised constructions on
the property.

"The land belongs to the
municipal council. Illegal
registries were done with-
out any ownership. A total
of 34 structures, including
33 houses and a mosque,
have been built illegally,"
Pensiya said.

The matter was under
verification by the teh-
sildar for some time and
reports were previously
submitted to the sub-divi-

sional magistrate (SDM),
he added.

"During Tehsil Diwas,
we personally visited
two sites against which
complaints were made.
We inspected this loca-
tion today and will now
visit another. Any en-
croachment found will be
demolished according to
the law," he said.

The disputed land spans
approximately 6.5 bighas.

Asked about the next
move, the district mag-
istrate said, "Any struc-
ture built on encroached
land will be demolished
according to legal provi-
sions."

India shares concerns on pro-Khalistan

ED attaches assets of ex-VC,
registrar of Bhopal umver81ty

PTI, NEW DELHI: The
Enforcement Directorate
on Monday said it has at-
tached assets worth more
than Rs 10 crore of a for-
mer vice-chancellor of
Bhopal-based Rajiv Gan-
dhi Proudyogiki Vishwav-
idyalaya (RGPV) and oth-
ers in a money laundering
case linked to alleged
funds embezzlement in
the institute.

A provisional order
was issued under the
Prevention of Money
Laundering Act (PMLA)
to attach the proper-
ties of former RGPV

vice-chancellor Sunil
Kumar, ex-registrar
Rakesh Singh Rajput,
former finance control-
ler Hrishikesh Verma
and two bank officials
named Kumar Mayank
and Ramkumar Raghu-
vanshi, the Enforcement
Directorate (ED) said in
a statement.

The total value of the at-
tached assets is Rs 10.77
crore, the statement said.

The money laundering
case stems from an FIR
registered by the Bhopal
Police against the former
office-bearers of the uni-

versity for alleged embez-

zlement and diversion of :

funds worth Rs 20 crore
of the institute to private
persons and trusts.

The accused used the
funds for their personal
benefits, the ED said.

After conducting
searches in September
last year, the ED had said
that an analysis of bank
accounts found that the
funds of the universi-
ty were diverted for the
purpose of investment in
property, fixed deposit re-
ceipts, mutual funds and
jewellery.

PTI, DELHI: India and New
Zealand on Monday inked
an ambitious pact to insti-
tutionalise defence ties
and vowed to boost coop-
eration in the Indo-Pacific
even as Prime Minister
Narendra Modi flagged
concerns to his Kiwi coun-
terpart Christopher Luxon
over certain pro-Khalistani
elements indulging in an-
ti-India activities in the is-
land nation.

In his remarks, Modi,
referring to the 2019
Christchurch terror attack
and the 26/11 Mumbai
strike, said that terrorism in
any form is “unacceptable”.

“Strict action is necessary
against those guilty of terror-
ist attacks. We will continue
to cooperate together against
terrorist, separatist and radi-
cal elements,” he said.

“In this context, we
shared our concern about
anti-India  activities by
some illegal elements in
New Zealand. We are con-
fident that we will continue
to get the cooperation of
the New Zealand govern-
ment against all these ille-
gal elements,” he said.

At a media briefing, Sec-
retary (East) in the Ministry
of External Affairs Jaideep
Mazumdar said the issue of

activities of some pro-Khal-
istani elements in New Zea-
land came up for discussion
at the Mod-Luxon talks.

“We do alert our friends
to the activities of an-
ti-India elements in their
countries and their abuse
of freedom of speech and
other democratic freedoms
to glorify terrorism and to
threaten attacks against
our diplomats,” he said.

“The government of New
Zealand has been receptive
and has taken our concerns
on board in the past as
well,” he said, adding, “This
was also the reaction that
we got today”.

Justice Dept, FBI announce new task
force to probe Hamas over Oct 7 attack

AP, WASHINGTON: The
Justice Department on
Monday announced the
creation of a task force to
investigate Hamas for its
October 7, 2023, attack
on [srael as well as poten-
tial civil rights violations
and acts of antisemitism
by anyone supporting the
militant group.

Agents and prosecutors
participating in Joint Task
Force October 7, or JTF 10-
7, will investigate and look
to bring charges against
Hamas militants directly
responsible for the ram-
page in southern Israel,
the department said.

"The barbaric Hamas
terrorists will not win -
and there will be conse-
quences,” Attorney Gen-

eral Pam Bondi said in a
statement announcing the
task force.

The attack killed some
1,200 people, mostly ci-
vilians, and Hamas took
251 hostages. It touched
off an Israeli counter-
offensive that has de-
stroyed vast areas of
Gaza, displaced most of
the population and killed
over 48,000 Palestinians,
mostly women and chil-
dren, according to Gaza's
Health Ministry, which
does not say how many
were combatants.

The Biden administra-
tion's Justice Department
unsealed charges last
September against Ha-
mas leader Yahya Sinwar
and other senior militants
in connection with the at-
tack on Israel.

The impact of the case is
mostly symbolic given that
Sinwar was killed by Israeli
forces weeks later and sev-

It said the alleged an-
ti-Pakistan narrative ema-
nating from India vitiates
the bilateral environment
and impedes the prospects
for peace and cooperation
adding that it must stop.

India has repeatedly told
Pakistan that Jammu and
Kashmir was, is and shall
forever remain an integral
part of the country.

The India-Pakistan bi-
lateral ties nosedived and
the trade between the two
countries stopped after In-
dia abrogated Article 370
of the Constitution, revok-
ing the special status of the
state of Jammu and Kash-
mir and bifurcating into
two Union Territories on

August 5, 2019.

In an interaction with
Fridman, the US-based pop-
ular podcaster and comput-
er scientist, Modi recalled
that he had specially invit-
ed his Pakistan counterpart
Nawaz Sharif for his swear-
ing-in ceremony in 2014
with the hope that the two
countries could turn a new
leaf.

Yet, every noble attempt
at fostering peace was met
with hostility and betrayal.
We sincerely hope that wis-
dom prevails upon them
and they choose the path of
peace, he said.

Modi said he believed
that even the people of
Pakistan long for peace
because they also must be
tired of living in strife, un-
rest and relentless terror
where even innocent chil-
dren are killed and count-
less lives are destroyed.

Modi also called out Paki-
stan's long-standing role in
fostering terrorism, empha-
sising that the world was
no longer in doubt about
where the roots of terror
lie and added that time and
again, Pakistan has emerged
as the epicentre of terror,
causing immense suffering
not just to India but to the
entire world.
