Former Bihar chief min-
ister Rabri Devi and her
MLA son Tej Pratap Yadav
on Tuesday appeared be-
fore the Enforcement Di-
rectorate, which has also
summoned her husband
and RJD president Lalu
Prasad for questioning in
the land-for-jobs money
laundering case, official
sources said.

Devi, 66, reached the
ED office on Bank Road
here along with her eldest
daughter and Patliputra MP
Misa Bharti.

Hundreds of RJD work-
ers also reached the ED
office and raised slogans
hailing the mother-daugh-
ter duo.

Tej Pratap Yadav, 36, too,
appeared before the inves-
tigators. Prasad, 76, has
been asked to depose be-
fore the federal probe agen-
cy in Patna on Wednesday,
the sources said.

They suggested that the
fresh round of question-
ing was necessitated due
to some "additional facts"
emerging in the case.

The statements of the
three are to be recorded
under the Prevention of
Money Laundering Act
(PMLA), they added.

Misa Bharti, the eld-
est daughter of the RJD
supremo, said, "The ED
had summoned my family
members. So, we did our

Replying to a query from
journalists who had gath-
ered in large numbers,
Bharti, alleged “there could
be political motive behind
the ED getting active”.

"After all, it is such an
old matter. We have seen
agencies acting like this
whenever elections are to
be held anywhere,” said
the R]D leader, whose par-
ty is the BJP's principal
rival in Bihar, where as-
sembly polls are due later
this year.

RJD spokesman Ejaz
Ahmed said “it is now obvi-
ous that the B]JP unleashes
central agencies on its op-
ponents whenever it has to
face an election in a state.
We saw it in Jharkhand and
Delhi. Now it is being seen
in Bihar".

Prasad, Rabri Devi and
their younger son Tejash-
wi Yadav have been ques-
tioned by the ED in this
case earlier.

Last year, the ED filed
a chargesheet in the case
against Prasad's family mem-
bers before a Delhi court,
naming Rabri Devi and their
daughters Misa Bharti and
Hema Yadav as accused apart
from some others.

The probe pertains to
the allegation that Prasad,
during his tenure as the
railway minister in the
UPA-1 government at the
Centre, indulged in corrup-
tion for the appointment
of group D substitutes in
Indian Railways during
2004-2009.

Later, the ED claimed,
shares were transferred to
Prasad's family members
for nominal amounts.

PTI, MUMBALI: Flying from Mumbai Inter-
national Airport is set to become costlier
from next financial year with the private
airport operator MIAL proposing a steep
hike of Rs 463 in User Development Fee for
international passengers, while domestic
passengers will be charged a UDF of Rs 325.

At present, international passengers pay

a User Development Fee (UDF) of Rs 187,

which has been proposed to be raised to Rs
650, while domestic passengers do not pay

any such fee.

"The proposed tariff card, which has
been submitted to the Airport Economic
Regulatory Authority (AERA) for its ap-
proval, is in line with what the regulator
has approved for MIAL," a source told PTI.

At the same time, however, in a big re-
lief to airlines, MIAL has also proposed a
35% reduction in the landing and parking
charges at its facility for the fourth control
: period (FY2024-2029), according to the
. AERA website.

:  AERA has the mandate to determine all
tariffs for major airports in the country. An
airport which has or is designated to have a
capacity of 3.5-million passengers per an-
num or above falls in the category of major

airports.

In September 2024, Amazon's
Chief Executive Officer (CEO)
Andy Jassy announced his plans
to increase the ratio of individual
contributors to managers by 15%
by March 2025 end.
