LPSI, Vibhavari Gaonkar said after receiving information 
from PCR Panjim about the accident, they rushed to the 
spot and found Sanju lying on the ground next to his 
motorcycle.

He was shifted 
to the Piliem Dharbandora PHC in an ambulance, wherein 
the doctor on duty declared him brought dead.
The police conducted the panchanama and the body 
was sent for post-mortem examination to the South Goa 
District Hospital, Margao. The post-mortem report certi-
fied the cause of death due to “cranio cerebral damage 
consequent to blunt force impact”.
Police are conducting further investigations.

UP NATIVE SUCCUMBS TO INJURIES  
SUSTAINED IN A FALL
MARGAO: Thirty-five-year-old Maynodin Malli Najar, a 
Uttar Pradesh  native,
succumbed to injuries sustained in a fall at Birla, while 
undergoing treatment  in the Goa Medical College and 
Hospital at Bambolim.
Verna Police said they received a wireless message from 
Casualty Police, GMC, informing that the person above 
expired and accordingly a police team rushed to the spot. 
The police conducted the panchanama and sent the body 
for post-mortem examination. The report certified the 
cause of death due to “head injury”.
PSI Ramchandra Naik is investigating the case.

CARPENTER ASSAULTED BY MINOR,

The victim sustained grievous head injuries and a minor 
has been lodged in Apna Ghar, Merces. LPSI, Veronica 
Coutinho is conducting further investigations.

QUEPEM WOMAN ALLEGES ASSAULT,  
LODGES POLICE COMPLAINT
MARGAO:  A woman from Padi-Quepem lodged a com-
plaint with the Cuncolim Police that she was assaulted by 
Dilip Velip on March 17, between 9 am and 10 am.
The woman in her complaint alleged that the accused 
argued with the complainant over her relationship with 
another person and assaulted her with fist blows, slaps, 
and kicks, causing grievous head injuries.

BENAULIM RESIDENT FOUND DEAD  
IN AN OPEN GROUND
MARGAO: The body of Benaulim resident Willion Baptista 
was found hanging from a tree in an open ground in 
Pedda-Benaulim.
Colva Police responded to a phone call, reached the spot, 
and began investigations.
The body was shifted to South Goa District Hospital, 
Margao.
Inquiry revealed that on March 17, Baptista, in an intoxi-
cated state, assaulted his sister-in-law and fled.
An autopsy certified the cause of death as “asphyxia due 
to hanging”.

AMBAULIM WOMAN FOUND HANGING  
FROM RAFTER AT XELDEM
MARGAO: The body of an Ambaulim-Quepem resident 
was found hanging from the rafter in the rear side of a 
house in Dhavodxet-Xeldem.
Quepem Police said they received a phone call from PCR 
Panjim informing that the body of the deceased identified 
as Mariana Da Costa was found hanging from the rafter at 
the backside of the house at Xeldem. A ligature material 
nylon rope was found at the site.
The body has been preserved at South Goa District 
Hospital, Margao, for medico legal formalities. LPSI Rifha 
Barretto is investigating the case.

HC QUASHES WATER DISCONNECTION 
ORDER, DIRECTS IMMEDIATE RESTORATION
PANJIM: The High Court of Bombay at Goa has quashed 
the water disconnection order issued against Mahesh-
kumar and Pushpa Chinchakhandimath from Socorro, 
Porvorim, 
Ruling that it violated principles of natural justice, the 
Court noted that no show-cause notice was issued before 
action was taken.

Centre launched under Plastics Lighthouse Project implemented by Anubhuti Welfare Foundation

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CALANGUTE: The Tourism 
Department has replaced 
the Calangute beach gar-
bage cleaning contractor 
after complaints of ineffi-
ciency were filed by shack 
owners, villagers and envi-
ronmentalists.

Speaking to reporters, 
Calangute MLA Michael 
Lobo stated that  “ numer-
ous complaints had been 
received from shack own-
ers and others regarding 
the inadequate collection 
of garbage from the beach 
area. We had asked the 
tourism minister to change 
the contractor. We hope 
that the new contractor 
does a good job,” he said.

He also urged village 
panchayats in the coastal 
belt to clear waste from the 
"no-man’s land" between 
beach shacks and private 
properties, which has be-
come an informal dumping 

ground.
 “There is a large area be-

tween the shacks and the 
private properties behind 
the sand dunes, filled with 
beach vegetation, where 
people—tourists, picnick-
ers, and others—dump 

their waste, and it is never 
cleared. This needs to be 
cleaned because we must 
provide a clean beach for 
visitors, whether Indian or 
foreign,” he emphasised.

On Wednesday, the Can-
dolim panchayat conduct-

ed a beach cleaning drive 
following his appeal. “The 
Calangute panchayat is also 
undertaking daily clean-
ing. The village panchayats 
in Anjuna, Vagator, and 
Chapora must also take 
similar action,” he added.

Beyond the coastal belt, 
Lobo stressed the need for 
garbage clearance along 
roadsides in villages and 
in Mapusa, citing extensive 
waste dumping along the 
Mapusa-Siolim road.

 “Mapusa is a central 
hub where many people 
come to shop, but garbage 
is scattered everywhere. 
Residents from surround-
ing villages also bring their 
waste in bags and dump it 
on the roadsides. While it 
is difficult to stop this en-
tirely, the municipality and 
village panchayats must 
take responsibility by em-
ploying workers and ar-
ranging garbage collection 
vehicles,” he said.

Tourism Dept replaces beach 
cleaning contractor in Calangute

Action initiated after shack owners, other tourism 
stakeholders complained of garbage piling up on beach
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MARGAO:  The South Goa 
Advocates Association 
(SGAA) has strongly op-
posed the Margao Munici-
pal Council’s (MMC) move 
to mandate trade licences 
for advocates’ offices, ar-
guing that legal practice 
is neither a commercial 
activity nor a trade. The 
association has formally 
petitioned the MMC to re-
consider its decision, cit-
ing well-established legal 
principles upheld by the 
Supreme Court.

The SGAA, which rep-
resents over 850 lawyers 
practicing across six ta-
lukas in South Goa, con-
tends that MMC’s decision 
is fundamentally flawed 
and lacks legal backing. 
“The notices requiring ad-
vocates to obtain a trade 
licence are not only in-
correct but also contrary 
to well-established legal 
principles upheld by the 
Supreme Court,” stat-
ed SGAA president Adv  
Prasad Naik.

He explained that the 
Supreme Court has con-
sistently ruled that the le-
gal profession does not fall 
under commercial activity, 
citing judgments such as 
V Sashidharan v/s Peter & 
Karunakar & Others and 
MP Electricity Board and 
others v/s Shiv Narayan 
and others. Copies of these 
judgments were submitted 
alongside SGAA’s petition 
to the MMC.

MMC chairperson Damu 
Shirodkar defended the 
civic body’s stance, as-
serting that the Council is 
empowered by municipal 
bye-laws to impose trade 
licence fees on advocates’ 
offices. He maintained 
that the council’s decision 
is in accordance with the 
law and that legal practi-
tioners would be served 
notices to comply with the  
requirement. 

“The MMC will proceed 
with issuing notices to 
advocates. They are free 
to challenge the decision 
if they wish,” Shirodkar  
stated.

The company has planned three 
flight schedules on March 19–24,

The arrival of this charter flight 
highlights the increasing interest 
among international travellers in 
exploring Goa’s rich cultural herit-
age, diverse traditions, and vibrant 
culinary offering. 
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PANJIM: The Goenchea Rapon-
karancho Ekvott (GRE) on 
Wednesday submitted a mem-
orandum to the Department of 
Fisheries, demanding that a ban 
be imposed on illegal LED  fish-
ing, which is destroying the fish-
ing resources of the State and 
badly affecting the livelihood of 
traditional fishermen.

Later speaking to mediaper-
sons, GRE general secretary 
Olencio Simoes said that they 
met Fisheries Minister Nilkanth 
Halarnkar at his Colvale resi-
dence and the director of fish-
eries and submitted their rep-
resentations to them. He sought 
to know how LED fishing was go-
ing on in the Goan waters when 
the matter was sub judice.

There were reports about 
illegal LED fishing in Goan wa-
ters on February 12, Olencio 
said, demanding to know what 
action has been taken against 
the vessel involved in the ille-
gality.

Simoes also took pot-shots at 
those who turned a Nelson's eye 
to the illegalities at the jetties.    

"The supervisors posted at the 
jetties across the State should be 
suspended as they had no fear of 
laws and the Court," he said.

Simoes said that during his 
recent visit to Sri Lanka, he saw 
how the livelihood of tradition-
al fishermen were destroyed 
due to rampant LED fishing 
there. He feared that the Goan 
traditional fishermen would 
meet the same fate if no meas-
ures were taken to stop illegal 
LED fishing. 

The GRE general secretary al-
leged that the boats from neigh-
bouring Malpe were entering 
into Goa waters and doing ille-
gal LED fishing during night. He 
demanded that the department 
immediately conduct raids and 
seize these boats.  

Simoes further said that the 
Goa Marine Fishing Regulation 
Act, 1980 be amended and strin-
gent fines be imposed on the  
violators.

First charter with

The taxi operators voiced their 
concerns over the move, citing 
threats to their livelihood. 

But after the meeting, both 
the Director of Transport 
Polumatla P Abhishek as well 
as the taxi operators stated 

that the discussions were con-
structive and suggested imple-
menting uniform rates that bal-
ance fair pricing for passengers 
while ensuring stable earnings 
for drivers.

“We had a productive and 
meaningful meeting with taxi 
operators and their leaders. We 
have proposed new framework 
and new ideas to the taxi Associ-
ation and how they can improve 
their businesses and adopt new 
technologies to ensure taxi ser-
vices are available as a matter of 
convenience. The taxi operators 

have requested that some time 
be given to them so that they can 
consult their own stakeholders. 
They are ready to work in a pos-
itive manner with solutions,” Ab-
hishek said.

Abhishek said that the depart-
ment has suggested solutions 
compiled in a booklet including 
all the aspects of solution. “We 
should adopt uniform rates and 
earning of drivers be protected 
irrespective of what kind of ser-
vice and what kind of aggregator 
and also ensure convenience of 
locals and tourists.
