PTI, NEW DELHI: Retirement fund 
body EPFO has added 17.89 lakh 
net members in January this year, 
reflecting a year-on-year growth of 
11.67%, according to payroll data 
released on Thursday. 

An in-
crease of 
11.48% has 
been regis-
tered in net 

payroll addition in the month 
under review compared to De-
cember 2024, a labour ministry 
statement said.

According to the statement, the 
Employees' Provident Fund Or-
ganization (EPFO) has released 
provisional payroll data for Janu-
ary 2025, revealing a net addition 
of 17.89 lakh members.

Further, the year-on-year anal-
ysis reveals a growth of 11.67% 
in net payroll additions compared 
to January 2024, signifying in-
creased employment opportuni-
ties and heightened awareness of 
employee benefits, bolstered by 
EPFO's effective outreach initia-
tives, it added.

The EPFO enrolled around 8.23 

lakh new subscribers in January 
2025. The new subscribers ad-
dition shows a growth of 1.87% 
year-on-year. 

It also stated that a noticeable 
aspect of the data is the domi-
nance of the 18-25 age group, as 
4.70 lakh new subscribers were 
added in the category, constitut-
ing a significant 57.07% of the 
total new subscribers added in 
January 2025. 

New subscribers in the 18-25 age 
group added in the month show a 
growth of 3.07% year-on-year.

Further, the net payroll addition 
for the age group 18-25 for January 
2025 is approximately 7.27 lakh, 
reflecting an increase of 6.19% 
compared to December 2024 and 
an 8.15% growth year-on-year. 

This is in consonance with the 
earlier trend, which indicates that 
most individuals joining the or-
ganised workforce are youth, pri-
marily first-time job seekers, the 
statement said.

The payroll data highlights that 
approximately 15.03 lakh mem-
bers exited and subsequently re-
joined EPFO, reflecting a 23.55% 

growth year-on-year. 
These members switched their 

jobs and re-joined the establish-
ments covered under the ambit 
of EPFO and opted to transfer 
their accumulations instead of 
applying for final settlement thus 
safeguarding long-term financial 
well-being and extending their 
social security protection.

Gender-wise analysis of payroll 
data unveils that out of the total 
new subscribers added during 
the month, around 2.17 lakhs are 
new female subscribers. This fig-
ure exhibits significant year-over-
year growth of 6.01%.

Further, the net female payroll 

addition during the month stood 
at around 3.44 lakh, reflecting a 
year-on-year increase of 13.48%. 

It also depicts a significant 
year-over-year growth of 13.58% 
compared to January 2024. The 
growth in female member addi-
tions is indicative of a broader 
shift towards a more inclusive and 
diverse workforce.

State-wise analysis of payroll 
data denotes that the top five 
states/ UTs constitute around 
59.98% of net payroll addition, 
adding a total of around 10.73 
lakh net payroll during the month. 

Of all the states, Maharashtra 
is leading by adding 22.77% of 

net payroll during the month. 
The states/UTs of Maharashtra, 
Karnataka, Tamil Nadu, Gujarat, 
Haryana, Delhi, Uttar Pradesh 
and Telangana individually added 
more than 5% of the total net pay-
roll during the month.

Month-on-month comparison 
of industry-wise data displays sig-
nificant growth in the net payroll 
addition working in establish-
ments engaged in industries like 
expert services, financing estab-
lishment, and road motor trans-
port, among others.

Of the total net payroll addition, 
around 39.86% addition is from 
expert services (consisting of 
manpower suppliers, normal con-
tractors, security services, miscel-
laneous activities etc.).

The payroll data is provisional 
since data generation is a con-
tinuous exercise as updating em-
ployee records is a continuous 
process. The previous data gets 
updated every month.

Since April 2018, the EPFO has 
been releasing payroll data cov-
ering the period from September 
2017 onwards.

PTI, NEW DELHI: The 
Heavy Industries Ministry 
has directed Automotive 
Research Association of 
India (ARAI) to probe the 
mismatch between Ola 
Electric's reported sales 
figures and actual vehicle 
registrations along with 
numerous consumer com-
plaints against the Bhavish 
Aggarwal-owned electric 
two-wheeler maker and 
submit a report within 15 
days, sources said.

While the total number 
of registrations by Ola Elec-
tric on the Vahan portal for 
February stood at 8,652, 
the company had reported 
sales of over 25,000 units 
during February 2025. As 
of March 20, the compa-
ny's registrations stood at 
11,781 on the Vahan portal.

Ola Electric is a benefi-
ciary of the FAME II and PM 
E-DRIVE schemes and its el-
igibility certificate has been 
provided by ARAI, a certifi-
cation and testing agency 
under the administrative 
control of the ministry.

"It is the responsibili-
ty of ARAI to ensure that 
the guidelines of the PM 
E-DRIVE Scheme are fol-
lowed. The ARAI will probe 
the sales figures mismatch 
and also the consumer 
complaints against Ola 
Electric. We have told ARAI 
to submit a report within 
15 days," officials said, re-
questing anonymity.

Ola Electric has been 
facing regulatory heat 
with multiple authorities 
including consumer rights 
regulator CCPA ordering 

probes into complaints 
related to alleged "defi-
ciencies" in services and 
electric two-wheelers man-
ufactured by the company.

When contacted, Ola Elec-
tric declined to comment.

However, sources said, 
due to negotiations with 
registration agencies, Va-
han numbers for February 
have been temporarily im-
pacted and the same was 
informed to the stock ex-
changes on February 19.

"The company's registra-
tion process is now back 
on track and daily registra-
tions of around 1,500 are 
almost double of the aver-
age daily sales of around 
800. With this process in 
place ,the company has 
fast-tracked the clearance 
of the registration backlog," 
a source said.

The company expects 
to register all the vehicles 
sold in February within 
March itself, the source 
said, adding that vehicles 
sold in the last week of 
March may have a registra-
tion spill-over in the first 
week of April 2025.

AGENCY, NEW DELHI: The market reg-
ulator has proposed changing the rules 
around employee stock options plans (ES-
OPs) to help founders benefit from their 
ESOPs, even if they have to be classified as 
promoters when the company is about to 
list.

In a consultation paper released on 
March 20, the Securities and Exchange 
Board of India (SEBI) has proposed that a 
person who ceases to be an employee after 
having been identified as a promoter be al-
lowed to continue to hold their ESOPs, pro-
vided those ESOPs or other benefits were 
issued one year before the company comes 
out with an initial public offer (IPO).

Under the SEBI (Share Based Employee 
Benefits and Sweat Equity) or (SBEB and 
SE) Regulations, ‘promoters’ and ‘mem-
bers of promoter group’ are not entitled 
to receive ESOPs and an employee cannot 
be a promoter or member of the promoter 
group.

But there may be cases were founders 
are listed as promoters for an IPO, based on 
their holding including the options which 
were vested, because public-issue norms 
require that. In such a scenario, the ex-
isting norms do not clearly state whether 
the employee with the ESOP (such as the 
founder) can exercise their ESOPs.

To resolve these ambiguities, the reg-
ulator has suggested that the following 

amendment be made.
An explanation may be inserted under 

Regulation 9(6) of the SBEB Regulations, 
2023 to state the following:

“Explanation 2: an employee, identified 
as a “promoter” or “promoter group” in the 
draft offer document filed by a company in 
relation to an initial public offering, who 
was granted options, SARs or other bene-
fits under any scheme prior to being iden-
tified as a “promoter” or “promoter group”, 
as the case may be, shall be eligible to con-
tinue to hold, exercise or avail any such op-
tion, SAR or benefit, in accordance with its 
terms and granted, prior to one year from 
the date when the Company (i.e. its’ Board) 
decides to undertake Initial Public Offering 
and, in compliance with these Regulations.”

US Fed projects 
slower growth 

ahead in America
AGENCY, NEW YORK: The 
Federal Reserve held its 
benchmark interest rate 
unchanged despite worry 
about the economy’s trajec-
tory as a result of President 
Trump’s trade war impact. 
According to some analysts, 
a US recession may be expe-
rienced shortly.

The Federal Reserve kept 
its key interest rate steady 
amid uncertainty about the 
economy’s trajectory due 
to President Trump’s trade 
war effects. Since Jan, the 
Federal Reserve’s policy 
committee has maintained 
a fed funds rate range of 
4.25% to 4.5%.

President Trump has 
been vocal on interest 
rates to be low in the econ-
omy. On March 20, a day 
after the FOMC meeting, 
Trump posted – “In a The 
Fed would be MUCH bet-
ter off CUTTING RATES as 
US tariffs start to transi-
tion (ease!) their way into 
the economy. Do the right 
thing. April 2nd is Libera-
tion Day in America!!!”

Fed chief Powell aid, 
“Policy is not on a preset 
course. As the economy 
evolves, we will adjust our 
policy stance in a manner 
that best promotes our 
maximum employment 
and price stability goals.

If the economy remains 
strong and inflation does 
not continue to move sus-
tainably toward 2%, we can 
maintain policy restraint 
for longer. If the labor mar-
ket were to weaken unex-
pectedly or inflation was 
to fall more quickly than 
anticipated, we can ease 
policy accordingly. 

Bank of England 
puts interest  
rates on hold

AP, LONDON: The Bank of 
England kept its main UK 
interest rate unchanged 
at 4.5% on Thursday even 
though the economy is 
barely growing and the na-
tion faces more uncertainty 
in light of the tariff policies 
being enacted by the Trump 
administration in the US.

The decision by the 
nine-member Monetary 
Policy Committee was 
widely expected, and 
comes a day after the US 
Federal Reserve also kept 
interest rates unchanged.

Minutes from the meet-
ing showed that eight 
members voted to keep 
policy unchanged, with 
one backing a quar-
ter-point reduction.

The rate-setting panel 
has reduced the Bank of 
England's main rate from a 
16-year high of 5.25% by a 
quarter of a percentage on 
three occasions since last 
August, most recently in 
February, after inflation fell 
from the multi-decade highs 
of over 10% reached in the 
wake of the sharp spike in 
energy prices following Rus-
sia's full-blown invasion of 
Ukraine in early 2022.

However, inflation, at 
3%, remains above the 
bank's 2% target and is 
set to push higher in com-
ing months, even without 
accounting for any tariffs 
imposed by the Trump ad-
ministration. Many econo-
mists think it could rise as 
high as 4% in the coming 
months as businesses are 
raise prices as a result of 
a big increase in the min-
imum wage and higher 
payroll taxes.
