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India skips Pak day event, cites
terror support as peace hurdle

g PTI, NEW DELHI: For the
: second consecutive year,
i India skipped a national
i day reception hosted by the
: Pakistani high commission
¢ here even as it described Is-
i lamabad's "active" backing

New Delhi also slammed

Warraich's comments

India's remarks came after Paklstanl Charge d'Affaires
Saad Ahmad Warraich said a "new dawn" in relations
between the two nations can emerge by enhancing
mutual understanding, addressing shared concerns
and resolving “long-standing disputes" including the

Kashmir issue

came at the reception host-
ed by the Pakistani high
commission last night.

Like last year, there was
no representation from the
Indian side at the event. Itis
not clear whether Pakistan
invited Indian officials for
the reception.

Asked whether the Paki-
stan high commission ex-
tended an invitation for the
event, External Affairs Min-
istry spokesperson Randhir
Jaiswal said he didn't have
information on it.

However, he added: "As
for invitations, they de-
pend on relationships,
don't they? Acceptance of
invitations depends on the

nature of the relationship."

In his remarks, Jaiswal
also referred to his state-
ment on Tuesday that was
issued after Pakistan criti-
cised Prime Minister Nar-
endra Modi for certain crit-
ical remarks on Pakistan.

In the statement, Jaiswal
said Pakistan should vacate
Indian territory under its
"illegal" occupation instead
of "spreading lies".

"In that particular state-
ment, we had, among other
things, mentioned that the
world clearly knows that
the real issue is Pakistan's
active promotion and spon-
sorship of cross-border ter-
rorism," the spokesperson

said.

"In fact, this is the big-
gestroadblock to peace and
security in the region," he
said.

India has been maintain-
ing that it desires normal
neighbourly relations with
Pakistan while insisting
that the onus is on Islam-
abad to create an environ-
ment free of terror and hos-
tility for such engagement.

Modi in a recent podcast
said that every attempt to
foster peace with Pakistan
was met with hostility and
betrayal and that he hoped
wisdom would prevail on
the leadership in Islamabad
to improve bilateral ties.

"And obviously, it shows
the kind of approach his
hosts have and what it
means for us, and what it
means in terms of giving so
much support to a person
who is wanted here," he said.

Negotiations with US
underway for trade-
deal framework: India

PTI, NEW DELHI: With
just 11 days left for US
President Donald Trump's
tit-for-tat tariffs to kick
in, India on Friday said its
negotiations with Wash-
ington are underway to
build a framework for a
bilateral trade pact that
would address issues re-
lating to levies and mar-
ket access.

India remains engaged
with the US administration
at "various levels" to arrive
at a mutually-beneficial
trade agreement, Ministry
of External Affairs (MEA)
spokesperson Randhir
Jaiswal said at his weekly
media briefing.

Jaiswal, however, did not
directly respond to queries
on whether India is expect-
ing some kind of a waiver
from Trump's reciprocal
tariff that comes into effect
on April 2.

The US president indi-

cated on Wednesday that
Washington will not spare
India from the new tariff
regime, saying he has a
"very good" relationship
with New Delhi and has a
"problem" with its tariff
structure.

"India and the US are in
the process of taking bilat-
eral trade negotiations for-
ward," Jaiswal said.

"The two governments
are actively working to
build a framework for the
BTA, which would aim to
expand trade, enhance
market access, reduce tar-
iff and non-tariff barriers
and deepen supply-chain
integration,” he said.

"In this endeavour, our
minister of commerce and
industry visited the US
from March 3 to 7 and held
discussions with the US
secretary of commerce and
US trade representative,”
he added.

PTI, MEERUT (UP):
Meerut Police has bust-
ed an illegal international
telephone exchange oper-
ating from a house, which
was allegedly being used
to convert international
VoIP calls into local voice
calls, causing significant
revenue losses to the In-
dian government, officials
said Friday.

Four men have been
arrested, while three oth-
ers are absconding. Over
200 SIM cards, SIM boxes,
and other communication
equipment were allegedly
recovered, police said.

Superintendent of Po-
lice (Rural) Rakesh Kumar
Mishra said the illegal ex-
change, running from the
upper floor of Junaid's
house in Lakhipura, was
exposed during a raid led
by Lisadi Gate SHO Subhash

Chandra Gautam and SWAT
team in-charge Arun Ku-
mar Mishra. The arrested
individuals have been iden-
tified as Junaid, his brother
Shakib, Aris, and Asif, while
efforts are underway to ap-
prehend the absconding ac-
cused Shahrukh, Zeeshan,
and Haji Irfan.

According to police, the
accused had been illegally
converting  international
VolIP calls into regular voice
calls, making it difficult to
trace caller identities and
resulting in financial losses
to the exchequer. The gang
allegedly earned Rs 20,000
to Rs 25,000 daily through
this operation.

Investigations revealed
that Junaid and Zeeshan
allegedly hatched the plan
and secured an investment
of Rs four lakh from Haji
Irfan, who was promised

60 per cent of the profits. :
They then roped in Asif, :
who set up the exchange :
for Rs 3.45 lakh with the :
help of Shahrukh, who pro- :
vided SIM cards, SIM box- :
es, and technical expertise, :

the officer said.

The exchange was initial-
ly tested at Rizwan's house :

"However, as soon as I
got the opportunity, I ran
away and came back," Lalita
told PTI Videos.

"I do not have a mobile
phone, so I was unable to
contact my family mem-
bers," she said.
