French IS jihadist who held journalists

ets life sentence

ARIS: A French court on Friday sentenced a French
jihadist to life in prison for holding four journalists
captive more than a decade ago in war-torn Syria. Mehdi
Nemmouche, 39, was convicted of having held the French
reporters hostage for the Islamic State jihadist group from
June 2013 to April 2014. The sentence carries a minimum
term of 22 years before he is eligible for parole. All four
journalists during the trial said they clearly recognised
Nemmouche's voice and manner of speech as belonging
to a so-called Abu Omar, who terrorised them and made
sadistic jokes while they were in captivity. Nemmouche
denied ever being their jailer, only admitting in court
that he was an IS fighter in Syria. From the beginning of
the trial last month, he has claimed only to have fought
against the forces of former president Bashar al-Assad,
who Islamists previously linked to Al-Qaeda helped topple
in December.

Tourist killed as boat capsizes off

Indonesia's Bali

JAKARTA: A boat carrying 16 people has capsized in
rough waters off Indonesia’s resort island Bali, killing an
Australian woman and injuring at least one other person,
authorities said Saturday. The Sea Dragon 2 boat was
travelling to Nusa Penida, a popular island near Bali,

on Friday morning when it was hit by large waves, the
island's police chief Ida Bagus Putra Sumerta told AFP.
The passengers, which included 11 Australian tourists,
were rescued by a nearby boat. At least two people

were rushed to hospital, with one tourist pronounced
dead, Ida said. Another was treated for a burn injury.
Australia's Department of Foreign Affairs and Trade said
in a statement that at least two Australians were injured
and that it was providing consular services to the family of
another who was reported dead.

Peru interior minister sacked over

violent crime wave

LIMA: Peru's Congress on Friday voted to dismiss the
country's interior minister over his failure to contain a
spike in violent crime following the murder of a popular
singer. MPs voted by 79 votes in favor to 11 against

to remove Juan Jose Santivanez from office over

"his political responsibility and inability to tackle the
wave of citizen insecurity facing the country.’ Twenty
lawmakers abstained. The minister's dismissal comes
amid heightened emotions in the South American country
following the shooting dead Sunday of cumbia star Paul
Flores, 39, by hitmen who attacked his tour bus after a
concert outside the capital Lima. Flores's Armonia 10
band was being ransomed by a criminal gang, which had
threatened to kill the lead singer unless the group paid it
protection money. Friday's vote of no-confidence in the
interior minister came just before a demonstration in Lima.

Last of six foreign hikers missing

in Philippines rescued

MANILA: Four foreign hikers who had been missing for
days in a mountainous area of the central Philippines
were rescued Saturday, local authorities said, a day after
their two companions were found safe. The six-man
group, which included German, British, Russian and
Canadian nationals, had set out on Wednesday for what
was to be a four-hour excursion in an area of Negros
Oriental province officials said was hit by a downpour.
“The army rescuers found them in the vicinity of the Silab
hydropower plant,” said Jose Lawrence Silorio, a rescue
official in the municipality of Amlan, near the province's
Balinsasayao Twin Lakes Natural Park. Police identified
the men as Germans Aldwin Fink, 60, and Wolfgang
Schlenker, 67; Russian Anton Chernov, 38; and 50-year-
old Canadian Terry De Gunten. Philippine Army personnel
found the hikers in a mountainous area thick with
vegetation, said investigator Leo Gil Villafranca.

Central Spanish town under threat

from flooding

MADRID: The city of Avila near Madrid was partially under
water on Saturday as authorities mobilised to deal with
the flooding, caused by weeks of intense rainfall across
Spain. Television images showed several neighbourhoods
in Avila, a city famous for its fortifications located

about 100 kilometres from the Spanish capital, and
surrounding agricultural areas completely flooded by
overflow from the Adaja River. "We have maintained a
state of emergency and alert in the city of Avila,” Mayor
Jesus Manuel Sanchez Cabrera said on public television,
referring to the authorities’ mobilisation efforts.
Authorities fear that melting snow from the surrounding
mountains will further exacerbate the situation, though
low temperatures could delay the impact.

Lebanon fires rockets,
Israel retaliate ‘'severely’

AP, BEIRUT (LEBANON):
Israel struck Lebanon on
Saturday in retaliation for
rockets targeting Israel,
killing two, including a
child, in the heaviest ex-
change of fire since the
ceasefire with the Lebanese
militant group Hezbollah.

Earlier, rockets were
fired from Lebanon into
Israel, for the second time
since December, sparking
concern about whether
the fragile ceasefire would
hold. A Hezbollah official
told The Associated Press
Saturday that it was not
responsible for the at-
tack, calling it “primitive,”
speaking on condition of
anonymity as they are not
authorised to speak to the
media.

Israel had said that it
would respond “severely”
to the attack from Lebanon
early Saturday morning,

when rockets were fired
into northern Israel. Isra-
el's army said the inter-
cepted rockets targeted the
Israeli town of Metula.

Lebanon's health minis-
try said Saturday that the
strike in the southern vil-
lage of Touline also wound-
ed eight others.

Hezbollah began launch-
ing rockets, drones and
missiles into Israel the
day after Hamas' October
7, 2023 attack out of Gaza
ignited the war there. The
[srael-Hezbollah  conflict
boiled over into an all-out
war in September as Is-
rael carried out massive

waves of airstrikes and
killed most of the militant
group's senior leaders. The
fighting killed more than
4,000 people in Lebanon
and displaced about 60,000
Israelis.

Under the ceasefire
reached in November, Is-
raeli forces were supposed
to withdraw from all Leba-
nese territory by late Janu-
ary. The deadline was then
extended to February 18 by
agreement between Leba-
non and Israel.

But since then, Israel has
remained in five locations
in Lebanon, across from
communities in northern
Israel, and has carried out
dozens of airstrikes on
southern and eastern Leb-
anon, saying it attacked
Hezbollah. Lebanon has
appealed to the UN to pres-
sure Israel to fully with-
draw from the country.

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UK government orders probe
into Heathrow shutdown

AP, LONDON: The British
government on Saturday
ordered an investigation
into the country's “energy
resilience” after an elec-
trical substation fire shut
Heathrow Airport for al-
most a day and raised con-
cerns about the UK's ability
to withstand disasters or
attacks on critical infra-
structure.

While Heathrow Airport
said it was “fully operation-
al” on Saturday, thousands
of passengers remained
stuck, and airlines warned
that severe disruption will
last for days as they scram-
ble to relocate planes and
crews and get travellers to
their destinations.

After breaking fast, volunteers use Ramadan

as opportunity to give in Detroit

PTI, DEARBORN: After
a nightly iftar meal with
family members breaking
fast together during Rama-
dan, Nadine Daoud noticed
full pots and trays of un-
touched leftover food lining
the shelves of her grand-
mother's refrigerator. Too
often, she felt the food was
quickly forgotten and then
wasted.

The observations in-
spired her 2017 creation
of The Helping Handzzz
Foundation that brings
volunteers together each
year during the Islamic
holy month. They round up

spare food from families in
Dearborn where nearly half
the 110,000 residents are
of Arab descent and bring it
to people without homes in
neighbouring Detroit.

Daoud said the group's
efforts are emblematic of
Islam's emphasis on re-
specting and valuing re-
sources such as food and
matches Ramadan's focus
on self-discipline and em-
pathy toward those less
fortunate”.

Every family cooks a lot
of food to end the night
when you're breaking your
fast, Daoud said. And a lot

of food gets left over. And
we noticed that a lot of this
food was just getting stored
in the fridge and forgotten
about the next day.

What [ decided to do
was instead of sticking it
in the fridge and forget-
ting about it or throwing it
in the trash, I said, Let me
take it. I always see peo-
ple on the corners. Let me
help out and give it to them
instead with a drink and
a nice treat on the side.”
One recent night, Helping
Handzzz board members
Hussein Sareini and Daoud
Wehbi and four others en-

joyed an iftar prepared by

Sareini's mother.

When the meal ended, :
several attendees said some
of the daily prayers. Then, :
