Solution can't be far if there is dialogue:

PTI, IMPHAL: Supreme
Court judge, Justice B R
Gavai, on Sunday asserted
that all problems can be
solved through constitu-
tional means, stressing that
when dialogue takes place,
the solution is well within
reach.

Justice Gavai, who led a
team of five Supreme Court
judges on a two-day visit
to Manipur since Saturday,
said that the delegation
has learnt that everyone in
the ethnic strife-torn state
wants restoration of peace
and that nobody is interest-
ed in continuing the pres-
ent situation.

“Everything can be
solved through constitu-
tional means. If there is di-
alogue, the solution will not
be far. People staying in re-
lief camps want to return to
their homes. I am sure that
with the efforts of the gov-
ernor, peace and normalcy
would soon be restored in
Manipur,” he said, while ad-
dressing a function to mark
the 12th anniversary of the
establishment of the Mani-
pur High Court.

PTI, IMPHAL: At least
four militants of the

Drug trafficker held
after exchange of fire
with police in Arunachal

PTI, ITANAGAR: A drug
trafficker, wanted in sev-
eral cases, was arrested
in Arunachal Pradesh's
capital region after an ex-
change of fire between the
criminal and police person-
nel, a senior officer said on
Sunday.

Acting on a tip-off, a po-
lice team apprehended him
from Hollongi near here
on Saturday evening and
seized 12 grams of nar-
cotics substance and a US-
made sophisticated fire-
arm from his possession,
Capital Superintendent of
Police (SP) Rohit Rajbir
Singh told reporters.

Based on intelligence in-
puts, a police team asked
a vehicle to stop but it did
not, and as the suspect at-
tempted to flee the spot, the
police personnel chased the

four-wheeler and intercept-
ed it, the SP said.

Rohit (alias Ruhit) Basu-
matary, the accused drug
trafficker, then started fir-
ing at the police team, and
the police personnel led by
SDPO Kengo Dirchi retali-
ated, Singh said.

The SP also said the police
exhibited commendable re-
straint and professionalism,
ensuring no harm to civil-
ians. The accused was tak-
en to R K Mission Hospital
here for medical treatment,
and two officers were also
injured in the operation, the
SP said.

Basumatary has a long
history of serious criminal
offences, including rob-
bery, illegal arms posses-
sion, and drug trafficking,
across Assam and Aruna-
chal Pradesh.

WAGQF BILL ASSAULT ON CONSTITUTION, PART OF
BJP'S STRATEGY TO DAMAGE HARMONY: CONG

PTI, NEW DELHI: The Congress on Sunday described
the Waqf (Amendment) Bill as an “assault” on the Con-
stitution and alleged that the proposed legislation was
part of the BJP's “continuing attempts to damage” the
centuries-old bonds of social harmony.

The opposition party alleged that the BJP was try-
ing to “demonise minority communities” by spreading
propaganda and creating prejudices.

Congress general secretary in-charge communica-
tions Jairam Ramesh said the Waqf (Amendment) Bill,
2024 is “deeply flawed” and is aimed at diluting Con-
stitutional provisions that guarantee equal rights and
protection to all citizens, regardless of religion.

“The Waqf (Amendment) Bill, 2024 is part of the
BJP's strategy and continuing attempts to damage the
centuries-old bonds of social harmony in our uniquely
multi-religious society,” he said in a statement.

Itis part of the BJP's strategy and continuing attempts
to “defame traditions and institutions of minority com-
munities to keep our society in a state of permanent

gains”, the Congress leader

ment who not only partici-
pated in large numbers but
also firmly rejected the pro-
posed legislation.

The AIMPLB's 31-mem-
ber Action Committee has
resolved to adopt all con-
stitutional, legal and demo-
cratic means to oppose the
bill, which it has described
as “controversial, discrimi-
natory, and damaging”.

As part of the first phase

of the agitation, large sit-
ins have been planned in
front of the state assembly
in Patna on March 26 and
Vijayawada on March 29.

The senior leadership
of the AIMPLB, along with
representatives of nation-
al and state-level religious
and social organisations,
will participate in these
demonstrations, a state-
ment said.
