114 arrested so far for
March 17 violence in Nagpur

PTI, NAGPUR: As many as
114 people have been ar-
rested in connection with
the March 17 violence in
Nagpur, and the probe is
moving in the right direc-
tion, a senior police official
said on Tuesday.

Speaking to reporters,
Nagpur police commis-
sioner Ravinder Singal
said that the police were
probing into social media
posts circulated around
the time of the violence,
and some people involved
in uploading them have
been identified.

Large-scale stone pelt-
ing and arson took place
in several parts of Nagpur
on March 17 after base-
less rumours were spread
claiming that a "chadar"
with holy inscriptions was
burned during the VHP
protests demanding the
removal of Mughal em-
peror Aurangzeb's tomb
in Chhatrapati Sambha-
jinagar, according to the
authorities.

Thirty-three police per-
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Police personnel detain an activist during a protest by members of Muslim organizations against
the recent Nagpur violence, in Mumbai

sonnel, including three
Deputy Commissioner of
Police-rank officers, were
injured in the violence.
Following the violence, in
which one person lost his
life, a curfew was imposed
in several areas of the city
and was lifted on Sunday.
Singal said, "At least 13

cases have been registered,
and 114 people have been
arrested for the violence.
The accused were pro-
duced in court. The probe
is moving in the right direc-
tion."

The police department
has also got some leads in

Rs 858 crore for pollution control remains
unutilised due to lack of approval: Par panel

PTI, NEW DELHI: The
budgetary allocation of
Rs 858 crore for pollution
control in 2024-25 remains
unutilised due to lack of ap-
proval from the Union En-
vironment Ministry for the
continuation of the scheme,
a parliamentary panel has
said in its report.

In the report tabled in the
Rajya Sabha on Tuesday, the
department-related Parlia-
mentary Standing Commit-
tee on Science and Technol-
ogy, Environment, Forests
and Climate Change said air
pollution has assumed "gi-
gantic proportions”, affect-
ing not just Delhi but many

other cities.

"In such a scenario, the
committee is shocked to
note that amount to the
tune of Rs 858 crore allo-
cated for 'Control of Pol-
lution', which is 27.44 per
cent of the annual revised
allocation of the ministry,
remains unutilized since
the approval for continu-
ation of Control of Pollu-
tion Scheme till 2025-26 is
awaited,” the 31-member
panel headed by BJP Rajya
Sabha member Bhubane-
swar Kalita said.

"At a time when the min-
istry is required to address
the grave and critical chal-

lenge of deteriorating air
quality, the ministry has not
been able to decide the con-
tinuation of the concerned
scheme, as a result of which
not even 1 per cent of the
funds allocated for the
scheme have been utilized
so far;" the panel said.
Under the 'Control of
Pollution' scheme, the
Centre provides financial
assistance to pollution
control  boards/commit-
tees and funding for the
National Clean Air Pro-
gramme (NCAP) which
aims to reduce particulate
pollution in 131 highly
polluted cities by 40 per

cent by 2026 compared to
2019-20 levels.
The committee noted

that rising pollution not :

only leads to various health
issues but also harms the
environment.

"The scenario of air pol-
lution in the country is
indeed very grim and has
been affecting one and all,"

it said, recommending that

the ministry take serious
note of the reasons for this
gross underutilization.

It also observed that

while plantation drives
are carried out frequently,
the survival rate of these
plants is very low.
