2 killed, dozens wounded in
Russian attack on Kharkiv as
Trump lashes out at Putin

AP, KYIV: Russian drones
hit a military hospital, shop-
ping center and apartment
blocks in Ukraine's sec-
ond-largest city of Kharkiv,
killing two people and
wounding dozens, while US
President Donald Trump
voiced anger at Russian
President Vladimir Putin
for comments he made
about the leader of Ukraine.

Ukraine's General Staff
denounced the “deliber-
ate, targeted shelling” of
the military hospital late
Saturday. Among the casu-
alties were service mem-
bers who were under-
going treatment, it said.
Regional Gov. Oleh Syn-
iehubov said those killed
were a 67-year-old man
and a 70-year-old woman.

Ukraine's air force re-
ported that Russia fired
111 exploding drones and
decoys in the latest wave
of attacks overnight into

A Ukrainian serviceman improve his tactical skills at a

Sunday. It said 65 of them
were intercepted and an-
other 35 were lost, likely
having been electronically

jammed.
Ukrainian ~ President
Volodymyr Zelenskyy

said Sunday that over the
past week “most regions
of Ukraine” came under

Russian attack. Writing
on X, he said “1,310 Rus-
sian guided aerial bombs,
over 1,000 attack drones
- mostly Shaheds' - and
nine missiles of various
types, including ballistic
ones” had been launched
against Ukraine.
Zelenskyy also repeated

his assertion that “Russia is
dragging out the war," ech-
oing comments he made
Thursday in Paris that Rus-
sia is prolonging ceasefire
talks "just to buy time and
then try to grab more land.”

Russia's  Ministry  of
Defense, meanwhile, said
its air defense systems
shot down six Ukrainian
drones. It also claimed
Sunday that its troops had
taken control of a village in
Ukraine's partly occupied
Donetsk region. The Rus-
sian claim could not be in-
dependently verified, and
Ukraine did not comment.

According to Ukrainian
government and military
analysts, Russian forces
are preparing to launch a
fresh military offensive in
the coming weeks to max-
imize pressure on Kyiv
and strengthen the Krem-
lin's negotiating position
in ceasefire talks.

Taliban leader says there
is no need for Western
laws in Afghanistan

PTI, KABUL: The Talib-
an leader said on Sunday
there was no need for
Western laws in Afghani-
stan and that democracy
was dead as long as shar-
ia laws are in effect.

Hibatullah Akhundza-
da made the comments
in a sermon marking the
Islamic holiday of Eid Al-
Fitr, in the southern city
of Kandahar's Eidgah
Mosque. The 50-minute
audio of his message was
published on X by the Tal-
iban government's chief
spokesman  Zabihullah
Mujahid.

There is no need for
laws that originate from
the West. We will create
our own laws, Akhundza-
da said, speaking in Pa-
shto, while emphasizing
the importance of Islamic
laws.

The Taliban's inter-
pretation of sharia has
led to bans on Afghan
women and girls, who
have been excluded
them from education,
many jobs and most
public  spaces. Such
measures have isolated
the Taliban on the world
stage, although they
