PTI, MUMBAI: The Bom-
bay High Court has grant-
ed a 32-year-old woman's 
plea to terminate her 26-
week pregnancy over foe-
tal anomalies at a private 
hospital of her choice, em-
phasising her right to re-
productive freedom, bodily 
autonomy, and the right  
to choice.

A division bench com-
prising Justices Revati 
Mohite Dere and Neela 
Gokhale allowed the ter-
mination to be carried out 
at a private hospital of the 
woman's choosing, provid-
ed the hospital submits an 
affidavit affirming it meets 
all the requirements under 
the Medical Termination of 
Pregnancy (MTP) Act.

The provisions of the 
MTP Act don't allow ter-
mination of pregnancy 
beyond the 24-week gesta-
tion to be conducted in pri-
vate hospitals without the 
court's permission.

"Conscious of the right of 
the petitioner to reproduc-
tive freedom, her autono-
my over the body and her 
right to choice and having 
considered the medical 
condition of the petitioner, 
we permit the petitioner to 
terminate the pregnancy 
medically," the high court 
stated in its order dated 
March 28.

The court's decision 
followed the woman's ap-
peal to ensure that the 
procedure involved foetal 
heartbeat reduction to pre-
vent the baby from being  
born alive. 

The bench, however, 

directed that the medical 
board at the state-run J 
J Hospital offer an opin-
ion on the most suitable 
method to carry out the  
termination.

Bombay HC nod to 
terminate pregnancy 
with foetal anomalies
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PTI, BILASPUR: A wom-
an cannot be forced 
to undergo a virginity 
test as it violates Article 
21 of the Constitution, 
which guarantees her 
fundamental right to 
protection of life and 
liberty, including the 
right to dignity, the 
Chhattisgarh High 
Court has said.
Emphasising that Article 
21 is the ‘heart of fun-
damental rights’, the HC 
said granting permission 
for a virginity test would 
be against the "funda-
mental rights, cardinal 
principles of natural jus-
tice and secret modesty 
of a female". 
Justice Arvind Ku-
mar Verma made the 
observation in response 
to a criminal petition 
filed by a man who 
demanded his wife’s 
virginity test.

MARGAO: As realty space 
shrinks in North Goa and 
land sharks turn their gaze 
southwards, coastal villag-
es in Salcete are advocating 
a new approach to manage 
and regulate development 
in their respective com-
munities. As opposition 
to mega projects grows 
– whether luxury hotels 
or large housing develop-
ments – an emerging de-
mand has taken shape: vil-
lage panchayats are being 
asked to conduct carrying 
capacity studies to scien-
tifically evaluate what their 
communities can sustain.

In Varca, where gram 
sabha meetings have fre-
quently featured debates 
against large-scale devel-
opments, the panchayat 
has committed to working 
with consultants on such a 
study. The initiative comes 
as villagers face challeng-
es in blocking projects 
through traditional means, 
as developers often secure 
approvals directly from de-
partments like Town and 
Country Planning (TCP), 
Power, or PWD Water Sup-
ply, bypassing local govern-
ance structures.

Many cases throughout 
Goa have demonstrated 

that when panchayats delay 
or refuse permissions, pro-
ject developers frequently 
prevail in court on technical 
grounds, despite strong op-
position from village gram 
sabhas. Local concerns are 
often overshadowed by 
technical considerations 
that form the basis of per-
mit approvals, though some 
projects have been rejected 
for specific violations.

The carrying capaci-
ty studies aim to provide 
panchayats with scientific 

evidence to argue against 
overwhelming develop-
ment, demonstrating how 
new projects might strain 
existing infrastructure 
including water supply, 
roads, and electrical sys-
tems. Similar concerns 
were raised during a recent 
extraordinary gram sabha 
in Benaulim village, where 
residents opposed a mul-
ti-housing project citing 
infrastructure limitations, 
inadequate waste manage-
ment, lack of proper sewer-

age, and potential negative 
impacts on farmers and ex-
isting homes.

Benaulim residents re-
called passing a resolution 
for a carrying capacity 
study last year, though pro-
gress has been limited on 
this demand. Meanwhile, 
in Carmona, villagers have 
been putting together a 
village development plan 
aligned with the district de-
velopment plan.

Noida Lambo crash: Driver gets bail
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France: Marine 
Le Pen banned 

from public 
office

AP, PARIS: A French court 
on Monday barred Marine 
Le Pen from seeking pub-
lic office for five years, with 
immediate effect, for embez-
zlement – a hammer blow to 
the far-right leader’s presi-
dential hopes and an earth-
quake for French politics.

Although Le Pen can ap-
peal the verdict, such a move 
won't suspend her ineligibil-
ity, which could rule her out 
of the 2027 presidential race.

The court ruling was a 
political as well as a judicial 
temblor for France, hobbling 
one of the leading contend-
ers to succeed President 
Emmanuel Macron at the 
end of his second and fi-
nal term, scheduled to last 
into 2027.

So broad were the polit-
ical implications that even 
some of Le Pen’s political 
opponents reacted by saying 
that court had gone too far.

Le Pen herself wasn't 
around to hear the chief 
judge pronounce the sen-
tence that threw her career 
into a tailspin. By then, she’d 
already strode out of the 
courtroom, when the judge 
first indicated that Le Pen 
would be barred from of-
fice, without saying straight 
away for how long.

Although Le Pen didn't 
immediately comment, her 
supporters were quick to  
express disapproval.

AFP, MANDALAY, MYAN-
MAR: Myanmar declared a 
week of national mourning 
on Monday over the coun-
try's devastating earth-
quake, as the death toll 
passed 2,000 and hopes 
faded of finding more sur-
vivors in the rubble of ru-
ined buildings.

National flags will fly at 
half-mast until April 6 ‘in 
sympathy for the loss of life 
and damages’ from Friday’s 
massive quake, the ruling 
junta said in a statement.

The junta also announced 
a minute's silence on Tues-
day, to begin at 0621 GMT – 
the precise time the quake 
struck. People should stop 
where they are to pay trib-
ute to the victims, the junta 
said, while media should 
halt broadcasting and show 
mourning symbols, and 
prayers will be offered at 
temples and pagodas.

The announcement came 
as the tempo and urgency of 
rescue efforts wound down 
in Mandalay, one of the 
worst-affected cities and 

the country's second-larg-
est, with more than 1.7 mil-
lion inhabitants.

"The situation is so dire 
that it's hard to express 
what is happening," said 
Aung Myint Hussein, chief 
administrator of Manda-
lay's Sajja North mosque.

People prepared to camp 

out in the streets across 
Mandalay for a fourth suc-
cessive night, either unable 
to return to ruined homes 
or nervous about the re-
peated aftershocks that 
rattled the city over the 
weekend.

Some have tents but 
many, including young chil-
dren, have been bedding 
down on blankets in the 
middle of roads, trying to 
keep as far from buildings 
as possible for fear of fall-
ing masonry.

The junta said Monday 
that 2,056 have now been 
confirmed, with more than 
3,900 people injured and 
270 still missing, but the 
toll is expected to rise sig-
nificantly.

Three Chinese nationals 
are among the dead, Chi-
na's state media said, along 
with two French people, ac-
cording to the foreign min-
istry in Paris.

At least 19 deaths have 
been confirmed hundreds 
of kilometres away in Thai-
land’s capital Bangkok.
