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PTI,  DUBAI: Suspected 
US airstrikes battered re-
bel-controlled areas of 
Yemen into Wednesday, 
with the Houthis saying 
one strike killed at least 
four people near the Red 
Sea port city of Hodeida.

The intense campaign of 
airstrikes under President 
Donald Trump, targeting 
the rebels over their at-
tacks on shipping in Mid-
east waters stemming from 
the Israel-Hamas war, has 
killed at least 65 people, ac-
cording to casualty figures 
released by the Houthis.

The campaign appears 
to show no signs of stop-
ping as the Trump ad-
ministration again linked 
their airstrikes on the Ira-
nian-backed Houthis to 
an effort to pressure Iran 
over its rapidly advancing 

nuclear programme. While 
so far giving no specifics 
about the campaign and its 
targets, White House press 
secretary Karoline Leavitt 
put the overall number of 
strikes on Tuesday at over 
200.

Iran is incredibly weak-
ened as a result of these 
attacks and we have seen 
they have taken out Houthi 
leaders, Leavitt said. 
They've taken out criti-
cal members who were 
launching strikes on naval 
ships and on commercial 
vessels and this operation 
will not stop until the free-
dom of navigation in this 
region is restored.

The Houthis have not ac-
knowledged the loss of any 
of its leadership so far and 
the US has not identified any 
official by name. However, 

messages released by the 
leak of a Signal conversation 
between Trump adminis-
tration officials and their 
public comments suggest a 
leader in the rebels' missile 
forces had been targeted.

Other strikes into 
Wednesday targeted Hajjah, 
Saada and Sanaa governo-
rates, the rebels said.

The rebels say they've 
continued to launch at-
tacks against U.S. warships 
in the Red Sea, namely the 
aircraft carrier USS Harry S. 
Truman, which is launching 
the majority of the strikes 
on the Houthis. 

No warship has been 
struck yet, but the U.S. 
Navy has described the 
Houthi fire as the most 
intense combat its sailors 
have faced since World 
War II.

PTI, GRINDAVIK: A vol-
cano in southwestern 
Iceland that has erupted 
repeatedly for more than 
a year again belched lava 
and smoke into the air on 
Tuesday, just hours after 
authorities evacuated the

few remaining residents of 
a nearby fishing village.

The eruption began at 
9:45 am local time, trigger-
ing warning sirens in the 
town of Grindavik where 
webcams showed molten 
rock spewing toward the 
community. It had subsided 
by late afternoon, though 
the volcano was still active, 
Iceland's Met Office said.

Police and civil defense 
officials evacuated Grin-
davik and the Blue Lagoon 
geothermal spa, one of 
Iceland's biggest tourist 
attractions, after an ear-
ly morning earthquake 
swarm suggested an erup-
tion was imminent.

The community, located 
on the Reykjanes Peninsu-
la, was largely evacuated 
in November 2023 when 
the volcano came to life af-
ter lying dormant for some 
800 years.

About 40 homes were 
evacuated on Tuesday, 
though police reported that 
some residents refused to 
leave their homes.

Those individuals who 
choose to remain in the 
town don't seem to con-
sider that I have 50 people 
involved in this operation, 
some of whom are volun-
teers, lfar Lvksson, police 
commissioner in South Ice-
land, told local broadcaster 
RUV. I would ask that more 
consideration be shown to-
wards civil defense.

Iceland sits above a vol-
canic hot spot in the North 
Atlantic. The most disrup-
tive incident in recent times 
was the 2010 eruption of 
the Eyjafjallajokull volcano, 
which spewed clouds of ash 
into the atmosphere and 
disrupted trans-Atlantic air 
travel for months.
