Betul villagers demand 
closure of explosives unit

Navelim locals brace for 
power cuts during heat wave

Say P‘yat did not approve of company’s operations as 
stockpiling gunpowder puts neighbourhood at risk; 
worried about chemicals leaching into water bodies  
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MARGAO:  Residents of 
Navelim are set to face ad-
ditional challenges due to 
scheduled power outages 
from April 7 to 11, as the 
electricity department 
undertakes maintenance 
work such as tree cutting 
and greasing. During this 
period, several areas within 
the Navelim constituency 
will be without power from 
9am t 2pm.

The outages coincide 
with the start of the aca-
demic year, which means 
that schools in these ar-
eas will also be affected. 
Students will be forced to 
endure classroom hours 
without electricity in peak 
summer heat.

The power shutdown 
will impact a wide stretch 
of regions including Na-
velim, Mandopa, MES, and 

Davorlim, as 11KV feeders 
will be temporarily disabled.

On April 7, outages will 
hit areas such as the Na-
velim Church end, Rosary 
College area, Ratwaddo, 
Tulsi Bungalow, Telaulim 
Panchayat, Telaulim Chap-
el, Diana Soda Factory, Nag-
modem Four Roads, among 
others.

On April 8, power will be 
cut in Aquem-Baixo, Shan-
tinagar, Mandopa, Moddi, 
Blasco Hall, and Padre Pio 
area. On April 9, affected 
areas will include Main 
Gate, Shenvi School, Ghan-
tamorod, Fatima Church, 
and more.

On April 10, outages are 
scheduled for Baga Zori-
waddo, Pundaliknagar, 
Vasudev Nagar, and the 
Davorlim Panchayat area. 
Finally, on April 11, Don-
grim Shirodkar, Linendri, 
Matrix, and parts of the 

Rawanfond to Navelim 
road will face shutdowns.

While the power depart-
ment has stated that the 
outages are necessary for 
ongoing maintenance, resi-
dents have raised concerns 
about the added hardship 
of coping with the heatwave 
without electricity — espe-
cially in schools where fans 
and lights are essential.

Meanwhile, the power 
department has informed 
the public that a newly 
energised 200 KVA trans-
former at Rehana Ice Plant, 
Margao Industrial Estate, 
and Nessai is now oper-
ational. Authorities have 
urged the public to stay 
clear of the equipment 
for safety reasons. With a 
heatwave underway and 
widespread outages loom-
ing, residents — especially 
schoolchildren — are brac-
ing for a difficult week.
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MARGAO: Once a favoured 
spot for locals and tourists 
alike, Betalbatim Beach in 
Salcete is now reeling under 
a mounting garbage crisis, 
raising serious concerns 
about public health, tourism, 
and civic responsibility.

A large stretch of the beach 
is strewn with waste—plas-
tic, paper plates, cups, food 
scraps, diapers and other 
debris—transforming the 
once-pristine shore into an 
eyesore. The situation only 
came to light after alarmed 
villagers spoke out, prompt-
ing the Betalbatim Village 
Panchayat to scramble into 
damage control mode.

At the heart of the issue is 
a glaring lack of clarity over 

who is responsible for beach 
upkeep—the panchayat or 
the Tourism Department—
leaving a vital public space 
neglected.

Panchayat members 
pointed fingers at the Tour-
ism Department’s newly ap-
pointed contractor, who has 

failed to install even basic 
dustbins on the beach. With 
no proper waste disposal 
infrastructure in place, visi-
tors are left with little option 
but to litter, compounding 
the problem.

However, even in the few 
spots near the beach where 

there are dumpsters for 
visitors to leave their trash, 
the dustbins are not used - 
they are often seen tipped 
over, surrounded by piles of  
gabage

Despite workers being 
deployed by the contractor, 
clean-up efforts have been 
half-hearted. Several areas 
just 100 metres from the wa-
terline remain untouched, 
with garbage piling up daily. 
Locals say the workers are 
visible but ineffective, focus-
ing on limited zones while 
ignoring the worst-hit parts.

“The condition is dis-
graceful,” said Franklin 
Fernandes, a Betalbatim 
resident. “If tourists see the 
beach like this, they’ll never 
return. It’s embarrassing.”

He added that during 

a recent gram sabha, the 
panchayat had proposed sta-
tioning security personnel 
to monitor picnickers and 
ensure they clean up after 
themselves, but no such sys-
tem has been implemented 
yet.

Deputy Sarpanch Ilma 
Dias confirmed that the 
panchayat had launched a 
clean-up initiative. However, 
she admitted that the high 
weekend footfall has made it 
nearly impossible to keep up 
with the waste generation.

To address the problem 
long-term, the panchayat 
is considering imposing a 
fee on picnickers, with the 
funds earmarked for regu-
lar cleaning, dustbin instal-
lation, and improved waste  
management.

MARGAO:  Frustrated by 
continued inaction from 
the authorities, villag-
ers from Naquerim-Betul 
panchayat staged a protest 
outside the South Goa Dis-
trict Collector’s office in 
Margao on Friday, demand-
ing immediate intervention 
against Hughes Precision 
Manufacturing Pvt Ltd.

The villagers, angered by 
what they claim is a seri-
ous threat to public safety, 
issued a seven-day ultima-
tum for the authorities to 
act. They warned that if no 
steps are taken, larger agi-
tations would follow.

At the heart of their con-
cern is the significant quan-
tity of explosives still stored 
at the company’s premises, 
which they say poses a 
danger to thousands living 
nearby. The villagers have 
also indicated that they 
will approach the National 
Green Tribunal (NGT) if the 
issue remains unresolved, 
citing environmental and 
safety concerns.

The protest follows the 
explosion on March 20, 
when a fire at the compa-
ny’s gunpowder propellant 
storage unit triggered a 
blast. An FIR was subse-
quently filed by the deputy 
collector against the com-
pany’s management and 
staff for alleged negligence 

and endangering human 
life. But villagers argue that 
this is not enough—they 
want the company shut 
down permanently.

“The company’s pres-
ence is a direct threat to 
the village. We submitted a 
memorandum 17 days ago 
after the blast, but there 
has been no action,” said a 
villager.

Naquerim-Betul Sar-
panch Pritam Deulkar ex-
pressed her frustration over 
the lack of response. “There 
is no word from the author-
ities. It seems like the gov-
ernment is least bothered 
about our safety,” she said.

One villager, speaking at 
the protest, claimed there 
was growing fear among 
residents and accused the 
government of colluding 
with the company. “It feels 
like the government is 
hand-in-glove with the com-
pany. With the monsoon ap-

proaching, there’s a real risk 
that the chemicals stored in-
side could leak into residen-
tial areas,” he said.

The community is also 
outraged that the com-
pany was allowed to op-
erate without panchayat 
approval. “The panchayat 
never gave consent. Yet 
the government by-
passed us and gave them 
permissions,” he added. 
Local MLA Altone D’Cos-
ta, who joined the protest, 
levelled serious allegations. 
“If the stored chemicals 
are adulterated, it could 
become a national securi-
ty threat,” he warned. “We 
strongly suspect powerful 
individuals are shielding 
the company.”

D’Costa also raised fears 
of contamination of natural 
springs and rivulets in the 
area, adding that more ex-
plosions could occur if im-
mediate steps aren’t taken.
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MARGAO: In the wake of a re-
cent High Court order directing 
the State to act on complaints 
of illegal construction, officials 
from the South Goa Deputy Col-
lector’s office, the local Talathi, 
and the Betalbatim panchayat 
inspected an alleged unauthor-
ised construction site in a pad-
dy field in the village.

Locals had earlier flagged the 
issue with the panchayat, but 
claim that action was delayed. 
They alleged that a “stop work” 
order was only issued much lat-
er, allowing work to continue 
unchecked for some time.

Residents further claimed 
that such illegal constructions 
are often a front for high-end 
real estate transactions, with 

bungalows reportedly being 
sold for as much as Rs 4 crore 
to buyers from Delhi, Haryana 
and other States.

Activists Xavier Cota of the 
Betalbatim Civic and Con-
sumer Forum, Joe Cota of the 
Betalbatim Farmers Club, and 
local resident Hilary Cota were 
among those who raised the 
alarm. They pointed out that 
multiple complaints had been 
filed regarding the ongoing  
activity.

Villagers have expressed 
concern that if immediate ac-
tion isn’t taken, it could set a 
precedent for more such vio-
lations. They also stressed the 
need to protect Betalbatim’s 
remaining paddy fields from 
irreversible damage and urban  
encroachment.

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MARGAO: The All-Goa Private 
Shack and Hut Owners Associa-
tion met with Chief Minister Pra-
mod Sawant at his Altinho resi-
dence to discuss their grievances 
and push forward their demand 
for a single-window clearance sys-
tem for licences. 

The association's president 
Dharmesh Saglani recalled the 
efforts of former Chief Minister 
(late) Manohar Parrikar, who had 
assisted them in 2017 despite his 
illness, and acknowledged that the 
current state government under 
CM Pramod Sawant has also been 
supportive. 

However, the shack owners 
lamented the delays in obtaining 
licences due to the multi-step 
process involving over 10 gov-
ernment departments. They 
explained that they can only ap-
proach the next department after 
receiving approval from the pre-
vious one, leading to a prolonged 
gap between applying for the li-
cence (after making the required 

payment) and actually receiving 
it.  They said a single-window 
clearance would expedite such 
processes and they hoped it 
would be completed during the 
June-August period when they 
shut down their premises for the 
monsoon season.

They also clarified that they 
are distinct from regular shacks, 
as these are private shacks and 
huts with licences valid for  
five years. 

Additionally, the association 
expressed concern that their is-
sues regarding the CRZ 2011 and 
2019 notifications were not in-
corporated into the final Coastal 
Zone Management Plan (CZMP), 
despite their presentation during 

the CZMP public hearings. They 
urged the government to address 
this matter at the earliest. 

The association also referenced 
the recent situation in Agonda, 
where around 67 structures were 
sealed by the High Court. They 
pointed out that there have been 
no noise pollution complaints 
at the beach in the last decade 
and that shack owners and other 
tourism stakeholders had been 
coordinating with the Forest 
Department for turtle conserva-
tion. Despite this, the court or-
der has severely impacted their  
livelihoods. 

They further noted that 
Agonda is recognised as one of 
Asia’s best tourist destinations 
by TripAdvisor, largely due to 
the beach’s tranquil and clean  
atmosphere. 

Some structures have already 
been de-sealed after owners 
proved they had all necessary 
permissions, while the process 
is underway for others where 
owners are submitting proof of  
approvals.

Sewage from  
Fatorda  

contaminating  
fields in Raia
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MARGAO: Authorities inspected 
fields at Manora-Raia to assess the 
discharge of sewage into agricultur-
al land.

Curtorim MLA Aleixo Reginaldo 
Lourenco, who called for the inspec-
tion, confirmed that sewage from 
Fatorda was flowing via Arlem into 
the fields. "This contaminated wa-
ter is causing serious problems for 
our farmers who can't irrigate their 
vegetables properly. It's causing 
skin rashes and infections," Louren-
co said. He warned that continued 
contamination would destroy local 
farming, forcing dependence on pes-
ticide-heavy vegetables from Karna-
taka. 

The MLA issued a 24-hour ul-
timatum to PWD officials to stop 
the sewage flow, threatening that 
farmers would block the drainage  
with mud if no action is taken. 
Farmers reported crop damage and 
health issues due to the prolonged 
exposure.
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MARGAO: The Goa State Con-
sumer Disputes Redressal Com-
mission has issued a notice initi-
ating an inquiry into complaints 
filed against the functioning of 
the South Goa District Consum-
er Disputes Redressal Commis-
sion. The inquiry was prompt-
ed by separate complaints 
lodged by three consumers 
— Joseph Vaz, Priyanka Talau-
likar, and Vijay Kapoor — and  
follows a preliminary scrutiny 
conducted by the Department 
of Civil Supplies and Consumer 
Affairs. 

The department has for-
warded its findings to the 
State Commission under Rule 
9(2) of the Consumer Protec-
tion Rules, 2020, which gov-
ern the qualifications, conduct, 

and removal of commission  
members.

The notice directed all three 
complainants to appear before 
the Commission on April 9 for 
further inquiry. 

The complaints reportedly 
pertain to the overall function-
ing of the South Goa consumer 
forum and allege instances of 
improper conduct and discour-
agement of consumers seeking 
justice.

One of the complainants Jo-
seph Vaz from Navelim had in-
itially filed a complaint before 
the South Goa consumer forum 
over a faulty laptop purchased 
online but later shifted the case 
to the North Goa District Com-
mission citing procedural dif-
ficulties. On July 31, 2024, the 
North Goa Commission directed 
Amazon India and Appario Re-

tail Pvt. Ltd. to refund Rs 26,490 
and pay Rs 25,000 as compen-
sation, with interest applica-
ble if unpaid after the appeal 
period. Vaz confirmed receiv-
ing the amount with interest  
and praised the Por-
vorim-based commission for a 
fair and well-reasoned order,  
especially given that the man-
ufacturer had exited the Indian 
market. 

He also highlighted the chal-
lenges faced at the South Goa 
forum, where he alleged con-
sumers were not treated re-
spectfully. Vaz said his com-
plaints to the Civil Supplies 
department and the national 
commission eventually led to 
the preliminary scrutiny and 
inquiry being initiated, along  
with the other two complain-
ants' grievances.

MARGAO: South Goa MP Captain Viri-
ato Fernandes has urged Union Labour 
Minister Dr Mansukh Mandaviya to ad-
dress transparency issues affecting Goan 
retirees under the EPFO’s higher pen-
sion scheme. In a letter, Fernandes said 
the Goa EPFO office is withholding key 

information, leaving pensioners in the 
dark about how their dues are calculated.  
While demand notes have been issued, the 
lack of clear breakdowns has caused con-
fusion and anxiety among senior citizens 
seeking clarity on their revised pension 
contributions.
