SCOOTER RIDER INJURED IN

RASH DRIVING INCIDENT AT VERNA

MARGAO: A case of rash and negligent driving has been
registered by Verna police after a car allegedly collided
with an electric scooter, injuring its rider. According to a
complaint filed by Sandeep Naik of Verna police station,
the incident occurred on April 2, at 5.25 pm near the
Cabral petrol pump, Verna. The accused, Melitha Sequeira
from Porvorim, was reportedly driving her car from Titan
Junction towards Margao. Police state that upon reaching
the petrol pump, Sequeira’s car struck the electric scooter
ridden by Nilesh Fadte of Cortalim, who was travelling in
the same direction. The impact caused Fadte to fall on the
road, sustaining injuries. Verna police have registered the
offence under Sections 281 and 125(a) of the Bharatiya
Nyaya Sanhita (BNS).

MARGAO FIRE SERVICE RESPONDS

TO THREE FIRE INCIDENTS

MARGAO: The Margao Fire Department attended three fire
incidents on Monday, involving banyan trees, dry grass,
and property damage. The first incident occurred near
Sinquetim, Navelim, where a banyan tree and dry grass
caught fire, requiring a fire tender to douse the flames.
Fire Station Officer Gil Souza reported that Sub-Officer NV
Takkar led the operation with his team. In the second case,
dry grass near the food court at Margao railway station
caught fire, causing significant damage. Fire personnel
quickly controlled the blaze using one fire tender. The
third fire broke out at Martin Place, Dharmapur, Navelim,
where Leading Firefighter RS Kutkar managed the opera-
tion. The causes of the fires are under investigation.

CUNCOLIM POLICE BOOK EIGHT

eight individuals for forming an unlawful assembly and
attempting assault at Quittol, Fatorpa over a contract
dispute. According to police, on March 30 at 5.15 pm,
accused Malu Velip (Paddi, Quepem), Jaideep Dessai
(Canacona), his brother, and four others arrived in a white
Innova, allegedly carrying wooden sticks and a crowbar
and verbally abusing complainant Krishna Sawant Dessai
of Naquerim, Betul, and threatening assault. Cuncolim
Police have registered an offence under Sections 352,
131, 189(2), and 189(4) of the BNS. PSI Aditya Sawant is
investigating the case.

DRUNK TOURIST CRASHES INTO FOUR

inebriated state, caused a multi-vehicle mishap on Friday
night after crashing his rental car into four parked tourist
taxis and a scooter near the St Anthony's Chapel junction
in Calangute. Fortunately, no injuries were reported.
According to eyewitnesses and police, the incident un-
folded when the male tourist parked his rental vehicle at
the roadside to check his location. In a confused attempt
to apply the handbrake, he inadvertently shifted the car
into reverse gear and pressed the accelerator, sending the
vehicle hurtling backwards.

The out-of-control car collided with a parked vehicle,
triggering a domino effect. The impact pushed the first
car into a second, which then crashed into a third vehicle,
which in turn hit a fourth car. The momentum from the
final impact also knocked over a parked scooter. The tour-
ist finally managed to regain control of the car after the
damage had been done.

Owners of the damaged tourist taxis confronted the visibly
shaken driver, who broke down and began crying and
apologising to those affected. Calangute Police arrived at
the scene promptly and escorted the tourist to the police
station. He later agreed to compensate the vehicle owners
for the damage caused.

The tourist reportedly hired the rental car at Mopa Airport
and had driven to Calangute. Police confirmed that some
alcoholic beverages were found inside the vehicle.

MAN FOUND INJURED ON RAILWAY

TRACKS DIES AT HOSPITAL

MARGAO: A 52-year-old man identified as Harif Shaikh
from Kulem succumbed to injuries sustained on a
railway track near Vasco. According to a memo from the
Dy. Station Manager, Vasco Railway Station (SWR), po-
lice discovered an unidentified injured male aged 40-45
on the railway track at Km 58/800-900. Investigations
later confirmed the victim's identity as Harif Shaikh.

He was rushed to PHC Sanguem, where the on-duty
doctor declared him dead. His body has been shifted

to SGDH Morgue, Margao, for medico-legal formalities.
PSI Krishna Talpi of Vasco Railway Police is conducting
further inquiries.

Save Mollem campaign launches
interactive expo at Arthshila Goa

MARGAQ: In the quiet vil-
lage of Nachinola, North
Goa, the Arthshila Goa art
centre hosts an exhibition
that tells a powerful story
of citizens resistance and
environmental  steward-
ship. The Save Mollem Cam-
paign’s interactive installa-
tion stands as a testament
to grassroot activism that
began five years ago and
continues to flourish today.

The exhibition, part of
the larger Kaghazi Paira-
han showcase of artists’
publications responding to
social and political dissent
across South Asia, centers
around a thoughtfully de-
signed zine library and
community table. Here, vis-
itors pause to read, reflect,
and contribute to what has
become an evolving archive
of resistance, resilience,
and ecological wisdom.

What started in June
2020 as a citizens' move-
ment has transformed into
a powerful voice against
three destructive linear
infrastructure projects
threatening Goa’s largest
protected area: the dou-
ble-tracking of a railway
line, the Tamnar power
project, and a national
highway expansion. All
three projects cut through
the heart of Mollem Nation-
al Park and the Bhagwan
Mahavir Wildlife Sanctuary,
areas vital to the water se-
curity and cultural heritage
of Goa.

The exhibition’s center-
piece is a detailed map in-
stallation that traces the
route of the Goa Tamnar
Transmission line as it cuts
through the state—from the
protected forests of Mollem
to the villages of Aldona,
Corjuem, Tivim, and Colvale.
Launched recently, this col-
laborative mapping project
invites visitors to contribute
their personal memories and
stories of these areas, high-
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lighting the deep connection
between the people and
their land.

"What do we risk losing
in the name of develop-
ment?" asks the exhibition,
as visitors pin photographs,
write notes, and share oral
histories that become part
of the collective memory
map. These contributions
emphasize the irreplace-
able biodiversity and cul-
tural significance of the
regions threatened by the
proposed projects.

The strength of the Save
Mollem movement lies in
its diversity. What began
during the COVID-19 pan-
demic lockdown, when
hasty virtual clearances
were granted to these pro-
jects, quickly grew into a
unified front of ordinary
Goans—students, doctors,
veterinarians, lawyers, fish-
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erfolk, architects, hoteliers,
small business owners,
teachers, farmers, artists,
and scientists all standing
together for their forests.

The campaign's efforts
earned recognition with
the prestigious Sanctuary
Wildlife Service Award in
2021 from India's leading
wildlife conservation mag-
azine, Sanctuary Asia. The
award acknowledged the
movement's effective grass-
roots approach to environ-
mental defense.

Perhaps most remark-
able about the campaign
has been its creative ap-
proach to resistance. The
exhibition showcases films,
songs, stories, and artwork
that amplified the move-
ment even when on-ground
meetings were impossible.
These creative expressions
have become an integral
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part of the campaign's iden-

tity and effectiveness.

As visitors move through !
the exhibition space, they :

Contempt petition filed

against Ponda BDO

PONDA: A contempt petition has been
filed in the District and Sessions Court
at Ponda against the Block Develop-
ment Officer (BDO) of Ponda by senior
Adv Nitin Sardesai, representing the pe-
titioner Bhikar Kerkar, a panch member
of the Curti Khandepar Panchayat.

Adv Nitin Sardesai stated that the
Ponda BDO had, earlier last month,
issued an order which was “hurried-
ly, unnecessarily and strategically
passed” to prevent Bhikar Kerkar
from participating in the election for
the vacant posts of Deputy Sarpanch
and Sarpanch of the Curti Khandepar
Panchayat. Sardesai alleged that the
order was not in accordance with the
law and was passed without provid-
ing any findings.

Following this, the impugned BDO

order was challenged in court by
Panch Kerkar, and the matter is cur-
rently subjudice. Sardesai added that
while the BDO holds the authority to
decide on disqualification petitions,
his client brought the deficiencies and
drawbacks in the BDO’s order to the
notice of the Court.

“After we presented our case, the
Court granted us relief by staying the
BDO’s order. However, despite the
matter being subjudice, the BDO over-
night issued a second order, attempt-
ing to correct the deficiencies we had
pointed out in the original order,” said
Sardesai. “Once the records have been
brought before the Court, even the
BDO, though vested with the power to
decide such matters, cannot alter his
own order. This amounts to contempt
of court. This was our argument be-
fore the Court,” he added.

Mardol police nab
four in Kundaim
copper theft case

PONDA: In a breakthrough in the :
Kundaim copper wire theft case, :
Mardol Police have arrested four :
individuals at Belagavi Railway Sta- :

The accused, all residents of Margao,
were identified as Akshay Pundalik :

Ahmed Rajak Kalmani, and Maulali

The arrests followed a swift investi- :

to trace the suspects. According to po- :
lice, the theft occurred on March 13,
at Irfan Electricals’ workshop located :
in Kundaim Industrial Development :
Corporation (IDC). The thieves al- :
legedly broke into the premises and :
made off with approximately 500 kilo- :
grams of copper wire rolls, valued at :
around Rs 5 lakh.
The suspects were reportedly on :
the run after striking a deal to sell :
the stolen material for Rs 5 lakh. Fol- :
lowing their arrest, they were pro- :
duced before the Judicial Magistrate :
First Class (JMFC), Ponda, and were
remanded to four days of police cus- :
tody. i
During further interrogation, the :
accused revealed that the stolen ma- :
terials had been transported to Que- :
pem. After dismantling the copper :
wire, they sold it to a steel shop in
Margao. Police have since managed
to recover copper material worth Rs :
2 lakh from the accused and have :
also seized a car allegedly used in :
the commission of the crime.
Investigations further revealed :
that the accused were attempting :
to travel to Mumbai via Hubballi. :
Acting on this intelligence, Mardol :
Police formed special teams com- :
prising PSI Sushant SangodkKar, :
