Pak forces kill 8 terrorists trying to -
infiltrate in Khyber Pakhtunkhwa

PTI, PESHAWAR:  Paki-
stan's Security forces of Pa-
kistan killed eight terrorists
and injured four others as
they thwarted an infiltra-
tion attempt on the Paki-
stan-Afghanistan border in
Khyber Pakhtunkhwa's
North Waziristan district,
the military's media affairs
wing said on Sunday. Paki-
stan has witnessed an up-
tick in terror activities over
the past year, especially in
Khyber Pakhtunkhwa and
Balochistan, after the pro-
scribed Tehreek-i-Taliban Pa-
kistan (TTP) ended its cease-
fire with the government in
November 2022. On the in-
tervening night of April 5-6,
the “movement of a group of
khwarij, trying to infiltrate
through  Pakistan-Afghani-
stan border, was picked up by
the security forces in general
area” of North Waziristan's
Hassan Khel, the Inter-Ser-

said in a press release.

After an intense exchange
of fire, eight terrorists were
killed and four others in-
jured, it added.

The ISPR said that “secu-

rity forces of Pakistan are
determined and remain
committed to secure its
borders and wipe out the
menace of terrorism from
the country”.

The statement added that
a sanitisation operation
was being conducted to
eliminate any other kharji
found in the area.

The failed infiltration
attempt follows another
one in late March in North
Waziristan. Security forces
had foiled that attempt and
killed 16 terrorists.

Days later, 11 terrorists
were Kkilled in four differ-
ent encounters with secu-
rity forces in Khyber Pa-
khtunkhwa — 10 of whom
were eliminated in different
areas of North Waziristan.

Last month, the govern-
ment had ruled out a fresh
military operation amid a
surge in terrorist attacks,

especially in Khyber Pakh-
tunkhwa and Balochistan.
Militant violence and
security operations in-
tensified in the country in

March, with the number of :

militant attacks surpassing
100 for the first time since
November 2014, accord-
ing to data released by the
Pakistan Institute for Con-
flict and Security Studies
(PICSS).

In Khyber Pakhtunkhwa,
at least 206 people were
killed, including 49 security
personnel, 34 civilians, and
123 militants while 115
were injured, with 63 secu-
rity personnel and 49 civil-
ians among them, the PICSS
report said.

Pakistan ranked second
in the Global Terrorism In-
dex 2025, with the number
of deaths in terrorist at-
tacks rising by 45 per cent
over the past year to 1,081.

US tariffs likely to hit Indian
seafood shipments: Exporters

PTI, AMARAVATI: Seafood Ex-
porters Association of India
(SEAI) president G Pawan Ku-
mar on Sunday said the recipro-
cal tariffs announced by US Pres-
ident Donald Trump will have a
severe adverse impact on Indian
seafood exports to the US mar-
ket, whose value stands at $2.5
billion in 2023-24.

Out of the total seafood ex-
ports to the US, shrimps ac-
counted for the lion's share of
92% and India is the largest
supplier of shrimps to the US,
Kumar said.

"This tariff will hurt all stake-
holders in the value chain and
cause all round distress," Kumar
told PTL

The county will falter in ex-
port performance when com-
pared to the South American
nation Ecuador, which is levied

only a 10% tariff, it is believed.
Vietnam with a reciprocal tariff
rate of 46% and Indonesia with
32% will concede a massive ad-
vantage to the South American
country, he said.

According to Vizag-based Ku-
mar, Ecuador is likely to replace
India as the largest shrimp sup-
plier to the US market.

"It will be difficult for Indi-
an seafood exporters to absorb
this margin of 16% and compete
with produce from Ecuador. The
prevailing margins in this sector
are 4-5% only," he said.

The higher tariffs come into
effect from April 9 as 2,000 con-
tainers of seafood are currently
in transit to the US market, he
said.

Kumar underscored that the
tariff impact that will have to be
borne by exporters in India is

estimated to be around Rs 600
crores while an equal number :
of containers in cold storage are :

waiting for shipment.

As export orders are on deliv- :
ery at doorstep basis, the impact :
of tariff will have to be borne by :
exporters for goods in transit, :
said Kumar, adding that this will :
pose a huge additional burden

on shippers.

Further, the requirement of :
