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MARGAO:  A group of 
farmers from Salcete has 
called for an increase in the 
support price for paddy to 
address rising cultivation 
costs that threaten the sus-
tainability of farming.

The farmers have re-
quested the support price 
be raised from Rs 22 to Rs 
40-Rs 50 per kg, asserting 
that the current price does 
not adequately cover the in-
creasing costs of agricultural 
activities.

Milagres Menezes, a 
farmer from Curtorim, 
spoke about the difficul-
ties farmers face due to 
increasing labour charg-
es and other cultivation 
expenses, stating, “The 
current rate of Rs 22 is 
insufficient and should be 
increased to Rs 40-50 to 
make cultivation viable.”

Menezes acknowledged 
the support provided by 
Curtorim MLA Aleixo Regi-
naldo Lourenco, who facil-
itated access to harvesting 
machines and other re-
sources in the constituency, 
helping maintain agricul-
tural activity in the area.

He said, “Thanks to the 
facilities provided by the 

MLA, we are able to see 
greenery in the village and 
across the constituency.”

Echoing these sentiments, 
Vincent D’Souza, also a farm-
er from the region, empha-
sised the difficult conditions 
farmers face. 

D’Souza said, “The gov-
ernment must provide 
maximum and timely sup-
port to encourage farmers 
as many have stopped cul-
tivation due to the heavy 
losses they have incurred.”

MLA Lourenco acknowl-
edged the necessity of in-
creasing the support price 
and stressed the importance 
of the government providing 
timely subsidies. 

“It’s not just about in-

creasing the support price, 
but also ensuring that 
farmers receive timely as-
sistance. I have already 
raised this issue with the 
government to encourage 
more farmers to continue 
cultivation,” he said.

Lourenco reaffirmed his 
dedication to the farming 
community and mentioned 
his active involvement in 
initiatives aimed at pro-
moting and supporting ag-
riculture in the Curtorim 
constituency.

CALL FOR REHAB PROG &  
ENFORCEMENT OF ANTI-BEGGING LAWS
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MARGAO:  The Food and 
Drugs Administration 
(FDA) officials on Monday 
seized 540 kg of mawa, 
a popular dairy product 
worth Rs 1.89 lakh, which 
had been brought into 
Goa for preparing sweets. 
FDA officials said that the 
product was later dis-
posed of to prevent public 
consumption.

The mawa, which was 
found stored improperly, 
posed a potential health 
hazard. Priced at Rs 3.50 
per kg in the market, it 
was discovered in two 
establishments, stored in 
a vehicle instead of fol-
lowing prescribed safety 
standards.

South Goa FDA officer 
Sanjyot Kudalkar said 
that following a tip-off, 
the authorities inspected 
the mawa’s storage con-
ditions which revealed 
that the product was not 
kept in proper conditions, 
which could lead to con-
tamination, posing seri-
ous health risks if con-

sumed. Additionally, the 
packaging lacked essen-
tial information regarding 
preparation and packing 
dates, which is crucial 
for ensuring the safety of 
dairy products. As a re-
sult, the FDA took imme-
diate action by seizing the 
product and disposing it 
off to prevent any public 
consumption.

Richard Noronha, a FDA 
official, said that show-
cause notices have been 
issued to the establish-
ments involved. Further 
instructions have been 
provided for the prop-
er storage of milk-based 
products.

FDA seizes mawa
worth Rs 1.89 lakh
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MARGAO: Unseasonal rains have 
significantly impacted the mango 
crop in the State, leading to a no-
ticeable reduction in their availa-
bility in local markets.

Consequently, there has been a 
sharp increase in mango prices at 
both wholesale and retail levels. 
In Margao’s wholesale market, 
standard mangoes have soared 
to an astonishing Rs 15,000 per 
100 kg, with retail prices climb-
ing even higher. This surge in 
prices has created difficulties for 
vendors and consumers alike, as 
many struggle to afford the fruit 
during what is traditionally the 
peak mango season.

Local vendors in Margao report 
that the expected influx of man-
goes has not yet materialised. 
Typically, the first week of April 
sees a large supply of mangoes 
due to harvesting, but this year, 
delayed fruit production, cou-
pled with unseasonal rains, has 
severely affected the harvest, sig-
nificantly reducing the quantity of 
mangoes available for sale.

This shortage has led to hesita-
tion among vendors who typical-
ly visit the Margao market to buy 

mangoes. The high retail prices are 
causing many to hold off on pur-
chases, fearing they won’t be able 
to sell the mangoes at a profit. As a 
result, the mango market in Margao 
has been unusually quiet, with ven-
dors expressing frustration over 
the high prices and low supply.

Mango vendors emphasised that 
this year's situation differs signifi-

cantly from previous years. 
Sarvanand Desai, a wholesaler in 

Margao, said, “In the past, the mar-
ket would be flooded with mangoes 
by early April, making them more 
affordable for consumers. This 
year, however, the fruit has not yet 
arrived in large quantities, which 
has contributed to the continued 
high prices.”

The unseasonal rains and chang-
ing weather conditions have de-
layed the mango harvest, directly 
impacting the fruit’s market arrival. 

The reduced availability has 
driven up prices, causing concern 
among vendors and consumers. 
Despite the current situation, 
there is optimism for the coming 
weeks. Mango vendors expect 
the fruit to start arriving in larg-
er quantities within the next 15 
days, which should help lower 
prices to more manageable levels, 
making mangoes more accessible 
to consumers and helping ven-
dors manage their inventory.

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MARGAO: With the monsoon 
season approaching, Fatorda res-
idents are worried about the on-
going road digging in the area, 
fearing significant hardships once 
the rains arrive.

The roadwork has left key roads 
dug up, construction materials 
scattered around, and patches of 
road incomplete. Locals are con-
cerned that these unfinished pro-
jects will worsen once the monsoon 
commences, potentially leading to 
flooded streets, traffic disruptions, 
and damage to vehicles.

“We are already facing diffi-
culties navigating through these 
partially dug-up roads, and with 
the rains approaching, it will only 
get worse. The roads will become 
slippery and dangerous, causing 
more problems for commuters,” 
said Jose Dias, a resident.

Beyond traffic issues, there are 
also concerns about water logging 
in the dug areas, which could create 
health hazards and increase mos-
quito breeding.
