Rohit Sharma (17) was
cleaned up by Yash Day-
al (2/46) while swinging
across an inswinging de-
livery and MI's best batter
Suryakumar struggled dur-
ing his 28-run knock for
which he consumed 26 balls.
On the other hand, Tilak
brought up his maiden 50
of the season off 26 balls to
make a comeback after being
retired out in the last game.
