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Murshidabad Waqf Act protests:
22 arrested, securit

PTI, KOLKATA: Twen-
ty-two people were ar-
rested in connection with
the violence in the Mus-
lim-dominated Murshi-
dabad district of West Ben-
gal during a demonstration
against the Waqf (Amend-
ment) Act, police said on
Wednesday.

The situation has been
peaceful with a huge con-
tingent of police maintain-
ing a strict vigil on the sen-
sitive areas, especially in
and around Jangipur, which
was rocked by the violence
on Tuesday, they said.

“The situation is calm,
peaceful and under con-
trol. Not a single untoward
incident was reported from
anywhere in the district.
Prohibitory orders would
continue to remain in force
till 6 pm on April 10. Inter-
net would also remain sus-
pended till 6 pm on April
11, a senior police officer
said.

Prohibitory orders were
clamped in and around Ra-
ghunathganj and Suti police
station areas following the
violence.

Stones were hurled tar-
geting the police, and vehi-
cles of the force were set on
fire by a mob that blocked
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Members of Trinamool Congres Chhatra P;a\rishad and others
during a protest rally over loss of school jobs, at Shaheed Minar

Maidan, in Kolkata

the NH-12, demanding the
withdrawal of the legisla-
tion.

“Since Tuesday night, 22
people have been arrested
in connection with the vio-
lence,” the officer said.

Police would continue to
patrol sensitive areas, and
'naka’ checking would also
go on, he said.

Police had to lathi-charge
the mob, and use tear gas
shells to bring the situa-
tion under control. A few
police personnel were also
injured in the stone pelting.

The US tariffs exacer-
bate uncertainties, with some econ-
omists predicting a 20-40 basis
point drag on Indian GDP growth in
the current fiscal year that started
on April 1.

RBI also lowered its estimate for
economic growth to 6.5% for 2025-
26 fiscal year from 6.7% earlier.
The inflation projection was also
lowered to 4% from 4.2%, keeping
it within the target range of 2-6%.

The Indian economy grew by
6.5% in the fiscal year ended March
31 (2024-25), its weakest pace
since the pandemic.

"The recent trade tariff-related
measures have exacerbated un-
certainties clouding the economic
outlook across regions, posing new
headwinds for global growth and
inflation," he said.

"Amidst this turbulence, the US
dollar has weakened appreciably;
bond yields have softened signifi-
cantly; equity markets are correct-
ing; and crude oil prices have fallen
to their lowest in over three years."

Under these circumstances, cen-
tral banks are navigating cautious-
ly, with signs of policy divergence
across jurisdictions, reflecting their
own domestic priorities.

The Indian economy, the RBI
Governor said, has made steady
progress towards the goals of price
stability and sustained growth.
Growth is improving after a weak
performance in the first half of the
financial year 2024-25, although it
remains lower than expected.

On the inflation front, while the
sharper-than-expected decline in
food inflation has given comfort, "we

remain vigilant to the possible risks
from global uncertainties and weath-
er disturbances", Malhotra said. Ex-
plaining the meaning of change in
policy stance, he said, "The change in
stance means MPC intends only the
status quo or rate cut.”

Since taking office in December,
Malhotra has pivoted to a more
growth-friendly approach than his
predecessor Shaktikanta Das, who
was more focused on containing
price rise (inflation).

The new governor cut rates in his
debut policy meeting in February,
and has injected more than USD 80
billion into the banking system in
the last two months.

Lower interest rates provide relief
to businesses and consumers alike,
potentially spurring credit demand,
investments, and job creation.

On the impact of global trade and
policy uncertainties on growth and
inflation, the RBI governor said un-
certainty in itself dampens growth
by affecting investment and spend-
ing decisions of businesses and
households.

The dent on global growth due to
trade frictions will impede domes-
tic growth, Malhotra said, adding
higher tariffs shall have a negative
impact on net exports.

"There are, however, several
known unknowns - the impact of
relative tariffs, the elasticities of
our export and import demand;
and the policy measures adopted
by the government including the
proposed Foreign Trade Agreement
with the USA, to name a few. These
make the quantification of the ad-
verse impact difficult,” he said.

While the US has imposed
an additional 26% duty on
India, it has slapped 104%
on China, 46% on Vietnam,
32% on Indonesia, and
36% on Thailand. These
duties came into effect from
April 9.

Industry sources who par-
ticipated in the deliberations
said that Goyal informed

that the ministry is regular-
ly monitoring imports from
these countries as high du-
ties may force them to dump
goods in India.

It was also suggested to
Indian exporters not to ex-
port their goods to the US
through countries which
are facing lower tariffs than
India. Further, the minister
asked the industry cham-
bers to immediately hold
meetings of their national
councils to discuss these
tariffs.

Exporters were also
asked not to enter into
long-term contracts with

buyers at discounted prices
as still there are uncertain-
ties about these tariffs.

Besides, they were asked
to explore new markets,
leverage free trade agree-
ments, and set up more
warehouses, if there is a
need.

Talks on the trade pacts
like the UK, European Un-
ion and Oman are progress-
ing at a faster pace.

Exporters from several
sectors, including shrimp,
textiles, jewellery, toys and

Trump tariffs

PTI, MUMBAI: Reserve
Bank Governor Sanjay
Malhotra on Wednes-
day said that trade tariff
related measures have
clouded the economic
outlook across regions,
posing risk of new head-
winds for global growth
and inflation.

On the ramifications of a
global tariff war on India,
he said it shall have a neg-
ative impact on the coun-
try's exports.

"Merchandise exports
will be weighed down by
global uncertainties, while
services exports are ex-
pected to remain resilient.
Headwinds from global
trade disruptions continue
to pose downward risks,"
he said.

"While the risks are even-
ly balanced around these
baseline projections, uncer-
tainties remain high in the
wake of the recent spike in
global volatility. It may be
noted that the growth pro-
jection for the current year
has been marked down
by 20 basis points relative
to our earlier assessment
of 6.7% in the February
policy," he said.
