JAMSHEDPUR NATIVE BOOKED FOR

MISAPPROPRIATION, STEALING CASH
MARGAO: The Quepem Police registered a case against
Dipankar Kumar Kashyap, a native of Jamshedpur, work-
ing at a resort and spa, Nagvem Molcornem Quepem, for
alleged misappropriation and for stealing cash, a mobile
phone and a motorcycle.

The police registered the offence under sections of the
BNS.

Yogesh Kunkolienkar, a resident of Borimol, Quepem, filed
the complaint stating that on April 4, at Nature Lap Resort
and Spa, Nagvem, Molcornem, Dipankar, who was under
training as a manager at the resort, fraudulently prepared
fake invoices and sent them to a customer, dishonestly
induced the latter to transfer Rs 78,340 into his personal
bank account, thereby misappropriating the amount.

“At first | thought they were dead but found that they were
alive and injured. So | called the Colva Police, the veteri-
nary doctors and the Forest Department, who took charge
of the turtles to give them treatment. | hope they are safe,’

Sewer, gas line works ‘disrupt’ water,
power supply in Gogol Housing Board

Locals complain of receiving water supply only in trickles after midnight; blame pipeline
installation for dust pollution & traffic congestion

MARGAOQO: For the past
three days, residents of the
Gogol Housing Board in
Margao are experiencing
disruptions in their tap wa-
ter supply. This issue, along
with traffic congestion has
stemmed from road exca-
vations for sewerage pipe-
lines and piped natural gas
installations, which have
also caused frequent elec-
tricity disruptions.

Since Monday there has
been no water supply each
morning and restored only
late at night, leading to an
acute water shortage in
parts of the housing board.

Residents complain of re-
ceiving water supply only
in trickles after midnight
when most are asleep.

It is pertinent to note that
water supply was cut off
again in the morning and
remained off till 8 pm. While
no water tankers were pro-
vided, locals blamed the on-
going road work for the sus-
pended water supply.

Milind Raiker, a resident
said, “The pipeline installa-
tion has caused significant
dust pollution, traffic con-
gestion, and frequent pow-
er and water disruptions.”

Confirming lack of water
supply for the past three days,

morning have caused im-
mense hardship. The contin-
uous digging and excavation
have led to increased civic
issues and that residents are
being deprived of basic amen-
ities. Residents find it difficult
to leave their houses due to
the road work”

Naik said, “In some areas
where road digging is com-
plete, the dug-up trenches
have not been restored. In-
stead, workers are digging fur-
ther into Gogol and the Hous-
ing Board, leaving previously
dug trenches uncovered. This
makes the roads increasingly
risky and narrow.”

He said, “Some roads

have been cut in the middle
and filled with mud instead
of being properly covered
with cement, leading to de-
teriorated road conditions.”
Residents have urged
the authorities to carry
out road digging in phases,
ensuring that roads are re-
stored incrementally wher-
ever excavation occurs.
They have suggested wid-
ening the roads to mitigate
traffic congestion caused by
the reduced road width due
to continuous digging.
When questioned, a su-
pervisor at the road digging
site stated that the PWD has
been informed about the
need to repair the roads.

to the accused. Also the in-
timation of Deryl’s arrest
was not given to his family
members nor informed to

i the constitutional mandate,
i he told the Court.

Following this, the Court

released the accused forth-
i with. The incident occurred

in March, but the fright-
ened girl informed her fam-
ily about the assault only in
April. A police complaint
was filed on April 3 and the
rape was confirmed by the
doctors.

Meanwhile, the police con-
ducted the panchanama of
the hotel where the alleged
crime took place. Police sourc-
es revealed that they had sub-
mitted all the documents to

the POCSO Court.
“We are in the process of

appealing in the High Court.
We will give justice to the
victim,” the police said.

A senior police officer
stated that the accused had
refused to counter sign the
notice issued to him. None-
theless every entry is made
in the station diary which
will serve as corroborative
evidence.

Police also argued that the
wife had refused to accept
the notice informing her
about the husband’s arrest.

However, the advocate
for the accused argued
that the police should have
pasted it on the house.

The eggs have since been
transferred to the desig-
nated turtle nesting site in
Morjim for safe incubation.

In February, a turtle laid
126 eggs, while another
nesting was recorded on
Candolim beach. Eggs from
both incidents were also
shifted to the Morjim nest-
ing site to ensure proper
hatching under supervised
conditions.
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
