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MARGAO: Goa Ranji team
coach Dinesh Mongia
has laid out a bold and
structured vision for the
State’s cricketing future,
highlighting the urgent
need to develop infra-
structure, foster young
talent and instil a winning
mindset in players if Goa
is to compete among In-
dia’s elite teams.

Speaking to O Heral-
do during a Goa Cricket
Association (GCA) talent
search programme at the
Margao Cricket Club on
Friday, the former India
cricketer stated, “Once the
infrastructure is in place,
the number of youngsters
taking up cricket as a
sport will see tremendous
scope in career.”

Mongia emphasised that
early coaching at the jun-
ior level would be pivotal
in producing players who
can represent both Goa and
India.

“Ifthe coaches start train-
ing them at the junior level,
they will be able to repre-
sent the State and country
in the near future,” he said.

He revealed that around
10 promising boys, who
had not yet played for the
State in any division or
league, were spotted dur-
ing the programme. “They
could go afar if trained

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properly and can serve
the State for the next 10
years if picked now at
the age of 16 or 17, he
said, expressing optimism
about Goa's cricketing
reservoir.

Highlighting a crucial de-
velopment, Mongia shared
that the State Association
has signed a 99-year lease
with the government for a
dedicated training ground.
This, he said, would sig-
nificantly bolster training
facilities and talent devel-
opment.

Mongia was unequivocal
about his vision for Goa’s
Ranji team. “I want to create
a high-performance mindset

among Goa’s senior players.
[ want consistency—playing
at their very best irrespec-
tive of which team they are
part of,” he stated.

He announced plans for
skill camps in the off-sea-
son, which will focus not
only on technical and tac-
tical education but also the
mental side of the game.
Players will be individually
assessed for their progress
prior to the season.

“With the completion of
the Goa Premier League,
the players will be ac-
countable for each and
every match they played,”
he added, indicating that
performance monitoring

will be the key.

As Goa prepares to com-
pete in the Elite League,
Mongia identified the con-
version of potential into
performance as the biggest
challenge.

“The players have to
believe that they can win
against any opposition. My
job is to put that belief into
the players and take care
of the work ethic and get
some good results,” he af-
firmed.

He also praised Yas-
hasvi Jaiswal’s poten-
tial contribution to the
team. “His work ethic is
phenomenal. Jaiswal has
come up the hard way

and [ hope he gives the
same vibe in the dress-
ing room. He will be a
great plus point for the
team,” Mongia noted.

About Arjun Tendulkar,
he said: “He has great po-
tential. Being a left-arm
pacer is a fantastic plus
point. Bowling at a decent
pace, he can do very well
and perhaps even play for
the national side.”

Outlining his short-
term and long-term
goals, Mongia declared:

“My long-term vision is
to see Goa in the top six
teams in the country.
That should happen like-
ly in the next three to four
years. The team should
be playing in knock-outs,
especially the semi-finals
and the finals.”

He added, “My short-
term goal is to make the
players believe they can
win, and to accomplish
that, the players must
work on their attitude to
do the job.”

Mongia also expressed a
strong desire to leave a last-
ing legacy for Goan cricket.

“I am focused on win-
ning a few trophies for
the State and hope that
some players evolve and
play for the country. I
also want to develop
cricket at the grassroots
level and get more young-
sters to play the game,”
he concluded.

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- 3 CRIMINALS BAILED OUT AFTER

GOOF-UP BY PORVORIM POLICE

i The police are in a dilemma that most of the no-
i torious criminals are from other States and to de-
¢ liver notices to them in their native languages is a
¢ problem.

: On March 20, the Porvorim Police arrested Sub-
¢ hash Kumar, Dhiraj Gupta and Ibran Shah, residing
i at Colvale for committing dacoity of gold orna-
¢ ments worth Rs 15 lakh approximately at Pilerne.
¢ During investigations, the police recovered part of
i the stolen property comprising Rs 87,900 in cash.
However, the prime accused, also wanted in a mur-
i der case, is absconding.

i After being remanded in judicial custody, the trio
i approached the Goa Children’s Court after the po-
¢ lice added Section 8 (2) of the Goa Children’s Act.

i The counsel for the accused Adv Vinayak Porob
¢ informed the Court that the police failed to comply
i with Sections 45 and 48 of BNSS during the trio’s
i arrest, which was illegal. Further, the relatives of
¢ the accused were not intimated on their arrest in
: the language known to them. On this ground the
¢ Judicial Magistrate First Class (JMFC), Mapusa, had
i refused to grant police custody to the accused, he
: told the court.

i The investigating officer (I0) produced the copy
i of the intimation and memo of grounds of arrest
: given to the relatives of the accused.

i The 10 said he had complied with all the arrest
¢ formalities and that there was no breach of consti-
: tutional mandate.

¢ The police told the court that under Section 187
i of BNSS, the investigating officer can avail 14 days
: police custody at any time during the first 60 days
i and prayed for the custodial interrogation of the
i accused to cover the stolen property.

i But the Goa Children’s Court president Judge
i SaeePrabhudessai observed that the arrest was not

communicated to the father of one of the accused
and there was no endorsement that the same was
explained to his dad in the language known to him.

The court found that the 10 had not produced
any intimation of arrest given to the relatives or
any other person in respect of the accused. There-
fore, the arrest was itself illegal and directed their
release forthwith.

It may be recalled that on April 4, the Anjuna
Police had arrested 36-year-old Deryl Francise
Fernandes of Umta Vaddo, Calangute for allegedly
kidnapping and raping a 16-year-old girl and had
failed to intimate his family members about his ar-
rest.

PROTESTS AGAINST WAQF ACT
ACROSS THE COUNTRY

In a separate incident, a 21-year-old sustained
bullet injuries during clashes at Sajur More in Suti
on Friday and succumbed to his injuries at the
Murshidabad Medical College and Hospital on Sat-
urday evening, the officer said.

Violence continued to flare in some areas on Sat-
urday as well.

Two bidi factory workers, including a minor
boy, sustained bullet injuries while on their way to
work in Dhulian in Samsergan;.

Both are being treated at the Murshidabad Med-
ical College and are reportedly stable.

Additional Director General (Law and Order)
Jawed Shamim told reporters in Kolkata that a to-
tal of 118 people have been arrested in connection
with the unrest so far.

Four rounds were fired by the police to control
the violence in Murshidabad. Two persons sus-
tained injuries and are under treatment. Young
boys were made to understand all sorts of lies,
Shamim said.

The violence led to massive disruptions as pro-

testers torched police vehicles, blocked roads and
vandalised railway property.

Train services in the New Farakka-Azimganj sec-
tion of Eastern Railway were disrupted for nearly
six hours between Dhuliandanga and Nimtita sta-
tions on Friday.

Prohibitory orders have been imposed in several
parts of Murshidabad, and internet services have
been suspended to prevent further escalation.

DGP Rajeev Kumar warned of stringent action
against those involved in the violence.

Meanwhile, Kailashahar Sub-divisional Police
Officer (SDPO) JayantaKarmakar was among those
injured in the violence in Kubjar area. Eight pro-
testers were arrested for their alleged involvement
in the attack on police personnel.

Around 4,000 people under the banner of ‘Joint
Movement Committee’, headed by Congress’ Un-
akoti district president MdBadruzzaman, took out
a massive rally demanding the revocation of the
Act.

“A scuffle took place between the protesters
and the security personnel. Soon, the situation
turned violent as the agitators pelted the law en-
forcers with stones and bottles. At least 18 police
personnel, including SDPO JayantaKarmakar, were
injured in the attack,” Kailashahar police station of-
ficer-in-charge Sukanta Sen Chowdhury said.

As the situation was going out of control, the
police resorted to lathi-charge and burst tear gas
shells to disperse the violent protesters, he said.

“We have lodged an FIR over the attack on police
personnel. So far, eight people have been arrested
in connection with the case. Further investigation
is underway,” the officer said.

Later, at a press conference, Badruzzaman
claimed that they had organised a peaceful rally.

“But a group with vested interests turned our
peaceful rally violent to malign us. We will contin-
ue our movement on the demand for rollback of
the Wagf (Amendment) Act,” he said.

Meanwhile, West Bengal Chief Minister Mamata
Banerjee announced that the Waqf (Amendment)
Act would not be implemented in the State, follow-
ing violent protests in Murshidabad.

GUESTHOUSE OWNER BOOKED FOR
NOT GIVING DRUG LORD ATALA'S
DETAILS TO POLICE

The accommodation was provided to the Israeli
national without furnishing the mandatory online
‘C’ Form to the FRRO, Panjim, which according to
the police, is a violation of the provisions of the
Foreigners Act.

Following Atala’s arrest on April 4 for allegedly
possessing cocaine and charas worth Rs 8.70 lakh,
the police found that he was staying in the country
without possessing valid visa documents thereby
contravening the provision of the Foreigners Order
1948 and the Foreigners Act, 1946.

The Anjuna police have registered the case un-
der Section 7 (1) and 7 (3) of the Foreigners Order
1948 punishable under Section 14 of the Foreign-
ers Act, 1946. The police will now obtain transfer
warrant to seek the custody of the accused.

Meanwhile, the police custody of Atala was fur-
ther extended by three days by the Judicial Magis-
trate First Class (JMFC), Mapusa on Saturday. Earli-
er, Atala was remanded in five days police custody,
which was extended by two more days.
