Guv defies Mamata, meets riot

NHRC, NCW teams visit Malda relief camps‘

PTI,  MALDA/KOLKATA:
Teams from the NHRC and
NCW on Friday visited Malda
relief camps to meet Mur-
shidabad riot victims, even
as West Bengal Governor CV
Ananda Bose defied Chief
Minister Mamata Banerjee's
appeal to defer his visit and
interacted with the displaced,
prompting the TMC to allege
political provocation.

During the Governor's
visit, inmates of the Par-
lalpur High School relief
camp in Baishnabnagar,
Malda - where few hun-
dreds have taken shelter
since the April 11-12 clash-
es - staged protests alleging
"police-imposed  censor-
ship, denial of access to vis-
itors and inhumane living
conditions”.

"This camp feels worse
than a prison. Police are not
allowing us to meet anyone
and narrate our ordeal" a
camp resident told reporters.

Bose, who left for Malda
this morning despite a re-
quest from the CM to post-
pone his trip "in the interest
of maintaining calm," said
he wanted to independent-

India rejects comments by Bangladeshi
officials on violence in West Bengal

PTI, NEW DELHI: India
on Friday rejected re-
marks by Bangladeshi of-
ficials on violence in West
Bengal and asked Dhaka
to focus on protecting the
rights of its minorities in-
stead of indulging in "vir-
tue signalling".

We reject the remarks
made by the Bangladesh
side with regard to the
incidents in West Bengal,"
External Affairs Ministry
spokesperson Randhir
Jaiswal said.

"This is a barely dis-
guised and disingenuous
attempt to draw a parallel
with India's concerns over
the ongoing persecution of
minorities in Bangladesh
where the criminal perpe-
trators of such acts contin-
ue to roam free," he said.

Jaiswal was responding
to media queries regard-
ing comments made by
Bangladesh officials on
the developments in West

Bengal.

"Instead of making un-
warranted comments and
indulging in virtue signal-
ling, Bangladesh would do
better to focus on protect-
ing the rights of its own
minorities," he said.

According to ACP Su-
mit Sudhakar Ramteke,
an airport staff named
Satendra Singh received
the hoax call, in which
the caller claimed that a
bomb had been planted
on a 72-seater aircraft
which  would explode
upon landing.

Alarmed by the call,
a bomb disposal squad
along with an anti-sab-
otage check (ASC) team
searched the airport
premises, but nothing sus-
picious was found, the of-
ficer said.

A surveillance unit

local police traced and
arrested the caller, Mohit
Singh, a resident of Yas-
hoda Nagar locality in the
city, within two hours,
Ramteke said.

Over 1 lakh Muslims protest

PTI, MANGALURU: In what
is deemed as one of the larg-
est public gatherings by the
Muslim community in Kar-
nataka in recent times, over
one lakh people assembled
under the banner of the
Karnataka State Ulema Co-
ordination Committee to
protest the Waqf Amend-
ment Act, 2025 here.

The demonstrators
voiced strong opposition
to provisions in the amend-
ed law that, according to
them, erode the autonomy
of Waqf institutions and
threaten the community's
rights over religious and
charitable endowments.

Violence mars JNUSU
polls, election process
indefinitely suspended

PTI, NEW DELHI: The
Jawaharlal Nehru Universi-
ty Students' Union (JNUSU)
elections were indefinite-
ly suspended on Friday
following back-to-back
incidents of violence and
vandalism at the Election
Committee (EC) office in
the last two days over mul-
tiple extension of deadline
for withdrawal of nomina-
tions.

The EC announced the
decision to halt the process
citing a serious breakdown
in security and a hostile en-
vironment on campus.

In a statement, the EC
said, "Due to recent inci-
dents of violence and van-
dalism at the EC office and
against EC members, the
election process has been
seriously disrupted. Until
the safety of EC members
is ensured by the adminis-
tration and student organ-
isations, the entire process,
including the release of
the final candidate list, has
been put on hold."

The situation spiralled
after the EC extended the
nomination  withdrawal
deadline multiple times.
Originally set for April 16,
the final candidate list was
delayed and a withdrawal
window was kept open till
4 pm on April 17, which
was later extended to 4.30
pm.

The Akhil Bharatiya Vid-
yarthi Parishad (ABVP)
strongly opposed the ex-
tensions, calling them un-
democratic. Protests by the
ABVP and counter-protests
by Left-affiliated groups
such as the Students' Fed-
eration of India (SFI) and
the Birsa Ambedkar Phule
Students’ Association
(BAPSA) led to clashes,
damage to property and
heightened tensions.

Following continued
unrest, the EC provided
another window on April
18 from 2 pm to 2.30 pm,
prompting further pro-
tests. During the chaos,
barricades were removed,
glass panes at the EC office
were shattered and several
committee members re-
ported feeling unsafe.

The EC has demanded
that the JNU administra-
tion take immediate action
against those involved in
the violence and ensure se-
curity before the elections
resume. It also accused

the administration of not

responding adequately to
earlier requests for protec-
tion.

The political landscape
this year is also marked
by a breakdown of the
long-standing United Left
alliance, which had domi-
nated JNU student politics
since 2016.
