Cheetahs Prabhash and Pavak get new home

BHOPAL: Two South African cheetahs, Prabhash and
Pavak, who were translocated to Kuno National Park
more than two years ago, found a new home on Sunday
when Madhya Pradesh Chief Minister Mohan Yadav
released them into the Gandhi Sagar Sanctuary.

After marriage, Mohit and
his wife lived separately from their families. Taran claimed
that Mobhit often complained that his in-laws pressured
him to transfer ownership of his house and land in his
wife's name.

Heavy rainfall, landslides wreak
havoc in J-K's Ramban; 3 dead

PTI, RAMBAN/ JAM-
MU: Heavy rainfall due to
cloudbursts triggered flash
floods and landslides in
several areas of Jammu and
Kashmir's Ramban district
early Sunday, leaving three
people dead and damaging
scores of houses and roads,
while more than 100 peo-
ple were rescued.

Traffic on the strategic
Jammu-Srinagar  National
Highway was suspended
as the road was blocked at
nearly a dozen places be-
tween Nashri and Banihal
due to landslides and mud-
slides, officials said.

Hundreds of commuters
were left stranded on the
250-kilometre highway, the
only all-weather road link-
ing Kashmir with the rest of
the country.

A cloudburst struck the
Seri Bagna village, result-
ing in the deaths of three
persons, including brothers
Aqib Ahmad and Mohd Sa-
qib. The rescue operation in
the village was continuing
when the last reports were
received, officials said.
