Over 1,000 illegal Bangladeshi immigrants

PTI, AHMEDABAD: More
than 1,000 illegal Bangla-
deshi immigrants, includ-
ing women and children,
were detained following
combing operations in Ah-
medabad and Surat, and
efforts were underway for
their deportation, Minister
of State for Home Harsh
Sanghavi said on Saturday.

At least 890 Bangla-
deshis were detained in
Ahmedabad and 134 in
Surat, in what the minister
termed as the biggest oper-
ation of its kind by the Guja-
rat police to date.

Sanghavi warned illegal
immigrants residing in Gu-
jarat to surrender before
the police on their own
accord, or else they will be
nabbed and deported.

He also warned of legal
action against people pro-
viding shelter to illegal im-
migrants.

"A historic success has
been achieved in nabbing
illegal Bangladeshis. As
many as 890 illegal immi-
grants were caught by the
Ahmedabad police and 134
by the Surat police.

ORGANISATIONS HELD IN JHARKHAND
PTI, RANCHI: Four persons allegedly linked to several
terrorist organisations were arrested by Jharkhand
Anti-Terrorist Squad (ATS) from Dhanbad district on
Saturday, an official said. Two pistols, 12 cartridges,
several electronic devices such as mobile phones, lap-
tops, besides a large number of documents, and books
related to banned organisations have been seized,
he said. "A criminal case has been registered at ATS,
Ranchi, in this regard and further investigation is un-
derway," according to an ATS statement. Jharkhand ATS
received a tip-off that some individuals associated with
HuT (Hizb ut-Tahrir), AQIS (Al-Qaeda in Indian Subcon-
tinent), ISIS, and other banned terrorist organisations

are connecting youths in the state to their network,
misleading them through social media and other means
and promoting religious extremism while carrying out
anti-national activities, it stated.

"Many of these people are
involved with drug cartels,
human trafficking, and as
we saw how two out of the
four Bangladeshis arrested
recently worked in sleeper
cells of Al Qaeda. A probe
will be conducted into the
background of these Bang-
ladeshis and their activities
in Gujarat."

He said arrangements
were made "to complete
all the procedures for their
deportation as soon as pos-
sible".

DRG jawan injured in IED blast on day 6 of antl-Naxal
operation along Chhattlsgarh Telangana border

PTI, RAIPUR: A District
Reserve  Guard (DRG)
jawan was injured on Sat-
urday when a pressure im-
provised explosive device
(IED) planted by Naxalites
went off in Chhattisgarh's
Bijapur district where a
massive operation against
Maoists was underway for
the last six days.

The operation involv-
ing about 10,000 security
personnel in a hilly region
Karreguta, Durgamgutta
and Pujarikanker along the
Chhattisgarh-Telangana
border was launched on
Monday, a senior official
said.

A DRG jawan sustained a
minor injury when a pres-
sure IED exploded this
morning, he said.

"The injured jawan was

administered treatment at
a camp of security forces
and his condition was stat-
ed to be out of danger. He
would be in a position for
active duty very soon," the
official said.

Another jawan belong-
ing to the Special Task
Force (STF) had sustained
a minor sprain on ankle
due to impact of an IED
blast on April 24 morning
during the operation, he
said, adding that his condi-
tion was normal and he has
recovered.

Talking to reporters here,
Chief Minister Vishnu Deo
Sai said, "Our security forc-
es have been bravely and
strongly fighting against
Naxalites. Security forces
have been carrying out a
major operation against

Naxalites on a hill along the
Telangana-Chhattisgarh
border, braving over 40 de-
grees Celsius in scorching
summer.”

Sona Das, president of the
Hindu refugee community
at Majnu Ka Tila, said sever-
al families have been living
in Delhi for years, renewing

their visas periodically after
document verification by
authorities.

"Also, many of these fami-
lies crossed over from Paki-
stan just one or two months
ago, some are living in
camps near Majnu Ka Tila,
while others have taken
shelter under the Signature
Bridge," Das told PTI.

"Many people have al-
ready got their visas ex-
tended. However, I am not
sure whether these visas
are called long-term visas
or not," he added.
